THE WOLF PEST.

Shonkin Stockmien Are Payinr ,55 for the
Pelt of Every x1ol

1
f IKilled.

The annual fall meeting of the Shon-
kin Stock association was hlld at Ben-
ton several days ago. Among the mat-
ters discussed was that of the danger
arising from overcrowding the range.
Within the last two years several large
outfits coming from the direction of the
Judith basin have thrown their stork in-
to the Arrow creek country, whereby it
has been eaten out during the summer
and fall.

It was the unanimous opinion of the
stockmen that the greatest menace to
their industry at the present time arises
fron wolves. Numberless instances
were recited affording convincing proof
that the annual loss in calves from that
cause alone can not be less than 25 per
cent. Nor is the loss confined to the
very young stock. Among the yearlings
it is probably 10 per cent., and many
cows, when enfeebled by the winter
storms, are dragged down by the raven-
ous beasts of p -ey, who are observed to
travel in bands of from four to thirty.

In the present state of the stock busi-
ness, following a winttr of larCe losses
and a season of low prices, it beconles a
great hardship to cattle ownerslf to sa'and
the whole burdlen of trying to destroy the
pest.
