uctual scene of trouble, lu a recent
letter to a relation of ours, who resides
in tho city of Lawrence (Kansas) we
asked for information in rolation to the
mutter, und ho replied in substaueo, as

follows: "In somo locations iu tbo
neu part of tbo State, tbo people moy
bo suffering to pome extent, but this
has always been the oujo. Foolish
people come hero, with just money
cuough to make a payment on their
land, and there they aro, out iu the
open pruiric, without money, house,
neighbors, stock or anything to eat.
Such people always suffer for the first
year or two. It id true that tho grass¬
hopper plague and tho oontinued drouth
has interfered very materially with
our prosperity; but if money was

plentiful, this would bo hardly felt.
Tbo lack of money imong our business
men docs us moro harm than anything
else. * * * * Brood nud meat
wo havo in ubundaneo, and very cheap.
Corn sells for 76 coats per bushol.
This is high for up. Good wheat is
from 90 cents to $1,00 por bushel;
dour from $2.25 to $8,00 per 100 lbs;
beef I buy at the butchers shops iu
the city at from 8 to 6 ocnts per
pound. Things aro bad enough hero
(and I judge this is true of all parts of
the South aud Wost) but not near so
bad as represented to bo in tho eas¬
tern papers."

An Ordinance to requiro tbe cleaning
or Side-Wnlks and Gullies.

Adopted Deo. 1, 1874.
lie it ordoined bj the Mayor, Recor¬

der and Aldermen of tbe town of Wes¬
ton, That liorosftcr It shall bo the duty
of all property-holders or occupants of
property in »e'.J town,whore pavements
Are laid, to clean, or cause tbe same to
be eleaned, at leaat once a week, and
also to beep tbo gutters in frontofseid
property open aud cloar of rubbish.

'I. And upon failuro or refusal ofany
person so to do, ho, sho, or they. so

offending shall, upon complaint being
mado to llio Mayor, Recorder or Alu.ir-
mnn, bo liable to a Goo of not loss ihott
one nor uioro than five dollars for each
violation of this ordinanoo, rccovcrablo
aa other flues and forfeitureB aro recov¬
erable.

This ordinanco shall bo in force
from and after Its passage.
Ait Osbinancs to define the duties of

certain officers therein mentioned,
and for other purposes

Adopted Doo. 1, 1874.
Be it ordained by the Mayor, Re¬

corder and Aldermen of tbe town of
Weston, That tbero shall bo appointed
by tbo Council, immediately after
their clccliou and qualification, and
whcucvcr a vacancy may occur, a
Treasurer, Assessor, Street Commie
sioner and Kuginccr or Surveyor aud
Attorney, who shall respectively hold
ibeir offices from the timo of their ap¬
pointment until tbo expiration of ton
days after the succecding general elec¬
tion, unless sooner removed for cause.
All tbo said officer*, and all whose
offices may hereafter bo croatod, shall,
beforo entering ou tbo duties of their
respective offices, tako such oath as is
now, or may bo bereuftor required bythe latva of the State or the ordinances
of the town.

2. That it shall be the doty of (be
Treasurer to audit quarterly or semi¬
annually, the accounts of the Sergeantof all monies received by him for tbo
use of the town; and to pay nono, nor
sllow a credit iu the lettlemont of any
sum whatever, exoopt to tbo order of
tbe Mayor, countersigned by the Clerk,
as authorized by the Council; and he
shall bo suthoriied to receive from the
Sergeant any ccrtificatea of indebted¬
ness, which have been or may be is¬
sued by tho town, and credit (ho town
accounts with the same aa so tnuoh mo¬
ney revived, or to hold such certificates
as vouchers for so much money paid
out by hiin as Treasurrr, and on settle
ment of his account shall be ullowed (he
same, llo shall, when required by
the Council, reuder an account of his
receipts and disbursement, producing
the vonehcra for tho latter. Ho shall
givo bond with auch security as the
Council may approve or order for tbo
faithful performance of his duty, and
for his services shall be paid suoh com¬

pensation " the Council may allow and

a. [i shall bo the duly of tho Clerk
to attend every stated or special meet¬

Be it ordained by tho Mayor, Re¬
corder and Aldormen of the town of
Weston, That nny person of proper
ago, and a resident of said town, who
shall fail or refuso, when commanded
to do so by tho Mayor, Recorder or
any Alderman of said town, to assisb'ia
the arrost of any person violating the
ordinances of said torn; or to servo
proper procosa upon any person when
so commanded, shall be fined not less
than $1, nor moro than $10, to bo re¬
coverable as other fines aro recovered.

2. And any person obstructing anymember of tho Couocfl of said town in
the execution of tho ordioanccs thereof,shall be fined not loss than $5 nor more
than 020, to bo recovered in like man¬
ner as other fines aro rcooverud.
