The 1'nthology of Diphtheria.
A phyrficiau Boys : A huly writes tut,

nuking several questions upon thin sub-
jeet. Hho says the disease is quite preva¬
lent in her locality. Her first question
in, " Are 'diplithoria' and 'putrid sore
throat' the same?" 'Second, "If death
is caused from choking.annua.or an

inability to get breath ?"
To hor first onestion I answer " Yes."

I know the laity (and some uot ovor-

well-poetod doctors, too,) make a dis-
tinctfon from simply a difference iu the
severity, of the complaint iu two or more
cases; calling the more violent caseH 0/,
diphtheria "putrid how throat."
The disease is a constitutional one.

The tliroat is only oue place ont of manyiu which it gives us n " locnl" appear*
mice. It attacks all mnoous surfaces-
ear, eye. mouth, nose, oesophagus, stom¬
ach, rectum, vagina, etc..indifferently.
It mny be in any two or three of these
localities iu the same person at once. It
also shows itself ou any abraded surface
of an afflicted individual.
The most geuoral sent, however, is 011

the fauces (tliroat); vet cases are ou rec¬
ord where, although evident iu other
parts of the same patient, there was no
throat complaintLocally, then, the expression of the
disease is but uu inflammation of the
mucous membraue with au exudation of
an organozoleto (fibrinous) lymph. This
shortly " organizes "(consolidates) to the
leaden or ashen-colored membrane tliat
is pathognomonic of the complaint. This
membrane yon tind wherevor the inflam¬
matory process is set up, and it can be
readily pulled off, leaving the raw sur¬
face lieneath. Sometimes it gets to be
very thick. It is the abundance of this
membrane in the trachea and bronchial
tubes that causes death by "strangula¬
tion it prevents tho passngo of air me¬
chanically.
To answer her seooud question In

somo eases it is; iu others it is uot.
Sometimes death occurs within forty-

eight hours, and before this exudation is
poured ont from tho inflamed surface
anywhere. Again, when the disease does
not attack thn larynx or trachea, "chok¬
ing to death " is impossible. Death, iu
the majority of cases iu cltildren, does,
however, occur as she indicates. In
older persons death by asthenia fa
gradual WHstilig of the power of life) is
full as common.
The disease is oue of excessive vomit¬

ing frequently, and loathing of food
hence, unless you are careful, your pa¬
tient verily starves to death. Again,
some deatlis are from nervous lesions.a
iNiralysis somewhoro.as for instance of
the nervo of organic life to tho heart.
Again, the blood (which is normally sun-1
plied with Abrine) lias tho flbrine notably
increased; so much so tliat it clots in the
heart, thus causing death.

It is by no means so frequeut a dis-j
ease as is supposed. Other tliroat in-
flainmatioiiH aro very frequently called
diphtheria, either through a careless
'diagnosis or an linlandable motive of tho
attendant. Babiesalwnyfrhave "croup,"
you know, yet I venture my life tliat not
0110 in a hundred ever had any such dis¬
ease. Babies with croup aro sick, aud
uot generally nine hundred and ninety-
uiue out of a thousand get woll. So with
diphtheria, yet coses sometimes are very
mud.

I give uo treatment, as it to a disease
tluit only a physician should take hold of.

In Behalf of Hie Birds.
George T. Fish, of Rochester, chair-

man of tho comniittoe on ornithology,
presented to the Western New York
Horticultural Society a well-considered
statement touching tho usefulness of our
feathered friends. A French naturalist
ascertained by careful investigation tliat
a singlo insect might in live generations
become tho progenitor of five thousand
millious of descendants. With theso
appalliug figures before us wo are
forced to the conclusion tliat were the
birds destroyed a desolation would result,
compared with iwhiflfij the grasshopi>er
plague of tho West would sink into in¬
significance. The vocal melody of birds
would give place to the constantbuzzing,
scraping, hissing sound of bisects, not
long, however, to bo endured, for
tho destruction of vegetation must iue-
vitably lie followed by the destruction
of animal life. It is evident God de¬
signed that the birds should hold the
insects iu check. Can we afford to dis¬
pense with even a part of their insist¬
ence beennso it cost* us somotbing in
fruit ? We are willing to pay money for
fertilizers and for labor. We even pay
men for destroying insects, and regard
it as a profitable investment. It is un¬
reasonable to demand that the entire
work of the bird shall bo gratuitous.
While the committee would advise the
protection of birds as n class, they think
experience has shown tliat the pugna¬
cious character of tho English sparrow
renders liim au nndrairable settler.
lOur domestic birds, more peaceably dis-
Liosed, incline to leave him the whole
eld, mid his introduction to this conu-

