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Orchard nnd Nnrvrj.

Preparations for planking may bo mado
this month, and in soma latitudes the
trooa may be set out. Tho aoil should
have been prepared last year, but if it
w*s not, no timo should bu lost. New
soils rarely need manuring, butexbaiutedland must bo renuvatod. It will bo use-
lean to set out young trees iu a stiff, poor
soil, atyd.oxpect them to give a satisfac¬
tory rotum; it is true thoy may live and
.bear in timo, but tliey can never make a

healthy growth, or prodnoe good fruit
Bee that theroaro no low spots iu tlu<
orchard where ioe audanow may pollcotand romaiu during thn greater part of
the winter; troea planted m such pluoes
do not ripeu thoir wood properly, and
aro liable to bo injured*by curly froats.
and tho land cannot be cultivated until
late in tho spring.
Priming may l>o done at any time bo-

fore vegetation starts. When largo
limbs are removed take care nut to allow
them to fall before severing tho bark on
the under side of tho cut, as thoy may
peel tho bark from the truuk, thus
making a bad wound. Always bam tho
cuts smooth, a sharp knifo, cliinrl, or

drawing-knife may be used, cover with
melted grafting wax, joint, or anytliing
which will exclude the air and rain.

Tho' best guido lor a noyico in fruit-
growing is tho experience of others in
Himilar localities, and one about to set
on orchard can make no better invest¬
ment than the timo nnd money it would
require for him to visit the fruit grower*
in a circuit of ten or tweutv miles, and
leani of the successes una failures of
others.

If ono lives noar a city or town large
enough to afford a market, a good share
of eariy apples may bo profitable. For
distant markets, only varieties that are
woll known 'should be grown, a local
variety,' no matter how good it may bo,
if not Known to dealers, will meet with u
slow sale.

Hens will lay in cold weather if sup¬plied with a greater variety of food. I

keep thirty hens and three roosters. I
do not houso them woll, and for throe
months of winter tho sun does not shine
ou their house, it being under a hill
facing north, nnd altogether a verychoerlOaa place. I feedcorn, buckwheat,
cabbage, jjotatoes, and all waste vegeta¬
bles from tho table; keep them suppliud
with a.box Of water, and a box of sand
to dust in, alno coal ashes. Last winter
I bought tweuty pouuds of bono from
tho meat market and broko tip a little

Wiuited.Au Agricultural Society.
Tl»» following is h Bovero arraignment

of our agricultural societies us at present
conducted, making thorn appear, we

hope, worse than many of them really
arc. Prof. Rodnoy Welch gives Ilia idea
of wlint is needed, as follows:
What wo want isau Agricultural society

which shall do something to dovelop and
iraprovo ugrictilturo, which shall render
it attractive and exert au inflnoneo to
cause men of wealth and education to,
nt least, tako an interest in farming,
orcharding, and stock raising. To do
tliia, something else is wanted except an
amrahl fair, To do this it is necessary
to ranko experiments in tho production
of nil tho crops' now growing in tho
ricinity. aud to rocord them; to tost tho
valued! fertilizers of every description,
atul tho various ways of applying them
to produce the most good; and to ex¬
amine in a scicntiilo aud practical man¬
ner tho capacity of ovory soil.
But moro than those tilings need to

be done. Wo want to introduce now

crops that are grown in other countries
of Snout tho samo latitude, and to ac-
climato others that grow in countries
warmer or colder than our own. Wo
waut to learn moro about the construc¬
tion of drains, the storage and distribu¬
tion of water, the preservation of meats,
frtiita and vegetables, tho economy of
feeding animals for tho production of
boof and milk, and tho relative value of
tho different breeds of animals. To ac¬

complish tliceo things requires tho unitedefforts of men of ability and means.re¬
quires tho formation of a socioty of men
working for u p irpose.
Tho Koyal Agricultural Socioty of

Great Britain employs a chemist with a

number of assistants, maintains a botaui-
«il department where tho acclimation of
vegetables is carried op and the discuses
of domesticated plauU aro examined:
(publishes reports on the progrbs« of
agriculture iu Great Britain imd other
parte of tho world, and conducts experi¬
ments in everything tliat .promises to ro-
ward llio labor of investigation. It docs
uot neglect tho matter of holding fairs,
but it does uot mako them tho leadiug
object of tho organization.

