SENATOR BURKE GUILTY.

Cleveland, O., Feb, 27.—State Senator
Vernon H. Burke has been found guilty
in the circult court of the first specifica-

{ tion in the charges brought against him,

Judge Caldwell read the findings of the
*court.

='Asg the evidence now
this court,” he gaid, “we find that Judge
Dillenbaugh and Judge Vernon H,
Burke were jointly attorneys of Nettie
E. Manning during the acts complained
uf in the first specification. We pre-
viousiy found that Judge Dillenbaugh
did reccive $1,100, one-third of the fecs
pald in the Manning case, and that the
weight of the evidence showed that
Dilienbaugh participated In the man-
agenment of the Manning case up to the
time of the division of the fees.

“It I8 necessary for the court to speak
of these two men together in passing on
the charges against Mr. Burke, as It is
almost impossible to separate the facts
in cach case.

“Just prior to the publication of this
case,'” Judge Caldwe!l continued, “Burke
had a talk with Judge Dissette, in
which he told in detail all the facts In
the case. Judge Dissctte states that
Burke sald Dellenbaugh told him to go
down and strlie ‘Jane Doe' for $20.000.

Jane Do¢' sald she coulan't nave e
story come out and she could not ralse
$20,000. She sald she could raise $10,-
000, which she did raise and gave it
to Burke and Dellenbaugh. Judge Dis-
sette £ays he told Burke that that was
the coldest-blooded affair he ever
heard of.

“Our conclusion,” s=ald Judge Cald-
well, “is that Mr. Burke is gullty as
charged In the first specification—un-
professional  conduct Involving moral
turpitude.”

Judge Caldwell sald the evidence
showed that Mrs. Manning should not
have been given a divorce.  There was
a conspiracy betwean Judge Dellen-
baugh and Burke to get that decree
upon the journal and we feel warrant-
ed In placing the gullt equally upon
Burke.

“We find Burke guilty on both specl-
fleations, and our judgment is that he
be disbarred.”

The court then declared the sentence
in both cases to be disbarment.

Until a year ago, Dellenbaugh and
Jurke were the clossst personal friends.
When Hon. M. A, Hanna began his
campaizn for the United States senate
Judge Dellenbaugh became one of his
most active supporters. Burke, on the
other hand, as a member of the Ohilo
senate was the leader in the senate
legislature of the anti-Hanna move-
ment., This resulted in a bitter quar-
rel between. Dellenbaugh and Burke.
Eventually sensational rumors were
circulated concerning Judge Dellen-
baugh. Burke openly asserted that he
knew cncugh to draw Dellenbaugh from
the bench: that he had divided fees
with him in a case wh'ch had bzen tried
before Dellenbaugh as judge.

Dellenbaugh denied these rumors in
open court and asked that the Cleve-
land Bar association investigate them.
This was done with the result that both
Burke and Dellenbaugh were brought
before the circult court In disbarment
proceedings,

OFFICIALS ARE MUCH SURPRISED.

w—

No Ono In Washington Seems to Know
the Nature of the * Political Reasons”
Which the Admiral Says Demand the
Presence of the Celebrated Warship in
Manila Bay —American Forces Have An-
other Lively Skirmish,

Washington, Feb. 25.—The following
dispatch has been received at the navy
department:

“Manila, Feb, 24.—For political rea-
sons the Oregon should be sent here at
once. DEWEY."

The cablegram from Admiral Dewey
asking for the Oregon was received
with surprise by the officials here. No
one knew, or at least would admit, that
he knew the nature of the political
reasons which the admiral says de-
mand the Immediate presence of the
peerless  battleship, The cablegram
was taken to the cabinet board and
fully discussed there. The admiral, It
is =aid, possibly feels that the moral
effect of the presence of the big ship
upon the insurgents themselves, and
particularly upon that large element
among the Filipinos that is belleved to
be restrained with difficulty from jolin-
ing fortunes with Aguinaldo, with
whom thelr sympathies lle, would be
good.

May Seo a Gathering Cloud.

But there Is an underlylng doubt
whether or not the admiral may not be
keenly sighting a gathering cloud ‘n
the east, and is looking to the pre-
vention of any possible Intervention or
interference by European powers in the
struggle now in progress in the neigh-
borhood of Manlla. It is believed that
in the blg fires much property of for-
cign residents and business concerns
was destroyed. That these fires were
caused by the Insurgents cannot be de-
nied, and it may be that some of the
forelgn naval commanders in the east
are disposed to selze upon the pretext
that their interests demand protection,
which we cannot.afford them, to make
a landing or do something obnoxious
to the United States and likely to en-
courage the Insurgents. With such a
strong naval force as would be afford-
ed by the reinforcement of Dewey's
fleet by the Orecgon there could not be
any sound reason, nor even a plausible
reason for any such action on the part
of third parties,

REBELS DRIVEN DACK,

Some Lively Skirmishes Near Caloocan
During the Night.

Manila, Feb. 25.—Owing to the whole-
sale arrests of all suspected Filipinos
and the clearances of the streets at 7
o'clock at night, the threatened renew-
al of the scenes of the previous night
did not occur. With the exception of
a few shots fired In the neighborhood
of the penitentiary, the city was =zs
quiet as possible, Outside Manila the
rebels were very actlve. Near Caloo-
can the brigade commanded by Gen-
cral Harrison Gray Otls had several
lively skirmishes with the rebels, but
at daylight the enemy was driven back
with severe loss.

