less, and mortgages of $1,000 or less,

SANTA (RUZ CAPTURED

Another Rebel Stronghold Taken
by Americans.

TROOPS IN COMMAND OF LAWTON.

Filipinosy Lose Sixty-Eight Men Killed,
Forty Wounded and & Lurge Number
Taken Prisonors—American Casusities
Aro Only Six Men Wounded —Romarka-
ble Precision of the Americun Soldiers’
Fire During the Eugagement,

Manila, Aprll 10.—Major General
Lawton's expedition hascaptured Santa
Cruz, a rebel stronghold on the south-
east shore of Laguna de Bay. The
Filipinos, commanded by a Chinaman,
made a strong resistance, but were
routed with great loss. Their killed
number sixty-elght, and forty were
wounded. The Amerlcan casualtics
were six wounded. The American fire
in this engagement showed remarkable
precision. and was the most deadly of
the war. Sunta Cruz is a town of con-
sidefable importance. It is the capi-
tal of the province of Laguna, and has
a4 population of about 15000. It is a
rebel stoonghold, and has thus far not
been attacked. This place {s looked on
as the opeuning wedge to the great
gtretch of country beyond, as gool
roads lead out in all directions from
Santa Cruz.

Capture Guns and Ammunition. |

The Amcil uns captured many pris
oners, a numwber of cannon and a larg:
stock of ritles and ammunition. The
troops were landed near the eity and
began the advance at daybreak. Th
fighting began on the outskirts of the
city. The Filipinos were driven in and
the main body of the rebels charged
A hot fight followed. Americans need-
ed little ureing and gradually drove the
enemy back. A flank movement at a
critical time completely demoralized the
Filipinos and their slow retreat was
turned Into & rout. The flying natives
were pursucd through the streets of
Santa Cruz, aind for some distance into
the interior. Then a halt was called
guards posted throughout the city and
the men rested. Another advance may
be made later in the day.

Rebels Fire on Scouting Farty.
The rebels along the rallroad fired at
a scouting party near Malolos, wound-
ing two members of the Kansas regi-
mant. The United States gunboat Ben-
nington has gone to Baler, on the east
coast, In order to relieve a Spunish gar-
rison of forty-seven men, which had
been beleagured there since May. It is

GET READY TO SAIL FOR MANILA.

Troops Collecting at San Francisco and
Awaiting Transports,

San Firancisco, April 10.—Three bat-
teries of United States light artillery
from the east have arrived at Oakland,
and two trains, with four batteries of
heavy artlllery, are due. They will be
quartcred at the Presidio until the
transports are ready to sail. It i pro-
posed to send the light artillery direct
to Muanila and the heavy batteries te
Honolulu for garrison duty. The Twen-
ty-first United States Infantry is now
on its way from Plattsburg and Is
gcheduled to leave on the transport
Arizona. The Thirteenth United States
infantry 1s also on the way from the
east and will probably have the Scan-
dia for transportation to Manila.

The United States colller Brutus has
sailed for Guam. The Scandia will be
taken to Hunter's Point dry dock. The
transport Arizona has finished coaling
and is all ready to take on supplies for
her voyage. The Newport has been
docked at the Union Iron works for a
thorough overhauling. It is expected
that in a few days all the transports
will be ready to convey to Manila the
troops now en route here from the east.

The Raleigh nt Bermuda.
Hamlilton, Bermuda, April 10.—The
cruiser Raleigh, one of Dewey's fleet at
Manila, has arrived here on its way to
the United States. The officers will be
entertained by the British officlals here.
All aboard are well.

Agrees to Germany's Proposal,
London, April 7.—Speclal dispatches
from Berlin say Great Britain has
agreed to the German proposal for
unanimity in the decisions of the Sa-
moan commission,

An agreement has been reached be-
tween the three powers (the United
States, Great Britain and Germany)
on two propositions, namely: The ap-
