CREAMERY 
AND BAIRY 

Clover and Timothy Hay. 
Clover unless cut before it reaches 

tbe blossoming state will have when 
dried from seven to ten per cent, of al 
buminoids, which makes it a very nu­
tritious ration. Timothy, when in its 
best state, which iB a little before it 
has blossomed, has only four to live per 
cent, of albuminoids. If it stands until 
dead ripe most of these are changed to 
woody liber, which is very hard to di­
gest. The second growth of clover is 
much richer than the first. It is hard 
to cure it without discoloring from ex 
cesBive fermentation. If secured in good 
order it should be Baved for young 
stock and for poultry, to be fed to each 
in small amounts with other feed. 

Good Cows. 
There is considerable in a cows pos­

sibility to give a good quantity of rich 
milk, says The Dairy World, but it is 
easy to have that possibility ruined by 
poor feed and care in bringing up the 
developing. On the other hand, no 
amount of feed and care will induce a 
cow that naturally gives thin, poor milk 
to turn about and give milk that is rich 
in solids. Good feed and good care will 
help develop many cows that have been 
neglected, but if there is any decided 
improvement it will be made with cows 
that are born to be good, but have not 
had thft opportunity. To get the most 
out of any cow, good or bad, good feed 
and care are necessary, but it is the 
good cow that gives the beBt returns 
when well fed and cared for. 

Lining Butter Tubs. 
The lining should be put in ' dry. 

First place circle in position, then bring 
the two ends of the side together and 
put lining in the tubs, then with one 
circular movement of the hand the lin­
ing is well in contact with the wood to 
which it must adhere before packing is 
commenced. Hold the lining against 
the tub with one hand, throwing water 
between the lining and the tub with the 
other, turning your tub from left to 
right until the circuit is made. To 
make it more complete pour about a 
quart of salt water into the tub and 
hold iu such position that by a rotary 
motion the water comes in contact 
with the entire inside surface of the 
tub. You will iind your lining in per­
fect position and that it has been done 
with dispatch.—Dairy Reporter. 

HenB and Cows. 
From $(H) to $80 a year iB considered 

a fair profit from a good cow, and she 
will take up three acres of ground. 
She must be milked every day and on 
Sunday, have her food regularly, her 
stall cleaned and other word performed, 
suoh as skimming the milk, churning, 
etc. One hundred good hens on an acre 
of ground will produce nearly twice as 
much as a cow, and yet if the houses 
are to be cleaned daily, and one-tenlh 
of the work given them that is done for 
one cow on three acres, the complaint 
would arise that poultry requires too 
much care; yet if the poultry are not 
housed and their roosts cleaned often, 
how can the poultryman expect them to 
be free from lice and diseasa, or prove 
profitable? All the difficulties are not 
with the poultrymen, The dairymen 
have their troubles, but they work hard 
and make their business pay.—Farm 
Fireside. 

% An Aore of Corn. 4Y 
In an acre of corn, planted in hills at 

the usual width of rows, there are a lit­
tle over 3,200 hills. If each hill pro­
duces an average of one good ear, or 
two small ears, weighing 12 ounces of 
corn and cob, the yield of that acre will 
be 34 bushels, or a little more than tbe 
average yield of corn for the past 15 
years. If each hill produces a single 
nubbin weighing 8 ounces of'corn and 
cob, the yield will be two-thirds, or G7 
per cent, of our average. So when we 
use the descriptive terms, "half a crop'* 
or "two-thirds, of a crop," we should be 
careful to explain a little more clearly 
what we mean by a full crop or an 
average. There is a vast deal of wild, 
Indefinite talk about crops and there 
is need of more specific statements.— 
Iowa Crop Bulletin.

LONG DISTANCE FIGHTING. 

Imponaible to Tell Infantry Prom 
Cavalry ut Two Thousand Yards. 

"Unless they have bad experience," 
remarked an ' army officer, "people are 
very likely .to. have a very imperfeot 
idea as to dtstfuioes in army and field 
operations and as a result get things 
cousiderably mixed. When they read 
that armies are engaging with each oth­
er at 2,000 yards between them, they 
may think th^' /they oan see eaoh other, 
but tho reatW'y far different. . . 

"Ai, thu„to tliu uaktjd eye,' 
a man or a horse does not look any 
larger than a speok. It Is impossible to 
distinguish at that distance between a 
man and a horse, and at 800 yards less, 
1,200 yards, especially where there is 
any dust, it requires the best kind of 
eyes to tell infantry from cavalry. At 
900 yardB tho movements become dear­
er, though it is not until they get with­
in 750 yards of eaah other that tho 
heads of tbe columns con be niude ont 
with anything like certainty. 

"Infantry can be seen iuthe sunlight 
much easier than tbe cavalry or artil­
lery, for the reason that less dust is 
raised. Besides that, infantry can be dis­
tinguished by the glitter of their mus­
kets. At 2,000 yards, however, every­
thing is unsatisfactory, even with the 
aid of field glasses, for a marohing col­
umn in dry weather raises a great deal 
of dust."—Washington Star.
