I'WELFII REGIMEN’S GOOD WORK

Attacks 3,500 Strongly Intrenched Insur-
gents and Drives Them DLaock After »
Sharp Fight—Our Forces' Loss Two
Men Killed and Twelve Wounded—Fil-
ipino Loss Placed at 200.

Manila, Aug. 17.—The Insurgents
have been concentrating for two days
before Angeles. Colonel Smith, with
ten companies of the Twelfth regiment
and two guns of Battery E of the First
artillery, under Lieutenant Kemley,
attacked 2,600 strongly intrenched in-
surgents at the southern approach to
Angeles and drove them back after a
sharp fight, the American troops losing
two men killed and twelve wounded.
The Insurgents loss was estimated at
200 men.

Our forces now hold Angeles. About
200 insurgents appeared in front of
Dolores, a short distance north of Por-
ac, but they were driven off by one
company of the Twelfth regiment un-
der command of Captain Anglum. One
American was wounded.

Washington, Aug. 18.—An order has
been issued directing that ten addition-
al regiments of infantry volunteers be
organized for service In the Philip-
pines. The regiments will be num-
bered from thirty-eight to forty-seven
and will be organized at the following
places in the order named: Fort Snell-
ing, Fort Crook, Neb.; Fort Rliley,
Kan.; Camp Meade, Pa,; Fort Ethan
Allen, Vt.; Fort Leavenworth, Kan.;
Jefferson Barracks, Mo.; South Fram-
ingham, Mass.; Fort Niagara, N. Y.

President McKinley has given his
approval of Secretary Root’s decision
and has approved his recommendation
that regular army officers be selected
for colonels and lieutenant colonels of
the proposed regiments. Secretary
Root will soon announce the names of
officers se far selected.

The result of the secretary’s decl-
sion will be to give General Otis a
fighting force of (32,451 men.

Insurgents Are Repulsed.

Manila, Aug. ‘18, —Eight hundred in-
surgents attacked Angeles, but the
Twelfth regiment drove them into the
mountains, Three ditched locomotives
were captured. None of the American
troops were injured. The Insurgent
loss I8 not known. Mr. C, T. Spencer
of Kentucky, a reporter of The Manila
Times, was killed during the fight at
Angeles.

Washington, Aug. 17.—Secretary of
War Root has directed that four addi-
tional trnasports be chartered. They
are the Pueblo, Belgian King, Colum-
bia and Charles F. Nelson. They can
carry 2,660 men. All will be ready to

Storin Devastates Islund of Andros, Twen-
ty Miles from Nassau.

Miaml, Fla., Aug. 21.—Reports here
declare that the town of Red Bay, on
the island of Anrdos, one of the Baha-
mas, twenty miles southwest of Nas-
sau, was swept away in the recent
tropical hurricane, and about 300 lives
were lost.

An eyewitness estimates the loss of
life on the Island at fully 600. Scat-
tered through the wreck of houses at
Red Bay after the storm subsided were
hundreds of corpses. Captain Dillon

of the steamer Cocoa, who arrived with
this report from the Bahamas, says the
wind blew at the rate of ninety miles
an hour.
