The Brooks l.ocomotive works of
Dunkirk, N. Y., will turn out within a
few days a locomotive for the Illinois
Central railway, larger than any other
locomotive in the world. It will be
eight tons heavier than the locomotives
built by the Brooks works a year ago
for the Great Northern railway, and
which are the largest locomotives in the
world. This giant locomotive will be a
twelve wheel freight, with cylinder of
23-inch diameter and 30-inch stroke. It
will have eight drivers of 57-inch
diameter. The boiler will have 424 2-inch
flues, 14 feet and 834 inches long. The
total weight. of the engine is 218,000
pounds and with tinder 330,000 pounds.
It will have tractive force or draw-bar
pull of 52,000 pounds, or 20 per cent
more than either of the mounster loco-
motives built for the Great Northern,

Let any reader when next they pass
a 8leeplesd night notice carefully what
happens, It will probably be some
what as follows: Suppose, for instance,
that they are in the habit of being call-
ed at 7:30; they will bear the clock
strike 4, 5, 6 and 7, and then, when the
knock at the door comes, they will
either be fast asleep or else they will
drop ssleep immediately afterward,
and in either case possibly they will to
their own disgust oversleep themselves.
What is the explanation of this? Sim-
ply that by far the commonest cause of
prolonged sleeplessness is the worrying
about it, the anxious effort to obtain
sleep. And so they lie awake hour
after hour wearlly striving for it, until
at last, when 7 strikes, the effort is giv-
en up 98 useless; at once the strain
being taken off, the worn out brain
takes its rest-the sleep which has been
80 longed for comes at last, A great
physician has truly said: “The body
will always rest if the mind will let it.”
Some years ago when house physician
at a London hospital I used to experi-
ment on this subject. On my mid-
night rounds I would frequently re-
ceive complaints of sleeplessness from
weary patients, often’ when there was
no pain or other definite reason for it.
I would say te them; “Oh, it doesn't
really matter, you ure resting all right;
it won't do you any harm; just lie
awake and think how comfortable you
are here,” Or to the weaker natures I
would say, “Nurse shall bring you a
poultice,” or “I will bring you some-
thing when I have finished my rounds.”
Almost invariably on my return, in
twenty minutes time, they would be
sleeping peacefully; no further remedy
was needed. Every doctor will tell you
how often some simple sleeping draught
is sent and never taken—never needed.
The mere fact of knowing it is there
18 sufficient; the anxious dread of an-
other sleepless night has been taken
away, the mind is at rest and sleep
comes in its natural way. And so it
would geem that by far the commonest
cause of sleeplessness is the anxious
striving to obtain sleep. It therefore
follows, that all such devices for pro-
curing it, such as counting an imagin-
ary flock of sheep, fixing the attention
on the circulation, making an effort to
stop thought, are wrong theoretically as
well as usually being worse than worth
less in pratice. What, then, is the real
remedy? Why, simply to give up the
attempt to sleep if one's sleep does not
come as usual, Giveup trying, 1If a
sleepless night is to be one's lot, one
must accept it as philosophically as one
can, remembering that many & man
has had to lose a night’s rest before and
has been little, if any, worse for it, To
the sleepless one I would say, ‘‘Make up
i?ur mind to stay awake for the night.”

ine times out of ten the blessing,
striven for in vain will come unsought,
and that almost immediately, so that
on looking back the next morning the

last thing you will remember will be
{our determination to lie awake, Direct-
you cease to strive for sleep, to wish ar-
ently for it, the strain will be taken off
the brain-the body-will rest because
the mind is no longer preventing it, and
sleep will be the happy result. And to
make the requisite determination or,
I should say, renunciation, this thought
may be a help to you. It is the anxiety
for sleep and the worrying about its
absence, far more than the sleeplessness
itself, that cause the feeling of prostra-
tion which follows a sleepless night,
The man whose duty or occupation has
forced him to give up a night's rest is
in a far better condition than the man
who has spent the night in the vain and
weary searoh for sleep

The History of Ensilage.

It is but a very few years since the
term “ensilage” appeared in our agri-
cultural journals, and today, save
among those who read such journsls,
the term is seldom used or understood.
Instances are related of amusing blun-
ders made by those who had mistaken
the meaning of the term.

