Fhe Democratic Hosts Called to Order by
State Chairmun Thomas, and Judge
Mooney, Temperory Chairman, Dellvers
an Address—Extraots from His Speech—
Platform Reaflirms the Chicago Princl-
ples and Opposes Imperilism.

Zanesville, 0., Aug. 81.—Memorial
ball was packed when Hon. W. S.
Thomas, chairman of the Democratic
state comumittee called the state con-
vention to order. Very many were
unable to gain admittance, The deco-
rations were elaborate with Bryan's
portrait in evidence everywhere. Over
the stage there was a life-sized por-
trait of the favorite for the presidency.

Judge Mooney Temporary Chairman.

Mr. W. S. Thomas, chairman of the
