Plant Fruit Trecs.

Many persors fall to set out trees
and vines because they fear they wil
not live to eat the fruit. Some years
ago the writer heard an old man say
that he had planted and eaten the
frult of three different orchards, and
that at seventy years of age he had
planted a fourth orchard for others,
but at elghty-seven years of age he
still lives to eat the frult of his own
trees. Btrawberrles bear In abundance
the second year after planting; black-
berries, currants, grapes and gooseber-
rles the third year. Peach trees will
often bear full crops the third year,
Early bearing apple, pear and plum
trees will often produce abundantly for
the family the fourth and fifth years.

It Is possible for a farmer In the
Northern States to have fresh fruit of
his own growing upon his table every
day in the year. He will begin with
strawberries the last of May. These
will last three or four weeks, and be-
fore they are all gone raspberries will
be ripe, and will continue about five
‘weeks, Cherrles will begin to ripen
during the raspberry season. As the
raspberries go out, blackberries, cur-
rants and gooseberries will be ready
for the table. As the last of these g0,
the early peaches, pears, apples and
plums wlll begin to be ready for the
table. During August, September and
October he can have a great varlety of
frult. After October until the next
June he will have to confine himself
in the main to apples. But of good

swine of the pesis Is by spraylng them
with water In which kerosene is stir-
red.

The prevalence of yellows among
peaches makes their propagation by
budding a danger In spreading the dis-
ease, It is I the sap, and If any tree
which the knife cuts into to make a
place for the bud is affected with yel-
lows, the taint will be retained by the
knife, and spread the yellows to all
the trees Inoculated. It Is quite easy to
be sure that a rich, luscious peach is
not affected with yellows, especially if
gathered from the tree. The pit from
such a peach ought to produce a valu-
able seedling and free from disease.
The low repute of seedling peaches
dates from the time when the natural
fruit was about the only kind grown.
But even then some valuable seedlings
were found In every seedling produced.

Selecting the polnt. where the well
was to be located, 1 dug a trench, as if
underdraining, ovly deeper, belng six
feet In depth, and dug it 200 feet In
length. [n this I carefully lald a six-
inch drain tile, e, covering it In the usu-
al way, using care to prevent sediment
getting Into It.

Trapping Hen Hawks.

Wherever there Is low shrubbery
around the house Lens with broods of
chickens will naturally seek that, less
i for the shade than as protection against
depredators who might swoop down
and carry off a young chick to be torn
to pleces and eaten. The hen bawk
usually finds some place where he can
watch the brood unobserved, and make
his seizure before the hen's warning
cry causes her little ones to run for
shelter. If a steel trap Is set on top
of a pole where it will be convenient
for the hawk to alight he will be very
qulckly caught. The trap should be se-
cured by rope or chaln, so that the
hawk can not fiy off with the trap. In
this way the worst cnemy of the poul-
try grower may be easlly and cheaply
disposed of.,

Tmprovement of Hichwava,

Good roads are 8o popular in Connec-
ticut that the State's appropriation for
helping out the towns will not be large
enough to supply the demand. Over
100 towns have voted money for roads.
The law passed by the last General
Assembly says that the State shall pay
in the case of towns whose grand list
Is $1,000,000 and under, three-fourths
of the sums appropriated, and two-
thirds of the appropriation In the case
of towns baving a grand list of $1,000,-
000 and over. The State's annual ap-
propriation is only $175,000, which ywill
uot nearly suffice.

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WARFARE NOVELTY.

SEA FIGHTING MAY NOW BE
REVOLUTIONIZED.

New Battleship Which Is So Con-
structed as to Be Practically Shot-
Proof — fubmerged Earthworks to
Render Harbors Impreguable,

Whether or not the art of battle-ship
construction Is destined to be revolu-
tioned by the newly patented invention
of William Weegar, of New York City,
remains to be found out, but his idea
I8 unquestionably striking, He pro-
poses to uplift from the hull of his ves-
sel, by means of towers, n huge ar-
mored chamber running from bow to
stern and holding a battery of rapid-
fire guns arranged in broadside. Two
of the towers, one at each end, will be
conning towers, but the other two, of
large size, will be surmounted by tur-
rets contalning palrs of 12-inch breech-
loading rifles. There will also be four
8-Inch rifics, forward and aft, so that,
with forty quick-fires in all, the arma-
ment will be most formidable.

Perhaps the most notable point about
this novel fighting craft is its invulner-
ability. It s practically shot-proof, its
construction belng such that a shell
striking any part of It must meet a
slaut and so glance off. In order to
accomplish this end, the armored cham-
ber Is made polygonal in section, while
the towers are cylindrical. The deck
is a whaleback, its upper part barely
rising above the sea, and all the ma-
Cchinery and ammunition are below. wa-

Staircases and ammunition-hoists run
up inside of the towers, and the waves
may wash freely across the body of the
ship without entering the gun ports or
Interfering with the operation of the
fighting apparatus above,

Not less notable than the foregoing
{8 a method newly invented by a Cin.
‘cinnat! man, Andrew Van Bibber, for
rendering harbois impregnable against
attack by sea. It Is guaranteed to ac-
‘complish the purpose with the use of a
lcomparatively small force of men and
without the aid of war-ships, thus be-
‘ng equivalent to an increase of the
navy, inasmuch as it relieves fleets to
‘a great extent from the duty of de-
fending the coast. Of this latter point
the Importance was illustrated in the
recent war with Spaln, during which
tlre operations of our maritime forces
were serlously hampered by the ever.
present necessity of looking out for the
protection of the cities along the Atlan-
tic seaboard.

As the inventor says: “The greatly-

fnereased range of naval guns demands
that defensive works be more remote
from the piace defended than formerly
—else the defended city may be ruined
while the sitack IS being repulsed. A
clty, of coluse, affords a very large tar-
get, and Its protection I8 proportionate-
1y difficult, espaclally in these days of |
high-power cannon. Besides, the fleet
‘urgently needed for its defense may
not arrive in time."”

The Van Bibber system consists in
extending from the harbor mouth sea-
fward two ¥=  of embankments built
of concreté ana so arranged as to form
‘an artificinl enfrance to the port. On
these embankments are placed bomb-
proof forts, consisting substantially of
revolving turrets containing high-pow-
er guns, The tops of the embankments
are slightly below low-water mark, but
submarine chambers are provided for
magazines and other uses. 7The forts
themselves, as a inatter of course,
ought to be protected by armor thick
enough to be practically impenetrable
by shell.

From this brief description it will be
understood that a hostlle war-ship ap-
proaching a clty thus defended, could
get Into the harbor only Ly passing
through the artificlal channel referred
to, and In doing so it would be exposed
to murderous attack at short range by
the forts on the flanking embankments.
Meanwhile, another fort, situated at
the landward end of the entrance,
would rake the latter from end to end
with a storm of projectiles. Under
such circumstances it would be Impos-
sible for the enemy's vessels to maneu-
ver freely, and being confined in a nar-
row gut, they would face almost cer-
taln destruction by mines, tvhile held
at a distance from the city by guns
much heavier than thelr own and capa-
ble of smasking to pleces their armor
plates. The channel may be 200 yards
or half a mile in width, but the longer
It is the more efficlent it will be for de-
fenslve purposes,
