This creamery was es-
tablished in 1892 under an outlook not
incouraging. There was a debt of
81200, hanging over it and the pat-
ronage at first was small. Last month
the milk received was 386,339 1bs,, from
which 16,655 pounds of butter was made.
There arc at present 85 good substan-
tial patrons who are well satisfied and
harmonious. The average test was, for
September, 3.45 and yield averaged 4.20
1bs. to hundred. The price paid for
butter fat to patrons was 20}¢ cts. The
last of the debt was paid off and the
creamery is now free fromdebt. A new
ice house has been paid for, new ma-
chinery been put in and everything is
now kept in the best of condition under
the able supervision of J. H. Griffeth,
whose butter has commanded 3¢ to %
above the highest quotations. The
money paid to patrons for September
milk amounted to about 82,600, This
is paid out here at Hopkinton and is a
great benefit to the town.—Leader.
