BLOODY BATTLE AT DREIFONTEIN,

London, March 12.—The war office
has issued the following dispateh from
Aasvogel Kop under date of March 127
0:35 a. m.

“We were unopposced during the
march yesterday. The officers 1 left
at the last camp to record list of cas-
ualties have not yet arrvived. The r1ol-
lowing casualties are kuown, however:

Hard Fighting Last Saturday.

A dispatch to the war oflice from
Tord Ioberts, dated Driefonteln,
March 11, 7:15 a. m., says:

*Ihe cnewmy opposed us throughout
yesterday's march, and from their in-
timate kuowledge of the country, gave
us cousiderable trouble, Owing, how-
cver, to the admirable conduct of the
troops, the cnemy were unable to pre-
vent us reaching our destination, The
brunt of the fighting fell on General
Kelly Kenny's divisions, t wo battal-
fons of which, the Welsh and Essex,
turned the Beers out of two strong po-
sitlous at the point of the bayonet.

*1 caunot get the precise number of
casualties before I march, but will
communicate it as soon aspossible.

Should It ach Bloemfonte!n Wednesday.

At the present rate of progress Lord
Roberts should be in Bloemfontein
Wednezday, the 14th, though all cal-
culations may be upset by the develop-
ment of more strenuous resistance
than the Boers have so far attempted.
The distance bLetween Lord Roberts
and the Free State capital I8 now so
small—only about twenty-five miles—
that it Is apparent the Doers either
contemplate making a determined
stamd on the outskirts of the town or
for strategle reasons, best known to
themselves, are allowing Lord Roberts
to occupy it after merely harassing his
advance. The numerical superiority
of the British troops leaves no doubt
In the minds of the critics ‘here
that Lord Roberts will accomplish
his Immediate objective, the occupa-
tlon of Bloemfontein. The comman-
der-in-chief’s latest dispatch announc-
ing that General Gatacre is at Bethu-
lle bridge and the speclals saying Gen-
eral Gatacre commands the bridge ap-
proaches, put the Boers In that vicinity
between two British forces, Aasvogel
Kop, whence Lord Roberts sent his last
cable message, being 100 mliles al-
most due north of Bethulle.

May Cover the Retreat.

ITowever, there Is a large plain be-
tween them and the main body of the
Boers now confronting Lord Roberts,
with its ceascless activity,! may be
quite able to cover the retreat of the
burghers counfronting General Gatacre.
Once the Dritish are In possession of
the railroad from Bethulie to Bloem-
fonteln, the junction at the Free State
capital of Generals Gatacre and Rob-
erts would Le a matter of a very few
days.

Commenting on the fact that Lord.
Roberts found the Douvrs holding posi-

tions in a part of the country sup-
posed to have Leen left open. The
St. James' Gazette says: *“No more
damnivg Indictment was ever pre-
forred agalnst any cavalry.”

Rumors of the relief of Mafeking
continue to circulate, but fall of any
confirmation. Irom Natal, which Gen-
eral Buller so erroneously declared
was free of Boers and from (ape Col-
ony, where General Kitchener's stern
Liand is upon the rebellion, there 18 no
news of any importance. S

SITUATION IN KENTUCKY.

Grave Fears Expressed as to the Ultimate
Outcome.

Fraukfort, Ky., March 12.—The
war scire here has again apparently
flattencd, though leaders on both sides
still express grave fears as to the ultl-
mate outcome. Sccretary of State
I'owers and Captain Davis, who were
arrested on a train at Lexington dis-
gulsed as soldlers, have been placed
i the county jail at Louisville,

Bellef among the Republicans that
aftempts will be made to arrest Re-
publican legislators In connection with
the assassination of Governor Goebel
Las resulted In several members leay-
Ing town. Democratic officlals refuse
eltlier to confirm or deny that such
warrants have been Issned, thovgh ad-
mitting that more arrests will take
place within a few days. It is assert-
