this city Friday morning at the age of 
sixty two years and eleven months. 

Mrs. Noble was born in Noven, Ire­
land, May 31-st, 1837, and when fourteen 
years old she came to America and set. 
tied in Cleveland, Ohio. There she re­
mained until in the early sixties when 
she moved to this county, for many years 
making her home in Delhi and Milo 
township. For the past winter she haa 
been a resident of Manchester. In 1887 
occurred her marriage to James Noble, 
and for two years Mr. and. Mrs. Noble 
lived with a happiness that only those in 
the prime of life can understand, In 
1879 Mr. Noble died. 

The funeral was held Monday after­
noon, the remains being taken to Earl­
ville for interment. 

Mrs. Noble Is survived by two sisters 
and one brother, to whom and to the 
many friends of the deceased, the sym­
pathy of the community IB extended in 
the loss of a sister and friend kind, lov­
ing and true. 

Augustus H. Preusaner. 
Augustus 11. PreusBner died at his 

home in Coffins Grove township last 
Wednesday morning. The deceased 
was born In Chicago, 111., on August 
5,1845, and was brought by his parents 
to this county in 1854, where he has 
since resided. On September 23, 1869, 
he was married to MIBS Mary Thomp­
son in this city, and the 23rd of last 
September was one of the happiest days 
of hi: married life. On that date hiB 
large circle of relatives joyously cele­
brated his 30th marriage anniversary. 
But soon after that event Mr. Preussner 
became ill and the malady proved to be 
incurable. He bore his long illness 
"With fortitude and received as a wel­
come guest that silent visitor whose 
footfall leaves no echo. Mr. Preussner 
was a good man, and although not a 
member of any church, be was a prac­
ticing christian In every relation of life. 
For a man of his means he waa lavish 
In his charitlee; bis band and heart 
were ever open to the needy. 

The following words of Rev. J. O. 
Stevenson are very applicable to the de­
ceased: "The truths of religion are 
more important than the institutions of 
religion. The former are the jewels of 
life; the latter, their casket. The truths 
are to be lived daily; the institutions 
are to promulgate, teach, propagate the 
truths. Religious men separate Into 
two classes, those who magnify the in­
stitutions and those who magnify the 
truths. It ia good to be a professing 
christian; it Is better to be a practicing 
christian; it is best to be both. Few 
can be both to'perfection, and In a day 
of changing views, shifting creeds, we 
must expect many men to be of the 
class that prefers to live the truths of 
religion and leave the institutions to 
the care, of others." 

For many years Mr. Preussner cred 
Itably filled township offices and was 
ever mindful of the public Interests in­
trusted to bis care. His devotion to 
home and family was more than ordi­
narily atrong and tender, and his loved 
ones who survive him will "Long for 
the touch of that vanished hand and 
the sound of a voice that Is still." 

The deceased is survived by a wife, 
an aged mother, two sons, two daugh­
ters, two sisters and two brothers, all 
residents of this county. 

The funeral services were held at the 
family resldence,and Rev. McGovern,of 
Masonville, preached the funeral ser­
mon. A male quartette from Lamont 
furnished excellent music. The casket 
was covered with floral offerings. There 
was a large attendance of friends and 
neighbors who gathered by hundreds to 
pay a laat tribute to the memory of a 
faithful friend.
