Iowa Crop Bulletin. 
The week ending Monday a. m„ 

August Utli, was warmer than usual, 
th: daily excess ranging from r> to 7 de­
grees. And it was rainless, except light 
showers in portions of the northeastern 
quarters of the state. 

The conditions have been favorable 
for securing grain in shock, and pre­
venting further damage from effects of 
excessive rains in p-evious weeks. Good 
progress has been made in stacking ai;d 
threshing, with variable yield. 

The dry and hot woather has been 
very beneficial to corn in the largerpart 
of the state, and especially in sections 
recently visited by excessive rainfall. 
In a few localities late planted corn on 
thin soil needs more rain very soon to 
develop the ears. The early planted 
corn is nearing the full roaBting ear 
stage, and much of it is beyond dange r 
of serious injury from drouth. 

The regular August crop reports from 
county and township correspondents 
show the following averages in condi­
tion: Corn, 105 per cent; millet, 98; 
llax, 95; buckwheat, 91: broom corn, 91; 
sorghum, 97; apples, 70; grapes, 71; pol­
lutes, 97; potatoes, 'Jo. 

In 189 on corresponding date condi­
tions were as follows: Corn, 90;millot, 
94; ilax, 95; buckwheat, 90; broom corn, 
88; sorghum, 91; apples, 50; grapes, 48; 
pasturoB, 94; potatoes, 100. 

Another Fire. 
LaBt Thursday evening lire com­

pletely destroyed one building and se­
verely damaged three others in the 
frame row between Delaware and 
Marion streets, on the east side of 
Franklin street. 

The origin of the lire is unknown, 
but ilameB were seen to issue at first 
from the roof of the building occupicd 
by C. A. Pierce as an implement store. 

How the fire could have started in 
this building is a mystery, as it had 
been locked since early in the morning 
of that day. This building and its en­
tire contents were burned. 

The building which adjoins this one 
on the south, and whicli is owned and 
occupied by 1*. J. Roche as a black­
smith shop, was ibadly damaged but 
can be repaired. 

The two structures on the north were 
considerably burned and torn by the 
firemen in their efforts to stop tho fire. 
The upper storieB of the buildings suf­
fered the most. One was occupied by 
Morse ft Son as a cold storage plant, 
and the other on the north was occu­
pied by Mrs. MyraKeene as a restaurant 
and lodging houBe. In the former, a 
large number of egg cases and a quan­
tity of lemons were destroyed and the 
furniture in the latter was burned to 
some extent. 

Too much credit cannot be given to 
the fire department and citizens, who 
worked with might and main to check 
the progress of the flames. It seemed, 
at times, when the lire was burning, 
that nothing could Bave the old frame 
buildings that adjoined. However, hard 
work did it, aided by six and eight 
streams of water and tho absence of 
much wind. 

1' J. Roche will robuild and the two 
buildings on the north, which are 
owned by Wolcott Bros, and Mrs. Her­
bert Conger, of Milwaukee, will be re­
paired. 

No insurance was carried on the 
buildings owned by Wolcott Bros, and 
Mrs. Conger, and Morse & Son were al­
so unprotected, thoir policy having ex­
pired about a week previous to the lire. 

P. J. Roach was insured for $500 on 
hie building and contents and C. A. 
Pierce carried $1,000 on his stock of 
agricultural implements.

The Mystery Clewed tfp. 
The myBtery connected with the (itltl 

ing of tho body or a man in tho timber 
oil John McUowdl's jilace at Monti 
has at lust lii-i-n cleared up and Hie 
brother of thu deceased arrived here 
Sunday lrom i'lattsville, Wisconsin, to 
claim the remains. 

The name of the unfortunate young 
man was Wm. Ilaydcn, and It is now 
the common belief that in a lit of des­
pondency he took his own life. The 
deceased applied at the home of Henry 
Brayton, three miles northwest of here 
a number of weeks ago for work and 
as Mr. Brayton was Bhort a hand he 
was engaged. He was of a very quiet 
and retiring disposition and rarely or 
never mentioned anything about hiB 
homo or relatives. On Sunday J uly 8th 
ho left the farm without saying whero 
be was going and this was the last Mr. 
Brayton saw of him. He left some of 
hiB wearing apparel at the house, among 
which was a pair of trousers that were 
an exact match for the coat and vest 
found upon the body. When the cor­
oner reached the place an envelope from 
the Morrison hotel, Chicago and a 
Chicago Record were found upontne 
person, and cn writing to the hotel the 
coroner came into communication with 
the dead man's relatives. 

The remains will be dis-interred and 
taken back to the old home of the de­
ceased at I'lattsville, Wisconsin, by the 
young man's brother.
