The company contended that such a 
transaction is a foreign sale and not with 
In the jurisdiction of the Iowa law, and 
fully protected by the interstate com­
merce clause of the constitution. The 
case against the express company was 
tried before Judge ^Clements and he 
found the company guiltyjand imposed 
a One of 8103. The company will ap­
peal from his decision. The other casts 
are set for trial Auguct 27. ^ '
