The Apache,,Comanche and Iowa In­
dians who live on the reservation near 
Wichita, Kas., have jast gone throngh 
a very trying ordeal and one that was 
rather embarrassing. Some time ago 
the government Issued a decree that 
the "bucks" in the tribe could have but 
one wife, and it was ordered that every 
man who bBd more than one sqnaw 
must forthwith give them up.- The 
Indians protested in vain against what 
they considered monstrous treatment, 
but a Bhort time ago the Indian agent, 
Captain Mlschener, iBsued a call for 
all the Indians to meet him at Darling­
ton and submit to an examination. 
Captain Tullington of the regular army 
wa. preient to assist in the legal separ­
ations and many a sad soene was on-
a^,, fl«rjo,«;great Apache chjeff 
whobas tbeloveofall hla people, had 
ten wlvea and he had Just Qhiehed: ar­
rangements for two more when the 
government order was Issued. On the 
morning of the day set for the appear­
ance at Darlington, Narjo was one of 
the first to appear, and with bim came 
his ten wives. Narjo was given the 
opportunity of making a choice as to 
which wife he would keep—and in fact 
all of the Indians were given this priv­
ilege—and he chose the oldest, ugliest, 
and fattest one in the bunch. Two of 
bis discarded wives, young squaws of 
rather a pleasing appearance, forth­
with killed themselves. Tall Elk, a 
Comanche warrior had a nice bunch of 
nine wives, and when he was forced to 
give up all but one, six of the other 
eight killed themselves. The discarded 
squaws were sent away to the agency 
building, where they will be cared for 
by the government until their reserva­
tion is thrown open for settlement this 
winter. Then these squaws will have 
money enough paid then] to take care 
of themselves. All In all 600 squaws 
have been discarded by the Indian war­
riors, but they Bre not going to want 
for husbands, for ;lt is Bald that the 
cowboys are swooping in off the plains 
and gathering them up. The cowboys 
solve the servant girl problem by mar­
rying a squaw.—Des Moines Register.

The laBt quart of the milking, or the 

"strippiDgs" taken immediately after 
milking before it has parted with any 
of the animal heat is the most raluable 
thing known to build up a person who 
is thin and emaciated from any diseaw. 

My theory for years has been that the 
"shippings".was nearly all cream which 
I hare demonstrated to. be a fact. I al­
so believed that when taken immediate­
ly after milking, when it contained all 
the animal heat and before any change 
had taken place, that it would be ab­
sorbed at once into the circulation with­
out going through the ordinary process 
of digestion. This I have.also found to 
be true. 

I direct my patients to begin with 
one-half pint and gradually increase the 
quantity until at the end of a week they 
are taking a quart at a time, oras much 
as they can possibly drink without caus­
ing too much discomfort.

be men who are now young, poor and 
obscure, striving against obstacles that 
seem insuperable to enter in at the 
the straight gate that leads to fame and 
fortune. Society Is reinforced from the 
bottom and not from the top. Familie3 
die out, fortunes are dispersed, the' re­
cruits come from the farm, the forge 
and the workshop, and not from the 
club and palace. Those who will con­
trol the destinies of the twentieth cen­
tury are now boyB wearing home-spun 
and hand-me-downs and not the gilded 
youth clad in purple and fine linen, and 
faring sumptuously everyday at Sherrys 
and Delmonlco's. This is the poor 
man's chance. It Is open to all comers. 
It Is not a matter of law or statute or 
politics. What is needed is some legis­
lation th&t will give brains to the 
brainless, thrift to the thriftless, in­
dustry to the irresolute and discern­
ment to the fool. Till this panacea is 
discovered the patient must minister 
to himself. The worst enemy of the 
poor man, except himself, is the trust, 
and of all forms of this odious tyranny 
the most intolerable is the labor trust. 
The money trust kills the body, the 
labor trust kills the soul. It destroys 
the Independence of the laboring man, 
effacee individuality, cancels excellence 
and substitutes brute force for intelli­
gence- The right of labor to combine 
and to refuse to work for wages that 
employers are willing > to pay 1B undeni­
able, but when strikers organize to pre­
vent others from taking their places by 
violence and murder, destroying pro­
perty and subjecting great companies 
to enormous inconvenience, hardship 
and loss, they attaok the fundamental 
rlghtrof citizenship and become out­
laws and criminals, who ought to be 
wctwatniM." 

