Low Priced Cattle,

Those who read the representative
sales of cattle in market will note that
a good many sell at comparatively low
prices. Thereason is that there is no
place for which they are especially
wanted. They are not fat enough to
make desirable killers nor good enough
to make first class feeders. They are
classed by salesman as “in between,”
and that very aptly describes them.
Stufl of this kind must always sell at
comparatively low prices, There is no
special demand for the “misfits” in any
kind of live stock.—National Stockman,

Cow Feed.

A good pasture for a cow is our na-
tive prairie. Another good feed is pro-
duced by sowing on well prepared
ground an ordinary quality of oats, and
at the same land and at the same time
80w the usual amount of sorghum seed.
I prefer the Kansas orange. The oats
will be ready to cut at the customary
time. ‘ihen put it into a stack like hay
in a conyenient place to feed the cow
when the pasture is exhausted. When
the oats are taken off the cane soon
shows itsell, When six to twelve inches
high turn in your cow to pasture, say
ten to fifteen minutes the first time and
Increase the time till you can have her
in a3 long as you wish with safety, At
the end of the season if any fodder re-
mains cut and stack for winter feed,

Improying Pasiures,
Experiments at the grass station at
Abllene, Texas, have shown that natur-
al pastures may beimprovead by disking
the land, loosening the surface and thus
trapping the grass seeds that otherwise
would e blown away until caught by
some natural obstacle inatead of lodging
where moet needed. It was also shown
‘that the'sam® process helped to retain
the water falling on the land instead of

permitting it to flow away over the

hard eurface. Also that a deep furrow
plowed every 10 to 20 feet had the same
tendencies, catching the seeds in their
tlight and also the water from rains,
causing it to soak into the ground in-
stead of running away to the draws,
where it can do but little good. Careful
experimentation is every year develop-
ing new and valuable truths bearing
upon farming and stock raising,—Tex-
as Farm and Ranch,

Stock and the Hay Crop.

e hear that in some sections farm-
ers are planning to greatly reduce their
stock this fall because of the short hay
crops. 1f they have no other alterna-
tive but to do so, we cannot bLlume
them for such action, but we regret that
they ¢id not eariler provide for growing
crops that would have kept the animals
in good condition when pastures were
dry and crops that could have been sub-
stituted for hay when winter comes.
Some made such provision, and now,
instead of selling animals, are ready to
buy. They will tind farming profitable
this year because they will be so situat-
ed as to buy stock cheaply of less pru-
dent farmers, who can keep it until
there are better crops. The next worst
thing to eelling stock at a time when it
should be paying a profit is to sell it
when it is not in the best condition to
sell. All who have to sell stock should
try to fatten it that they may get the
best' market prices, remembering that
i buying and feeding grain they are
adding fertility to their farms.—Amer-
ican Cultivator.

How Proce3s Butter Is Made.
The Pennsylvania experiment station
has published the following on how
process butter is made:
“This product is a comparatively new
competitor of creamery butter and it Is
country butter of various degrees of
rancidness and color (that is, 8o rank in
taste, smell and appearance as to be un-
salable for direct consumption), is
thrown into & tank surrounded with
water at a temperature of 100 degrees
I*, orover, and melted. When the
mass has become thoroughly melted the
vat is skimmed, leaving the butter fat
at tho bottom. 1t is now removed to
another vat similar in construction to
the first, where the mass at this stage
of the process has a very bad odor. The
next step is to remove this disagreeable
and disgusting smell. 1'his is done by
pumping the fat up in a pipe by means
of a rotary pump and discharging it
into the vat again through a strainer
which allows it to fall into small
streams, The exposure of the fat to
the air for some time removes the odor.

“‘After the fat has been sufliciently
aerated in this manner it is ready for
the next step. This is addiog about
one-fourth as much skim-milk as there
is fat. A perfect emulsion of the fat
and skim-milk is made by the same
pumping operation, except that the
strainer is removed. The emulsion is
then run into a vat of ice-water,
where it is quickly chilled, taking the
granular form and looking like butter
before it is salted and worked. It Is
now salted and worked and printed or
packed in tubs ready for the market.”

