•sMcKinley would mean the perpetua­
tion of tiie war taxes, entangling alii 
ances with the monarchies of Europe 
and colonial exploitation in remote 
parts of the world, compelling an in 
crease of the natlowal debt and en 
forced military service, and declare the 
election of Mr. Bryan wlty mean the 
salvation of the country. 

The resolutions were unanimously 
adopted.

PANTHKlt CKKEK MINERS. 

If They Quit, as Expected, the Tie-Up 
- Will ite Complete. 

Pottsvfille, Pa., Oct. 8.—Interest in 
the great anthracite strike throughout 
the lower coal belt revolves entirely 
around the proposed convention of 
miners to be field by President Mitch­
ell. Mr. Mitchell says that the matter 
of going back will be left entirely to 
the delegates elected to the miners' 
couveivt-Jon, but it is admitted that this 
gathering, like the local mine workers' 
unions In the present strike* will act 
absolutely according to his advice and 
that of his subordinates. 

Beginning with Monduiy, for the first 
time since tlie opening of the strikie, 
not a pound of coal will "be mined in 
the entire lower anthracite belt, ex­
cept in tli© Piuvther Creek valley, 
w'liere the employes of ten collieries 
belonging to the Lehigh Coal and Nav 
i^ation com-pany; have resisted the ef­
forts of the labor leaders to bring them 
out Missionary work has been be­
gun there In earliest, and John Fahey, 
president 9* this district, declared: 

4*Tttiere is not ' the slightest doubt 
afbout the men of tlhe Panther Greek 
valley going out; Of that I aim cer­
tain." 

W'hen these miners strike fully 140,-
000 men will have laid down their m1n 
ing tools and the tie-uip will be praicti 
cally complete. The Panther Creek 
valley mines turn out 175,000 tons ,a 
month, and there may be great trouble 
there in a few day®. This valley be: 
gins In Schuylkill county, near Tn 
nvaqua and extends Into Gar boh 
county. . 

There tire still reports that the strike 
was started .for political purposes, and 
President Mitchell, discussing these re­
ports, said: "The coal companies have 
shot shafts at me, alleging that the 
strike was in the interest of political 
parties and the bituminous regions. I 
hope that 110 one will believe suCli 
charges. You will go 011 digging coalv 
It don't matter what political party 
controls tlie government. Tlhe charge 
is absolutely untrue," 

UNEASINESS AT HAZLETON, 

Expected Demonstration by the Strikers* 
Did Not Oceur. 

Hazleton, Pa., Oct. 8.—In anticipa­
tion of marching by tlie strikers every 
one of the dozen or more collieries in 
this district still in operation In 
more or less crippled condition was vlr 
tuall.v an armed camp during the night, 
but the exp«oted did not happen aud 
the peace of tlie community remains 
undisturbed. It was tlie uneaslest 
morning that Hazleton lias experi­
enced since the strike began, three 
weeks ago. In addition to the concen­
tration of sheriff's deputies in this city 
every colliery in the region had extra 
forces of coal and iron police fully 
armed. There was no marching of 
large bodies of men, but crowds of 
strikers gathered as is their custom ev­
ery week-day morning In the vicinity 
of tlie various collieries that remain iu 
operation.

PREFERENTIAL TARIFFS, 

EfTcct on the Trade lletween Canada, Eng­
land aud the United States. 

Washlnton, Oct. 0.—United States 
Consul Brush, at Niagara Falls, Ont., 
has made a report to the state depart­
ment upon the effects of the Canadian 
preferential tariff. In 1800 a tariff of 
25 per cent, in favor of English—as 
against American—products was Im 
posed in Canada, and recently tills was 
Increased to 33 1-3 per cent. The con 
sul says the effect of the increase upon 
the Uuited States will not be very 
noticeable, because Canada imports 
from the United States In 100 lines and 
from England o: ly In four. 

Under the 23 per cent, preferential, 
by reason of increased activity, the 
United States exports actualy in 
creased $01,000,000, to $101,000,000 in 
1899, or nearly three times the total 
British exports to Ounadn. Tiie Brit­
ish are reaping a substantial benefit, 
and are favoring Canada in return 
wherever i»ssible, so tlmt Canadian 
exports to Great Britain have Increased 
50 per cent. Now Canada wants free 
trade In food supplies with England, 
which would be a serious blow to tlie 
United States, but the consul thinks 
this danger Is,-remote.

The mackerel swam behind Jbelr vic­
tims in serried ranks,- a company of 
hungry, determined creatures, intent 
upon a gorging feast to which there 
need be no limit They had followed 
the fry for miles maybe, merely swal­
lowing one Here and one there to keep 
their appetites whetted. Now they had 
cornered them where there was no es­
cape for their victims. No alert fishci--
man on the lookout for just such an 
opportunity wns at hand to convert 
their triumph and feasting into captivi­
ty and lamentation. Tlicy might feast 
at will. 

And, ye gods, feast they did! No 
one who has not seen it would believe 
that tlie cubic capacity of a mackerel 
could possibly deal successfully with 
the number of small fish he actually 
swallows. The way he conducts the 
operation of feasting Is unitfue. Open­
ing his mouth wide, the mackerel darts 
In among the small fry, some of which 
are perhaps one-third of his own 
length. In an Instant one of these Is 
to be seen sticking half In and half out 
of his mouth. Then the mackerel gives 
one gulp, nnd the victim lias disappear­
ed. Without a moment's delay the 
process is repeated and repented so 
many times that the spectator cannot 
fall to be concerned for the Immediate 
future of the particular mackerel he 
has watched.

SETTING TIRES. • 

The Old Way of Shrinking Them on 
nn<l the Modern Way. 

The old way of putting a tire on a 
wheel was to shrink It on. The tiro 
was made just a trifle smaller than the 
wheel and then heated, with the result 
of expanding It slightly. When thus 
heated it was crowded down over the 
rim of the wheel and then cooled with 
water to keep It from burning the 
wheel and also to contract it Cool­
ing, It was shrunk on to bind the wheel 
tightly. The modern way of putting a 
tire on a wheel is with a hydraulic 
tire setting press. 

By this method the tire is made just 
a trifle larger than the wheel, so that 
it will go over the rim freely. The 
bed of this press, upon which the 
wheel lies horizontally, with an open­
ing at the center for the hub, is com­
posed of 18 sections, radiating from 
the center and in shape like the spaces 
between the spokes of a wheeL The 
outer end of each section is turned up­
ward, the turned up ends making a 
continuous flange, or collar, all around 
the bed of the press. Each one of the 
sections has under it a hydraulic cyliu 
der, and the sections are all arranged 
to work to a common ccnter. In use 
the wheel is laid on the press with tlie 
cold tire around it within that turned 
up collar, or flange, around the edge.

;e,Ais Irresistibly contract 
edX..Whenrit comes in contact with the 
tire around the wheel, it does not bring 
up agaiust It, but keeps on contracting 
just the same, now contracting the 
tire as well and setting it upon the 
wheel, the pressure being continued 
until the wheel Itself has been brought 
to the requisite degree of dishing.— 
New York Sun.
