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In ction with Maceo, says a cor-

respondent of Frank Leelie’s Popular

Monthly in the January number of that

excellent magazine, there is a curious

bit of unpublished history well wortn

the telling, Marshal Martinez Campos

and Antonio Maceo ‘bore the relation-

ship of consanguinity of the blood in

the second degree, Campo’s father was

a colonel in the Spanish army and Mil-

itary Governor of the oné-time District

of Mayari, Cuba, where Martinez was

born., His mother was of Cuban Indi-

an-African blood, and first cousin to

the mother of Antonio Maceo. The

father took the infant Martinez toSpain

where, under Spanish law, 8 man takes

his nativity from the place of his church

confirmation or baptism, and there the
child was legitimatized and educated
for military life. Both Campoe and
Maceo were aware of the relationship
between them, and, although bitter con-
testants on the field of battle, they held
each other in great personal esteem,
Campos having the highest admiration
for the military genius of his cousin;
for after the Treaty of Zapjon, when
even Gomez had accepted the peace
terms, Campos wrote to the War De-
partment at Madrid that “While Anton-
io Maceo is still in the field the war can-
not be considered as ended.” Later,
after pursuing Maceo for nine days,
Campos captured the stretcher or ham-
wock in which the revolutionary chief,
with nine wounds in his body, had been
carried for thirty-six hours; but the
stretcher was empty. Maceo hdd elud-
ed his pursuers, But when the Castil-
ian Field Marshal began to retrace his
steps to Santiago, his troops were har-
assed by Maceo's men all alopg the
road; and before they got out of the
mountains, Maceo in person led an at-
tack upon them, Yet,some weeks later
when, through the British consul at
Santiago, Campos solicited'an interview
with Maoceo, which was accorded him,
such was his confidence in the latter’s
good faith, that he went alone to meet
his cousin in La Sabana. Maceo, who
came with his immediate personal staff,
was much taken back to find the com-
mander-in-chief of the Spanish forces
there without ja single attendant, and
immediately dismissed his own men,
They talked for two hours, ‘but Maceo
would not surrender. Finally, how-
ever, he agreed to leave the Island, dls-
banding his men and burying his arms,
provided the British Consul would come
ont for him and provide him with trans-

portation to Jamaica under the British

An early and heavy snowfall, while
tending to diminish natural Josses of
plant food, is apt to favor artiffcial loss-
€8 by deterring the farmers from haul-
ing out manure. Too many farmers
hold to the mistaken notion that spread-
ing manure on the snow is a wasteful
practice and that much of its value is
lost by leaching and running over the
surface in the spring. They point to
darkened snows, high-colored waters
and greener meadows at the base of the
hillsides as proof of this. Some loss oc-
‘curs in In this way, but it is less than is
commonly supposed.

The loss from manure as ordinarily

the barn is much more than when
spread in the field. Fermentation is
much less outdoors than indoors. Itis
better for the manure to leach on the
soil that it is meant to fertilize than in
proximity to the barn and the family
well. Experiment and experience alike
show that housing manure in winter
for spring hauling is seldom better and
generally worse than spreading it as
fast as made. Some will be lost if
spread, but more will be lost if kept in
the barn, and the spring’s work will be
just g0 much hindered, While it may
not be advisable to spread manure on a
steep hillside in winter, yet on moderate
slopes and level pieces, if not too leachy
land, it may be safely spread any day in
the year,

Shorthorn Cows for Loadon Uairles,

At the Dec. meeting of the ind. state
dairy assn. Prof. C. S. Plumb gave a
very interesting description of a great
London dairy. A very large proportion
of the milk for the London market he
says is produced bv milking shorthorns,
8 class of cows we have very few of in
this country. A Mr. Adams, owning a
farm, or rather farms aggregating 1300
acr:e, has 700 acres In pasture and 600
acres In grain. He milks 500 pure short-
horn cows, sending the milk to London.
The bull calves are sold to the butcher
and the heifers raised to maintain the
milking her¢s, ‘I'he cows run on past.
ure in the summer and have accees to
sheds in winter, They are put in stan-
chions at milking time and fed 3 lbs,
cornmeal and 2 1bs, cotton cake per day.
The milk is run over a cooler and the
temperature reduced to 60 deg. and
shipped to London, The cans are tall
and cone-shaped and have inside spaces
mearked off by means of small knobs or
projections. At tho receiving depots in
London, where the milk is recelved and
distributed to the retailers, the man
who measures the milk does not hesi-
tate to run & dirty hand down in the
pariially filled can and rub around on
the sides to see how many spaces or
knobs of milk there are, I1f the milk is
Just over & knob and his hand must feel
in the milk for the knob, it cuts no fig-
ure, “IXdo not believe we could find in
the U. S. a dirtier place than this great
London dairy supply company’s depots.
This company has 18 distributing de
pots and 23 dairy restaurants where they
sell light lunches composed largely of
