Working Butter. ' . 
When butter making we used to work 

our butter in tbe churn. After it reached 
the granular form or perhapB a little 
coarser than is now thought the right 
thing tbe buttermilk was drawn off. If 
any butter ran out with it, it was 
Bkimmed or strained out and put back. 
Then it waB waehed in clear water once 
or twice, and once in water to which 
salt had been added. A little stirring 
in this cold brine brought the lumps to­
gether in a solid mass and took out the 
last vestige of buttermilk, and then we 
spread it about and added salt, l'A 
ounces to the pound, and worked it 
together. As soon BB it was cool it was 
ready to make into prints, which pro­
cess removed all extra moiBture. There 
may be better methodB now, but we 
made good butter.—American Culti­
vator. 

Hilk and Thunder. " 
From various experiments respecting 

a connection between thunderstorms 
and the souring of milk Professor H. 
W. Conn drawB the conclusion that 
electricity is not of itself capable of 
souring milk or even of materially has­
tening the process, nor can tbeozpnede-
veloped during the thunderstorm be 
looked upon as of any great importance. 
It seems probable that the connection 
between the thunderstorm and the sour­
ing of milk is of a different character. 
Bacteria grow moBt rapidly in the warm, 
Bultry conditions which usually precede 
a thunderstorm, and It will frequently 
happen that the thunderstorm and the 
souring occur together not because the 
thunder has hastened the souring, but 
rather because tbe climatic condition, 
which have brought tbe storm have at 
the same, time been such as to cause 
unusually rapid bacteria growth.^ . 

breeding as a preventive of swine 
plague. 
1 attribute my escape to the fact that 

I allow nature to take its course In re-
gaird to the wiBhes of my hogs. They 
like freedom, and I give It; they like to 
root, and I have usually allowed it, but 
to jtbe detriment of my pasture. Above 
alU through tbe hot weather they like 
the wallow and shade. This is a point 
upon which I lay great stress. Give 
th^ hog plenty of clear water to drink, 
plenty of blue grass or clover pasture 
anjd a good wallow and do not give any 
sour swill, and there will be less com­
plaint in regard to cholera. 

In regard to crossing to Improve the 
size of the hog, many breeders of pure 
breeds may differ with me when I 
make the assertion that many are find­
ing that a pure bred Cheeter White 
boar crossed with a Poland-China or 
some other good breed of sow makes 
larger hogs than when bred to one of 
its own breed, but such Is the caBe. 
Lart January I turned a pure bred 
Chester boar in with three Duroc Jer­
seys, three grade Polands and one 
black Essex. They were all about alike 
In Bize and bone. The Essex showed 
tbe best pigs from the start up to the 
present time. The next best are those 
of the Poland. I could not be Induced 
to cross with the Duroc again, as the 
size is not there. I am not mapping out 
a line of breeding for any one to fol­
low, but only giving my experience, 
with no theory. Some of tbe best cat: 
tie for feeding purposes are crosses be­
tween the Hereford and the Shorthorn, 
so say many feeders, but there are ex­
ceptions in ail caseB. 

I would like to see pure bred stock of 
all kindB kept on the farm, because 
there is money in the business if con 
ducted in an up to date manner. How-
eveir, we cannot all be breeders of pure 
bred stock for tbe purpose of supplying 
the'demand in that line, but we can 
breed up and improve all kinds of live 
stock. In swine breeding never cross 
but,once. One of the greatest draw­
backs in the cross breeding of swine is 
being obliged to get new sows and get 
rid of the old ones. My experience 
teaohes me to keep the old boar and 
tbe >ld sow as long as possible, as tbe 
offe iring will be stronger, the number 
greater and tbe care of the mother BU-
perror to that of tbe gilt. I bave refer­
red to the different kinds of stock that 
have come under my observation for 
the'purpose of showing that- pure bred 
sto<ft of one attain are not always the 
largest and best for feeding purposes.
