OUR. WASHINGTON LETTER. 
Congress has cleared up its businecs 

by book and crook and an extra session 
is no longer thought possible. True 
the President and the millionaire cor­
porations that 'control blm are disap 
pointed by tbo adoption of the Hoar 
amendment to the Philippine proviso, 
which will prevent the franchise hunt­
ers from looting these islands as they 
are looting Porto Rico, but this in it­
self is hardly sufficient to cause an ex­
tra session. Of course, the usual Hood 
of bad legislation slipped through In 
the closing dayp, having been purposely 
held bick until the two houses were 
wearied out and their vigilance relaxed 
spas to permit its passage without 
being noticed. This has always char­
acterized the wind up of Congress and 
always will, but there has not yet been 
time to analyze them. 

One of the worst breaks of the many 
made by the republicans at this session, 
was contained In the report on petty 
scandali in the House, submitted on 
Thursday by a committee appointed 
only on Saturday to Investigate them. 
Naturally, no thorough search coul 1 be 
made and the committee merely inimits 
the facts without suggesting any rem 
edy. It 1< found that the employee of 
the House number 357 and their ag­
gregate pay is about 8100,000 per an 
num. The committo classifies the 
abuses under three heads: Transfers of 
employees from the duties of the pos­
ition to which they were appointed to 
other dutia«, unjustifiable paym»nU of 
compensation to employes while absent 
from their post of duty, and division of 
salaries. Many details of theje abuses 
are given, but they are so complicated 
and amazing that ft is dilfcult to under-
st ind how they could have grownup 
under tho amazing extravagant rule 
that has obtained at the capltol since 
the advent or the "hog combine", when 
the republicans regained control of 
the House six year* ogo. 

The ring that has been backing Samp 
son and dia-'.re'liUn!{ Schley is greatly 
incensed over the publicat! > i of the 
former's indorsement of Gunner Mor­
gan's application for promotion. While 
the sentiments expressed therein repre­
sent with gri-at accuracy thu ideas of 
nine tenths of the oilicers of the Na\y, 
most of these have taken care not to 
put themselves on record as holding 
them.
