In a 
court of Long Island a few days ago a 
will which had been presented for pro­
bate was after a long contest conclus­
ively proved lo be a forgery by the tes 
timony of the stationer whose name 
was watermarked in tbe sheet, and by 
that of the manufacturer who made 
tbe paper, that no paper bearing that 
form ot "watermark", had been made 
until 1897, while the presumed will 
bore tbe date of 1800, As almost every 
sheet of writing paper is now made 
with a "watermark" and as there are 
small, but recognizable differences in 
the impression each time a new "dan-
dy"-roll is used (and owners and mak 
ere keep a register of change of roils as 
well as sample sheets) the forgery of 
papers of assumed earlier date is ren­
dered very difficult. —Iowa State IJress 

feeding capacity of every animal in 
the diary department of the univer­
sity herd. A stranger passing along 
In front of the cows when they are 
finishing their evening meal, and see 
ing how clean they ilek out the man 
gers, not leaving as much BB could be 
put on the end of a penknife, would 
conclude that the cpws were not be­
ing liberaljy fed; in fact, that they 
were half starved. And as . con­
clusive evidence that such were 
really the case, he wonld point at 
the clearly defined ribs, sharp hips and 
backbone, thin thighs and necks, and 
probably remark that he would not 
have Buch a scrawny animal inhisbarn. 
And yet, if an additional pound of grain 
were added to their ration probably 
half the cows would go off their feed 
before the close of tbe week 

Our barn is open to tbe public and 
scarcely a day passes when their is 
not a visitor there inspecting it. We 
feed twice a day and challenge anyone 
tb find in the mangers of the 40 
cows a cupful of food, grain or rough 
age, after they have finished their 
meal. Once in awhile, one not feeling 
just right will leave a little, but this 
is removed at once, and generally by 
the next feeding time Bhe will need 
the usual amount. No food should be 
left In the mangers from one feeding 
period to another. Cows should be 
kept away from food between meals. 

A-Health Producer Which la Avail­

Our bodies consist 
largely of wnter, and tlic average man 
needs to drink from four to six pints 
of water dally In order to maintain 
health. This is the amount of water 
eliminated from the body by means of 
the kidneys, the skin and lungs. It la 
evident that a fresh supply Is constant­
ly needed to supply this lost aid in the 
process of * digestion and carry away 
waste matter. 

if the amount of'water imbibed . Is 
not sufficient for all this, the health 
must suffer. Air, water and food are 
tbe essentials of life in the order given. 

A person can fast a long time—ex­
periments have proved this—but that 
same person could not get along with­
out water for that length of time. 

As a usual thing women ore the ones 
who suffer the most from an insuffi­
ciency of water. Mothers-should see 
to It that their children have plenty of. 
water to drink. 

There Is a diversity of opinion re­
garding drinking at meals. Some as­
sert that the practice is Injurious, as it 
dilates the gastric juice. Others again 
claim that a glassful of pure drinking

Is to drink often and much. It cleanses 
the system, Increases circulation and 
helps to make a clear complexion. 
Therefore, ye men and women, the lat­
ter especially, drink. Take clear, pure, 
sterilized water and be thankful so 
simple a remedy of nature Is near at 
band.—^Table Talk. 

Silos And Ensilage. 
Twenty years' experience in the use 

of the silo has brought out come facts 
about which all are agreed. 

First. That a larger amount ot 
healthful cattle food can be preserved 
in the silo in better condition, at lesB 
expense of labor and land, than by any 
other method known. 

Second. That silage comes nearer be­
ing a perfect subsitute for the suc­
culent food of the pasture than any 
other food than can be had in tbe win­
ter. 

Third. Thirty pounds a day is enough 
Bttage tot an average sized Jersey cowe. 
Larger cattle will eat mole. 

Fourth A cubic foot of silage from 
the middle of a medium-sized silo will 
average about 45 pounds. 

Fifth, For 182 days, or half a year, an 
average Jersey cow will require about 
six tons of silage, allowing for unavoid­
able waBte. 

Sixth. The circular silo, made of good 
hard wood staves, is cheapest and best. 

Seventh. Fifteen feet in diameter and 
30 feet a good depth. Such a silo will 
hold about 800 tons of silage, cut in 
half-inch lengths.—National Stockman.

A veteran 
lumberman, on the contrary, will often 
take a long look at the mass and then 
point out the 'key log.' The key log 
Is the timber ou which the strain cen­
ters, and wheu it is blown out or pried 
out, the pack, In almost every Instance, 
will break up of Itself. I had an old 
fellow In my employ a few years rgo 
who could locate a key log nine times 
out of ten. He couldn't read or write,