jy is probably no improvement ou ua-

which it originated. His first experi¬
ment wus that of crossing a Shropsliire
cow with a bull of tho Boutli African
buflalo, and wuh suggested by a simi-
larityin the arrangement of the horun
of the two uniinals.. The product was a
Bterile monster of hideous proportions.He next attempted a hybrid between the
Brahminy bull and a Dutch cow, the
product again being sterile and worth¬
ier. The «une result enmo from cross¬
ing the domestic animal with the Indian
buflalo, tho gayal, the yak and the
American bison. By a lucky accident,
however, he discovered that a cross be¬
tween the biaou and the Brahmin cow
was fertile, and this led him to experi¬
ments in the right direction, which
finally lrnd results of the happiest sort.
The result of the experiments wuh a
bull weighing 1,600 pounds anil a cow

woighing 1,000.
I wns surprised at wluit M. Van Kop-

penaol told me of the milking qualities
of his new hybrid. Tho cows which he
showed mo were yielding on average
]xtr capita of 12,000 pounds of milk per
annum, and this milk is so rich in
hutyruceous properties that its averago
yield of butter is one pound in nine, thus
equaling the finest stmins of Jersey cat¬
tle.
"Have these precious animals no

fault?" I asked.
"Tlioy liave," replied M. Van Kop-

ponael, " a very grave fault. They urn

very impatient of confinement. I shall
have to breed this out of thorn before I*
can venturo to think thorn perfect, and 1
do not know how to do it, uuless I in¬
troduce another cross of tho Jlo» Indi¬
an by hrcediog the Trisabramakto that.
Another thing, J have not room here. I
need your Western prairies or your blue-
grass regions to give my herds a lair
cliance, but I am too old to immigrate.
Thorn who come after me will developthe experiment, and bring out its full
results. After the Jloa comjmilu* baa
been made reasonablyperfoctja olosoand
thorough system of in and in brooding
will be needed to mature and ronnd off
idl the excellence of tho new animal.
Tluit is what I may not liopo to
achieve."

After showing me much more of his
menngerie and much and curious talk
which I uoed not repeat hero, I returned
to tho house with M. Van Koppenael.
At lunch I hail the opportunity to taste
tho rich golden butter and cheese made
from the milk of Jlo* coniponitun, or the
Van Koppenael cow, an it ought to be
called.
M. Van Kopi>enaol informed mo that

it wns tho success of liis frioud Vun
Mous, tho great horticulturist of Ghent,
in producing tho new hybid fruits of
such superior quality that set him upon
attempting to improve tho race of cat¬
tle. The known delicacy of constitution
and tendency to sterility of tho liest
strains of sliQrt horns made him tliiuk of
going back to. the wild blood, just lis
Mr. Goodrich did with tho potato. He
tolls mo that its remarkable fecundity is
one of tho most valuable traits of tho
lion aomponltii*. Every cow that ho lias
bred so far 1ms fetched him twin calves.
I think it probable that in a year or

two at least M. Vim Koppenael will
transfer a portion of his improved stock
to Kentucky. He was very particular in
his inquiries about tho blue grass coun¬

try, and was charmed with tho glowing
description wldch I gave him of those
grand pastures and grassy open woods
magniflcont with trees of primeval
growth.

Tho Cincinnati Gazette. has a seusiblo

aud timely article on tho oditorinl sanc¬
tum and its visitors, from which wo
make the following extract:

ORCHARD AND GARDEN.

A Chapter on ihr Hum* ihm Jo no murk
Unmn«r.

Major Hugh T. Brooks, of Pearl
Creek, in his remarks beforo the Wont-
era Now YorkHorticultural Society, as¬
sured his lieurcrs that the bugs are lav¬
ing a good time generally, ami tliat "no¬
body about hem disturbed them to anyalarming extent, and we bear our ilia with
patience. When we dou't like the taste
of the worm hi the apple wo spit him
out. When cucumbers and melons dm-1
appear we expected it, and we morulize
on the truusitory nature of earthly
things. Wo tlare up if somebody kicks
our worthless eur, but we stand by and
without romonstrauce see worms dovour
our currauts and our cabbage. BugB of
old seemed to respect the Jewish arrange¬
ment, and contented themselves with a
tenth; now they frequently take tho
whole, and tho question arises, How long
can we stand it ( There are many dama¬
ges that money cannot measure. Shrub¬
bery, watched and uonrisliod with teu-
der caro, perliaps planted by lovod onos

departed, punctured by a littlo worm and
turned to dry wood. Can you enter tlat
upon your lodger ?

Assuredly wo need concerted effort to
overcome insoct enemies. We must all
work togothor. If oue mau kills worms
mul another breeds them, tho breeder
will get tho beat of it, or tlio worst But
where is the right topropagate nuisances!
We might as well sec up pestrhousos as a
worm factory; as woll send out our pigs
and poultry to depretlntonpon our neigh¬
bors, a» our codling moths. Our Mich-
gan friends lmve met this crisis reso¬
lutely. One of their i>omological asso¬
ciations rcsolvpd that if any fruit-grower
neglected to bahdage his troes and de¬
stroy tho codling worms, tho societywould do it for him. Every man did Ins
duty, and tho jwst year the fruit was

greatly iraprovod. Hie codling moth
come to us us one of the beuefits of our

foreign commerce.a fact which illus¬
trates the importance of eutoraological
knowledge, When we consider how much
we lmve lost by not knowing these cue-
mien aud suppressing them when they
wero few. If we liud killed thorn all
during tho first two or three years of
their sojourn, at an exponse of $1,000
apiece, we should have made moucy
by it.