Earirhc In Children.
Wlion a child's ear Incomes painful,

as it bo often does, everything should lie
done to soothe it, and au strong irritating
applications should bo avoided. Pieces
oi not ouion or lib should not bo put in;
but warm flannels shoidd bo applied,with poppy-fomentation, if tho paui does
uot soon subside. How much children
suffer from their ears.unpitiod because
unknown.it would probably wring tho
hearts of those who love them, suddenly
to discover. It is often very hard, even
for medical men, to ascertaiu that tho
cause of a young cluld'sdistress is seated
in tho car, and frequently n sudden dis-
charge from it, with a cessation of pain,
first roveals tho secret of a mysterious
attack which lias really boon an inilam-
mation of the drum. Tlio watchfulness
of a parent, howevor, wonld probablyBuflloo to detect tlie cause of suffering, if
directed to tliis point, as well tut to
othors. If cliildrrti cry habitually whontheir cars aro washed, that shoidd not be
noglocted; tlioro is, roost likely, somo
cause for pain. Many mombranes are
destroyed from discluugos which tako
plooe during " teething," Whenever
thore is a dischargo of matter from the
oar, it wonld bo right to pour in tepid
water night and morning, and so at least
to try and koep it dean.

The Rocky Mountain Sheep.
Among tho many different speeios of

game in a noantry posseting such n vn-

riety, thoro art none bo difficult to cap¬
ture na tho Kooky mountain sheep, or

big horns, ah they ore sometime* called.
Uving remote from civilization and tho
haunts of man.ranging alongtho roofof
tho continent, on almost inaccessible
Iteaks high above timber-lino, and cn-
(lowed bv nature with keen went and
heariug, they aro considered by huutern
a«i being tho most difficult to approach of
any animal among the deer kind.
The horns of tho rnalo ore sometimes

of enormous size. I havo seen them
eight iuclies in diameter at tho largestJ
part, and weighing sixteen pounds.
Those of the female are small and sharp,rofombliug tho horns of tlio goat: in

fact, but for tlio horns and line silkywool
at tho root* of tho hair, thoy might
readily bu mistaken for door. Thoy feed
upon tho short nutritious grass which
grows upon tho treeless ridges and ra¬
vines along the snowy range, and when
fat weigh from ono to two hundred
rounds. The flesh is very much lileo
that of tho doer, but juicier and of supe¬
rior flavor.
Thoy aro almost oonstantly on the

move, rouging from ono mountain to an¬
other, feeding 09 they go, and tluding
some rocky cliff sheltered from the
range of winds, whero they lio at night.
Souietimoe several hundred may bo torn
iu oae drove, but generally from two or
threo to a dozen. When pursued they
make a break for tho highest poiut of
rocka in sight, whero they stand looking
curiously at the hunter as ho slowly
picka las way upward to got within
shooting dintauoe.
When that haa boen gained, howovor,

tho whoop havo disappeared; nor does
tho tired sportsman get another glimpso
of his garao until ho has readied tho
cliff Lo has just.lefc where they may bo
seen atnpding on somo point higher up
ou the mountain, aud still beyond riHa
shot. Should tho hunter havo persever-
anoo and plonty of muscle, ho will prob-
ably follow them to tho highest pinnacle
of tlio rango to find at last that his
climbiug lias been iu vain, and that tlio
game ho has been following so faithfully
and hopefully havo mysteriously vaniah-
od from hia sight.
The only successful method of hunting

tho mountain aheop ia to got abovothem,
unseen, aud, if possible get a shot be¬
fore being discovered. In this way tho
herd l>ecumos oonfusod,, not knowing
whieli way to run, and sometimes fouror
flvo may bo killed beforo they rocover
themselves.