The feeling in this city Is much im-
proved and business generally has been
resumed. Excellent order is maintained
by General Hughes' police force, which
is universally commended. The United
States transport Scandia, with the
Twentieth infantry on board, has ar-
rived here from San Francisco, which
port she left Jan, 26, All duties on Im-
portations of fresh fruits, vegetables
and meats have been temporarily sus-
pended.

Orders have been Issued to enforce the
provisional customs tariff at Iloilo and
the following officers have been appoint-
ed to conduct the civil affairs of Ilollo
Mzajor Theodore Stomberg, treasurer,
Captain J. T. Evans, collector of cus-
toms; Ensign L. H. Everhart, port cap-
tain; E. C. Hatch, Eighteenth infantry,
collector of revenue.

Gomez Enters Havana,

Havana, Feb. 2i.—Under escort of
three battalions of American troops
General Maximo Gomez, commander of
the Cuban army, entered the Cuban
capital in all the style of & conquering
hero. The celebration attendant upon
his arrival was the first important dem-
onsgtration of the Cubans, and It was
a noteworthy affair.

FORHAWKEYE FOLKS

STATE ITEMS WHICH WILL BE OF

GENERAL INTEREST.

Des Moines, Ja., Feb, 23.—George H.
Van Houten, secretary of the State Hor-
ticultural scclety, has received reports
from various parts of the state which
show tha tthe fruit crop has ben Ladly
damaged Ly the recent severe cold
weather. According to the reports the
peach crop has been entirely destroyed,
the trees being badly injured. A few
hardy varleties may bear this season.
The pear crop is probably entirely de-
stroyed. The grape crop Is damaged and
tender varietles of apples have been
killed.

Many cases are reported of raspberry
and blackberry bushes having been
killed, but strawberries are believed to
be all right where they were, properly
protected. Director Sage, of the lowa
crop service, has sent out Llanks to se-
cure reports concerning the wheat crop
and Informatior so far received indi-
cates that it has been seriously dam-
aged. Potatoes and other vegetables in
stock have been frozen In many In-
stances and the stock largely decreased.

The Conspiracy Case of United
States Senator Quay.

HINTS OF JURY TAMPERING MADE.

Rufus . Shapley of Counsel Declares the
Postponement Will Cause Great Incon-
venlence —Also That They Have Recent-
1y Come Across Information That Would
Result In the Prompt Acquittal of His
Clients —Much Interest In the Case,

o7

Philadelphia, Feb. 27.—The oft-post-
poned trial of United States Senator
Matthew S. Quay and his gon, Richard
R. Quay, on charges of conspiracy in the
misuse of the funds of the state on de-
posit In the People's bank for thelr own
profit and gain was called before Judge
Beitler in the court of quarter sessions
of Philadelphia county. Though inter-
terest in the trial was Intense through-
out the city, there was no crm\"dlng in
the courtroom because of an order is-
fued by the court that only the law-
vers directly interested In the case, the
panel of witnesses and a limited num-
ber of newspaper men should be ad-
mwitted.  Senator Quay, with his son,
entered the courtroom aceompanied by
their counsel, Rufus E. Shapley, A. 8.
L. Shields and David T. Watson of
Pittsburg. The presence of the latter
Wits a surprisc to those in attendance,
as it was generally understood that he
haa retired from the case,

Asked for a Postponement,

When questioned on the subject Mr.
Shields stated that Mr., Watson was
pregent only to make argument on any
lcgal points which might arise. Dis-
trict Attorney Rothermel and his assist-
ants held a brief consultation, at the
=onclusion of which the district at-
torney arose and, addressing the court,
sald that for rcasons which he did not
care to state at present, he desired that
the trial of the Messrs. Quay be post-
poned. He was not ready to proceed
with the trial now. He stated further
that as the judges of the court would be
ensaged for the freater part of the
rresent month in hearing the liquor
license applications, he would ask that
the date for this trial be fixed for April
10. Mr. Shapley, of counsel for the de-
ferse, opposed the motion. He sald
their witnesses had been subpoenaed
and every preparation to bring the trial
to an Immediate conclusion. A post-
ponement at this time, he said, would
cause great inconvenience, and would
Le unfair to ‘his clients.  Judge Beltler,
however, announced that he  would
srant the motion, as the district at-
-lorney was not prepared to proceed,
and named April 10 as the date for the
trial,

Quay Disappolntod.

Senator Quay, on leaving tha court
room, expressed his disappointment at
the unexpected deferring of the trial.
Mr. Shapley was also considerably per-
turbed. Touching on the evidence ad-
duced at the preliminary hearing, Mr,
Shapley sald the prosecution had placed
much importance on the entries In the
memorandum book of Cashier Hopkins,
which showed a number of credits to
the account of Senator Quay and indi-
cated many transactionsg between Hop-
kins and the senator. Information had
recently come into the posse:sion of Mr.
Shapley, which, he declared, proved
conclusively that these entries were
wholly false.  They would never be ad-
mitted as evidence by the court as thelr
falsity could be clearly proved. In-
vestigation, he continued, had shown
that Hopking for a long time had been
defrauding Senator Quay and many en-
tries In the memorandum book found
in his effects had been made for the
= of deceiving not only Senator
but also the oflicials of the bank.
Shapley #ald he entertained no
doubt of the prompt acquittal of his

clients when the case shall come to
trial.

Alleged Jury Tampering,

:ooner had the postponement beenmade
known than it was declared by high
withority that the cause for halting the
case was an astounding discovery af-
fecting the jury panel.