In one case ensilage was referred to
88 a new system of tillage, in another
it was spoken of as an excellent tertil-
izer and a superior top dressing for
strawberry plants,

A farmer describing this new food
and the process of its preservation said:
“Ensilage is simply canned fruit for live
stock, put up expressly for family use
ina silo, which is nothing but an air-
tight dit or cellar, where cut cornstalks,
grass, millet, clover, alfalfa or other
green truck is preserved for winter
feed.”

The process of making ensilage con-
sists of packing green corn or any suc-
culent fodder in pits or other recept-
acles called silos. For convenience In
feeding and for complete exclusion of
the air the corn or clover is usnally cut
by machinery into lengths of one and
one-half or two inches. The best time
for making corn ensilage is when the
grains are well glazed and beginning to
dent,

It is essential that the silos be per-
fectly air tight. The first silos built in
Europe and also in this country con-
sisted of chambers of concrete walls
above ground, partly below the surface,
or altogether underground, {n the fort
of & cellar or pit, the indispensable point
being & thoroughly air tight : g
For a faw years past silos have  to:wn
monly been made of wood wholly or
nearly altogether above ground. the
bottom only being of concrete and the
side walls dead air chambers, construct
ed like ice house walls.

This method of perserving food came
into prominence through the experi-
ments of M. Goffart of France. InOc-
tober, 1873, the American Agriculturist
published an account by a Hungarian
correspondent of the method of storing
fodder, such as green corn, in pits, as
practiced in Hungary. About this time
the preservavion of green fodder at-
tracted much attention in Belgium and
Francs, and several articles by farmers
and professors, in agrice'tural schools
appeared In the Joural d’ Agricultural.
the leading agricultural journal of
France, giving methods and reporting
general success,

In the year 1877 M. Auguste Goffart,
an eminent French agriculturist, pub-
lished at Paris a work on “Ensilage.”
This work was translated by J. B.
Brown of New York and published in
1879. On account of the great value of
the extended experiments in ensiloing
fodder on his farm at Burtin, France,
M. Goffart received the decoration of
the Legion of Honor,

“An American Silo” was described in
New York papers in 1877. This was &
description of a pit attached to a barn
in Westchester county, New York, and
hints were given as to the utilization of
such storage for corn fodder. In 1880
there appeared “The Book on Ensilage:
or the New Dispensation for Farmers,”
by John M. Bailey of Massachusetts.
The agricultural journals have given
much space to the subject for four or
five years and a {ilo of any of the lead-
ing agricultural papers will show that
much progress has been made both in
improved machinery for preparing and
in methods of preservation, and the
subject is attracting wide attention.
The green corn or clover having been
cut by machinery into lengths varying
from one to two inches is closely packed
by tramping as the silo is being filled.
The fermentation and heat generuted
within this green mass, instead of en-
couraging decay, prevent it, and are
favorable to 1ts preservation, The com
plete exclusion of air tends to preserve
all perishable substances. In this green
corn fodder we have a mass of succulent
stalks and foliage in which nature has
made preparation for the production of
grain. These are filled with juices
holdlng in solution the material that
would soon be deposited in the grain,
as starch, etc,, but largely now in the
form of sugar.

As soon as the silo is filled the con-
tents are covered usually with tarred
paper and boards, upon which stones
are placed as weights, The air being
excluded fermentation at once begins.
By the action of the oxygen on the
sugar and other contents of the stalks
various changes take place, one of
which is to produce carbonic acid.

This acid is a gas in which a candle
can not burn, or any animal live, and in
which no further fermentation can oc-
cur, If thesilo is air tight, the very
first steps in the fermentation of its

contents produce a gas that acts as a
preservative aud prevents further
i change. The more compact the fodder

less air will there be among it, and the
sooner will the fermentation stop.

The fermentation not only acts upon
and changes the composition of the air
within the silo, but the fodder itself is
acted upon and changed.

Sugar when present in the juices of
the forage, it is at first converted into
alcohol, and if the fermentation con-
tinues far enough. acetic acid or vinegar
will be formed from the alcohol thus
produced.

If, however, the silo is properly con-
structed and the contents cut fine and
well packed and carefully covered there
will not be suflicient air present to
allow sufticient fermentation to do
serious injury. Undue exposure to air
either in filling or feeding ensilage
from the silo results in injury, and
great care is needed to prevent this.
‘The most successful silos are those in
which the least heat is produced.

Perfect exclusion of the air preserves
the contents go far as is possible in the
most natural and palatable condition,
and all kinds of farm enimals eat and
relish this succulent food and thrive on
it.