Cleanse the County Fairs. 
The Gazette has been a consistent 

and an earnest supporter of the county 
fair. Year after year it has summoned 
' ts large and loyal constituency to the 
aid of such institutions as exhibitors 
and students. It has pointed out the 
value to the farmer of such means of 
public education, and hss urged that 
the countryside turn out annually in an 
effort to improve and promote these il­
lustrations of agriculture. Especially 
has it preached a clean county fair—one 
free from all influences that contamin­
ate. It is discouraging, therefore, to 
reccive such a note as the one that 
comes thus from our correspondent, 
Ur. Wing, referring to the Champaign 
county, O., fair: 

"At our county fair yesterday there 
was exhibited the body and dismem­
bered head of Pearl Bryan; a phono­
graph recital and photographs of the 
burning of a negro in Texas, with a lec­
ture telling how his eyes were burned 
out, ears burned off, a;hot iron thrust 
down his throat, etc.: two 'Turkish' 
dances, viler than usual, I was told; a 
poor idiot girl, as 'Australian wild girl'; 
some comparatively harmless gambling, 
catching only negro boy&.and then the 
stock, which was good, The races also 
good, and a fine lot of people." 

The Columbian Exposition left in its 
wake a llood of filth from the disreput­
able portions of its Midway. Every 
city'to this day has in its sluma play­
houses representations of the vile eo-
cailed "dances," imported from the Ori­
ent, and for several years following the 
World's Fair, our State faira were de­
luged with such indecencies. A deter­
mined effort on the part of those .who 
decline to compound indecency for pelf 
has cleaned most of our State fairs of 
this and kindred disreputable exhibi­
tions, but they are now running the 
gamut of county fairs the country over. 
Mr. Wing's report is a sample. It 
would seem that liquor selling with its 
attendant demoralization has been pret­
ty well wiped out at county fairs, only 
to ba succeeded by a flood of vulgar and 
obscene exhibitions that a few years ago 
would not have been tolerated except in 
a mining camp in a border State. These 
shameleBB spectacles are Haunted in the 
face of women and children who have 
been invited by fair managers to attend 
under the plea of education in things 
agricultural! ~There are almost innum­
erable appeals to prurience and morbid 
and vulgar curiosity. The vile "muse-
urns" of cltieB are ransacked by unscru­
pulous Itinerant side-show men for the 
most disgusting and indecent freaks 
and monstrosities, and for portrayals In 
wax and photography ot hohlbla atroc­

ities, and these "attractions" are per­
mitted to be thrust on the people by 
fair managers who thus shamelessly 
traffic in Indecency. 

The time has passed for soft words. 
Repeated warnings have not secured 
Abatement of this offense againBt public 
decency and it is now time to act. The 
Gazette has urged its constituency to 
support the county fair. It now earn­
estly counsels every reader to refrain in 
tvery way from lending countenance or 
•aupporl to fairs that for the sake of the 
ibeggarly pittance of '.privilege" money, 
permita such harpies to prey upon the 
public. Where it is possible to invoke 
the statutes to supprem such indecen-
cie. we advise that complaint be lodged 
and warrants swom out and the gates 
of the fair be closed by officers of the 
law. If this cannot be done every man 
who demands a clean moral atmosphere 
for his family should shun such fairs as 
he would a pest-house. If he Is a procj 
pectlve exhibitor, he should notify the 
authorities that his exhibits will bo 
Withdrawn If such offensive shows are 
allowed, and in every way manifest tan­
gible disapproval of the traffic in im 
morality in which indifferent or reckless 
fair managers are now indulging. Let 
there be concerted effort on the part of 
the leaders of sentiment in communi­
ties and this offense will cease. The 
fair that cannot run without 1 ha aid of 
revenues from such disgusting and de' 
moralizing side-shows should die. Fi­
nancial gain does not justify the spread 
of moral pestilence. Evidently those 
who are responsible for the infliction on 
the public of such hideous exhibitions 
are too hardened In conscience to feel 
a sense of responsibility. Let them feel 
the force of the club of public opinion. 
Cleanse the county fairs.—Breeder's 
Gazette. , • ^

he resolved once more to battle with 
fortune," writes William Perrine In 
The Ladles' Home Journal. "Going 
quietly Into New York, he opened an 
office for the practice of law and In a 
fortnight lrnd earned $2,000 In fees. 
But hardly had he written to his-
daughter about his luck when there 
came Krom 'South Carolina the news 
tbft her beautiful boy, who had been 
the Idol of the ambitious statesman, 
was dead. 

''Put there was In reserve for Burr a 
still heavier blow. Toward the close 
of the year 1812 Theodoela Allston 
made preparations. ,to visit her father. 
U»"M«w Xork, tauaee^was engagq? 

dosla, her physlclanlibd her mald/and 
the lovely woman was radiant with the 
expectation of meeting her father with­
in the next Ave or six days. The Pa­
triot Balled from Charleston out Into 
the ocean In Christmas week, and not 
a vestige of her wns ever again seen, 
and It Is surmised — but. nothing Is 
known as to her fate—that Bhe foun­
dered off the coast of Hatteras. 

"Day after day and long after all 
hope had been abandoned there might 
1)0 seen on the Battery at New York 
the lonely and unhappy father, peering 
far down the bay as If he were scan­
ning the sea for a sail. Of his agony 
Aaron Burr gave the world but little 
view. He bad schooled himself in the 
habit of never exhibiting h(s emotions, 
but In one of his letters he declared 
that he felt as If he had been Bevered 
from the human race."