THE BRAIN IN SLEEP.

INTERNAL AND EXTERNAL CAUSES
THAT PRODUCE DREAMS.

The Influence on the Nerves by the
Stomach and the Food That It Con-
tilne~Events That Occur In a Frac-
tion of a Second,

Dreams are generally a repetition of
thoughts unguided by reason. Thoso
caused by internal action or brought
about by actlon within the body are
due entirely to the action and state of
the stomach, which in turn Is affected
by the quantity and quality of food
consumed,

The first ends or feelers of the nerves
are loeated in the walls of the stome
ach, and as the food Is digested they
draw up the nourishment and distrib-
ute It throughout the nervous system
to replace the waste that has taken
place during the day. If the stomach
be surcharged with an abundance of
heating foed, too much nourishment is
forced upon the braln, causing an ab-
unormal filling of the channzis therehy
sxpauding. them, bringing them 1
touch with others and causing the mat-
ter from one to overflow Into or to mix
with the fluid of neighboring channels.
Whenever the fluid traverses a chan-
pel more or less forcibly the thought
which ormginated that passage is re-
produced more or less vividly; hence
insures the general mixing up of
thoughts which originally had no con-
nection with each other.

An overlonded stomach also causea
a flow of blood to the brain, sent there
by nature to assist in assimilating the
extra nourishment, and the overcharg-
ed Dblood vessels, pressing upon the
nerve channels near the braln, cause
even more turbulent disturbances, This
accounts for the advice of so many
medical men that no considerable
quauntity, especially of animal food,
should be taken Immediately before
bedtime. The crossing, recrossing and
touching of these thought channels
brought about in this way produge the
absurd mixtures of fancles that often
come to us ywwhen we sleep.

The stomach, too, 1s a mill which
keeps on forever grinding, the walls
acting as  the grindstones. When,
therefore, there Is nothing between
them, or, in other words, when the
stomach Is empty, one wall grinds up-
on the other, causing an {rritation of
the nerves which produces that pecul-
iar sensation of falling from some
great height.

A blow, a cut or a sensation of pain
will operate in the same way and
awaken certain channels of thought
connected with pain just as the nolse
awoke those connected with soynd.
For Instance, a sleeper dreams that
Le 18 closed up In some close traveling
carriage and is being driven rapidly off
In an unknown direction by a man who
has desigus upon his purse and life.
He trles to shout, in vain he struggles
to get free and in the tussle drives an
arm through the glass window of the
carriage. The hand is cut and bleed-
fng. It smarts fearfully, and he
awakes to find that in his sleep he had
carelessly thrown out an arm, and his
hand has smashed some fine medicine
glass on a stand by the bedside. The
whole dream pass:d Letween the time
that the band first struck the glass,
creating the sensation of pain, and the
moment that the sleeper awoke to reak
e the fact.—Chicago Record.

Ponching Eggs.

Break an egg carefully Into a coffee
cup and sprinkle It lightly with salt
and pepper. Have ready a small stew-
pan containing some bolling beef tea
which has been nicely seasoned. Care-
fully slip the egg Into the pan and
poach it In the usual way. When it is
done, place It on a rather thick round
of buttered toast. Thicken a small
quantity of beef tea quickly with o lit-
tle corn tlour and pour It over the egg.
Another way of serving a poached
egg I1s a8 follows: Break a new lald
egg into a buttered teacup, season |t
with salt and pepper and place the cup
in a stewpan containlng sutlicient boll-
ing water to reach rather more than
half way up the cup. As soon as the
egg 18 set turn {t cavefully on to a plece
of hot, buttered toast. \While the egg
I8 cooking boll a swmall quantity of
cream in a saucepan, season it with a
little celery, salt and pepper and add a
teaspoonful of chopped parsley to It
Pour the cream over the egg and serve
at once.—New York Post.