It gives frightful iuterest to those de¬
predations when we consider tliat tho
re]>eated destruction nml failure of the
young fruit will lend to shy bearing and
sterility from tho force of habit. Ani¬
mals that prematurely cast their young
from injury soon do so from force of
habit; and we limy well infer that trees
which drop.their immature fruit from
tluf sting of insects will soon utterly fall
to perfect their fruit oven if insects do
uot trouble them. With trees, as with
us all, good liubitsaro ijuite indispensa¬
ble to usefulness. This codling nuis¬
ance, like certain devils hi Scriptnro,
don't yield to mild treatment You can't
frighten them with scarecrows, nor coux
thorn with sweets, but ton must fight
them by any mul all methods known in
civilized and uncivilized warfare.
Tho Colorado potato lieetlo is now a

subject of great anxiety in our States.
Next in importance to wheat, the potato
demands our best eudeavors for ita pro¬
tection and preservation. Sogreutluis
lieeu tho destruction' of this household
necessary at tho West by grasshoppers
and drought that it Is at present in many
sections tlio dearest articlo of food in
the market. It has beeu a very profita¬
ble crop in Western New York, and wo
cannot urge too strongly that growers
make a concerted and determined effort
for tlio destruction of its relentloss enemy.
It is probable that its stay with us will
Imj short, and tlds and several other in¬
sect i»osts havo a more congenial climate
at tlio West, whero they originated, tlion
here.'
A good kitchen garden is one of tho

possibilities of* rural life. In its best
state it is a perfect fountain of good
things, but every tin peddler knows that
our country gardens are a fizzle and a
fraud on tho women who ooax them into
a feeble existence when they ore allowed
to " go to tlio bugs!" Currant sprouts
cost nothing, and being persistent grow¬
ers wo luul them, and they did great ser¬
vice. Tho worm spoiled tlio currants,
and we meekly gave them up. Now,
this is to liear witness tluit white helle¬
bore dusted oil tho bushes when tlio dow
Is on will save tho currants, and any one
who lias lost his bushes should forthwith
replace them mid toko caro of them.
Ono of two or tlireo tilings tliat woex-

jjcct to find in conntry gardens besides
wikhIs is cabbages. A greon worm, about
aii inch long, acqnirod a taste for cab-
lingo and quietly took it. Sprinkle on

soapftuds, or salt, or dust from tlio road,
mat tlio worm will bo disgusted. Sluike
in thai cabbagecayenne popper, or sprin-
klo 011 l>oiling hot water, and yon will
soon be rid of him. A moderate appli¬
cation of hot water will not Injure the
plant, as it lias a thick, tough leaf.
Coop a hen among your squash vines
with a brood of chickens, and tho chick-
ens will take caro of the squash, if
yon only plant plenty of seed. Don't
rail to put Boxes, 12 inches by 14, round
your cucnmbors, and 10. Indies high.
Do this when you plant, and then it will
be done. Neglected gnrdens dou't pay;
well-cultivated ones do pay. In conclu¬
sion, tho major earnestly invoked deter¬
mined aud milted effort against insect
enemies, Tlio work is a duty every hus¬
bandman owes to his generation, and
tlio individual who can lay his liand on
his heart, and looking you in tho face
truthfully declare tliat he has killed, or
oven seriously crippled, one coddling
worm, has not lived in vain, and may
sink into the silent tomb with a glem
of joy.

The Sal/ of Cheese.
The president of tho Pennsylvania

Dairy Association, at a late meeting,
gavo an interesting and snggestivo ad¬
dress on "Co-operation in the Solo of
Clioese." Ho commencod by alluding
to tho early liistory of checso-making iu
this section. The first attempt at fac¬
tory cheese-making was made in 1849, at
Mosiertown, by Clark k StobbiiiH, who
made an English daily cheese weighiug
aliotlt sixteen pounds, selling it at threo
cents por pound. Tho patrons delivered
curd instead of milk. Tho socond fac¬
tory was built also in Mosiertown
iu 1851, and continued in operation three
years, wul then tho system camo to nu

end. Tho Urst factoryunder tho present
associated system was built by George
Thomas in 1887, at Cambridge. The
second factory was built by1 Messrs. D. .

H. Gibson tcCo., in 1808, manufacturing
tho first year 27,000 pounds of chcoso,
and two years later 115,000 pounds. In
1870 thoro oxisted in tho Stato of Penn¬
sylvania twonty-sovou factories. It is ck-

timated tliat thoro was produced during
tho past season in tho counties of Craw¬
ford, Erio, and Mercer, about 0,000,000
pounds of cheese, valued at.$l,5100,000.
