Sunny Booms. 
It 1B said to be true that in all hospi' 

tals those rooms facing the sun have 
fewer deaths, other things being equal, 
than those which are on the shady side 
of the • house. Likewise statistics, 
where they have been kept,-prove that 
the average time for a recovery is much 
less In a sunny room than in a shady 
one.-From these facts and from the 
fact that the tendency toward illness 
has proved greater on the shady side of 
buildings, like prisons and asylums, it 
follows that light is second only In im­
portance to fresh air. A„dark room is 
nearlynot quite so bad as a close 
room., t in the case of ttlcknesa thn sick­
room should be the sunniest one the 
house affords. 

Mosquitoes Communicate Disease. 
It is now known that yellow fever 

and malirla cannot be communicated 
by contact with the patient, or with the 
clothing or excrements of the patient. 
Such diseases are communicated by 
inoculation, by injection into the blood 
of the specific poiBon which produces 
the disease. 

It is also known that some parasites, 
before they become dangerous to the 
human family, must inhabit the body 
of some other animal or Insect and 
there develop and attain their malig­
nancy for mankind. 

The mosquito may or may not be 
solely responsible for the development 
of the disease gernta, which - cause 
miliaria and yellow fever, but it Is well 
known that they are active agents in 
causing the spread of these diseases, 

While the medicdl authorities give 
assurance that most of the mosquitoes 
we have in this part of the country be­
long to a comparatively harmless 
variety, it Is.reasonally safe to say that 
recent discoveries will lead to a war of 
extermination upon these venomons 
little insects. The most ellicient way 
to get rid of mosquitoes is to do away 
with the stagnant water pools, which 
constitute their breeding places If 
this is not practicable, a small quantity 
of kerosene oil poured into the pond or 
pool wiil, it is said, produce the desired 
results.

The report 
Is believed in goveiyiment circles here, 
as the censorship is less rigid in its 
application to the Interior towns than 
in St. Petersburg, so that it Is 
possible for news to leak out quickly 
from the channel. U'he officer who 
made the attempt, a dispatch to The 
Morning Leader says, tired at the czar, 
but missed. Seizure by his majesty's 
personal guards being Imminent, the 
man turned his weapon upon himself 
and committed suicide.

WIRELESS TELEGRAPHY USED 

Dufce of Cornwall and York Send. Men-
.age. from til. lloynl Act. 

Port Said, Egypt, April 1.—Tho 
steamer Ophlr, with the Duke and 
Duchess of Cornwall and York on 
board, arrived here Saturday. Moham­
med All, brother of the khed'lve, wel­
comed the lube and duchess In the 
name of th< khedlvo and In the pres­
ence of Lord Cromer, the British dip­
lomatic agent, and other notabilities. 

During the voyage the Ophlr was 
almost constantly in touch with the 
shore by means of wireless tolegraphy. 
Thursday she Bent a message to the 
Island of Malta, 183 miles distant, and 
passing 10() miles south of the island 
of Croto, the Duke of Cornwall and 
York telegraphed to his cousin, Prince 
George of Greece, tho commissioner 
of the powers on that Island, and re­
ceived a reply.

Aguinaldo Captured and Taken 
to Manila by the Intrepid 
; American General. ; 

EVENT HARKS ENDING OF WAR 

Officials In Washington Receive tlie 
News of the Capture with In-

tense Gratillcation. 

Washington, April 1.—General Fred 
Funston was Saturday night appoint­
ed by the presideut as a brigadier gen­
eral in tlio regular army as a reward 
for his bravery in the capture of 
Aguinaldo. General Lloyd Wheaton 
was made a major general, and Col­
onel Jacob Smith was promoted to a 
brigadier generalcy. 

Manila, March 29.—Emtio Aguin­
aldo, leader of the Filipino army and 
head and shoulders of tlic islanders' 
Insurrection, is a prisoner in the hands 
of the Americans. General Frederick 
Funston has crowned his brilliant rec­
ord in tho Philippines by directing in 
person the fiual hunt that has ended

the flight of a fugitive of fugitives. 
Funston sent ho reports or rumors 
from the province of Isabella, in south* 
ern Luzon, where he led the expedi­
tion. He silently worked out Ills 
plans, caught his man and brought 
hi*n In. 

Prisoner Taken Before MacArthur. 
General MacArthur was sitting in 

his headquarters when a gaunt, hag­
gard and discouraged native in a 
frayed uniform adorned with a gen­
eral's chevrons entered accompanied 
by General Funston. The Kansas 
fighter said quietly and with no sem­
blance of exultation or boasting: 

"General, this is Chief Aguinaldo." 
The American commander gasped 

incredulously. But when ho peered 
a second time at the sallow counte­
nance of the Indomitable Filipino he 
realized that the object for which 
more than a year of time and the 
efforts of thousands of soldiers had 
been expended fruitlessly was at­
tained at last. The commander's first 
utterance was that the Insurrection 
would die out as soon as the hostile 
natives learned for a certainty that 
their leader was a prisoner. He had 
an immediate audience with Aguin­
aldo, whom he treated with great con­
sideration. General MacArthur, how­
ever, would not divulge anything that 
passed during the conversation. 

Precautions Against Eacapo. 
The . most rigid precautions were 

taken to guard against any attempt at 
escape tin the part of Agulrialdo'vor 
of any of his faithful adherents1 to 
rescue him. 

The end of General Funstoirs chase 
came on March 23. lie had just be­
gun to carry out his daring. project 
when It wns unexpectedly consum­
mated. He was scouting with a small 
force In Isabella province, when he 
ran Into the hiding place of Aguinal­
do. The native leader was attended 
^>nly by a few followers and made no 
resistance when called upon to yield. 
He was at once conveyed to Funston's 
camp and a start was made for Man­
ila. The important prisoner arrived 
here on the United States gunboat 
Yicksburg, Commander E. B. Barry. 

A lateifreport says that Agulnaldo's 
capturo \rtis nttalned with great diffi­
culty, an insurgent major being killed. 
Twenty rifles and many important 
papers wore captured. | 

BlnoArtliur's Report* 
"Manila, .March 28.—Adjutant Gen­

eral, Washington: Important mes­
sage fell into hands General Funston 
Feb. 28 from which Aguinaldo was 
located at Falanan, Isabella province. 
Expedition organized consisting 
Aqulnaldo's captured messenger, four 
ex-insurgent oflicers and seventy-
eight Macabebes who spoke Tagalo, 
armed with Mausers, liemingtons and 
dressed to represent insurgents. Fun­
ston commanded, accompanied by Cap­
tain Russell T. Ilazzurd. Eleventh 
cavalry; Captain Harry W. Newton, 
Thirty-fourth infantry; Lieutenant 
Oliver P. M. Ilazznrd, Eleventh Unit­
ed States volunteer cavalrv; Lieuten­
ant Burton J. Mitchell, Fortieth Unit­
ed States volunteer infantry. Officers 
dressed as American privates and rep­
resented prisoners. 

Expedition I.oft ManlJu March fl. 
"Expedition sailed Manila March 

0. Vicksburg landed March 14 on the 
east coast of Luzon twenty miles 
south of Caslguran. Keaclied I'ala-
??n 'n afternoon on 
March 2,17 Natives completely misled. 
Supposed detachment insurgent rein­
forcements for which supplies fur­
nished. Aguinaldo also sent supplies 
and had his escort fortv men paraded 
to extend proper honor. A short dis­
tance from Agulnaldo's quarters dls-
guipes were discarded, a combat fol­
lowed. resulting in two insurgents 
killed, elghteon rifles, 1,000 rounds 
umimmitlon captured together with 
Apulnuldo nnd. two principal stall ofli­
cers. No casualties on our side. Splen­
did co-operation from navy, through 
Commander Harry, ollicers and men of 
the Vicksburg was indispensable to 
success. 

"Funston loudly praises navy. En­
tire army joins In thanks of sea serv­
ice. The transaction was brilliant 
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— In 
conception and faultless lu execution. 
All credit must go to Funslon, who 
miller supervision (leneral Wheaton, 
oiKiiulzwl and conducted expedition 
from start to finish. Ills reward 
should he slirmil and Immediate with 
(lYnui'iil Wheaton, who rccommcnds 
Funston's retention of volunteers un­
til lie can lie appointed brigadier gen­
eral of regulars. 

"I hope speedy cessation hostilities 
throughout ai-clilpela^ons consequence 
this stroke. As result of conferences 
now lu prolmhle progress Aguinaldo 
will Issue address advising general 
surrender, delivery arms, uceeptance 
American supremacy." 

MUCH JOY IS WASHINGTON 

Ofllclal. Are O rutin ml Over tlio Capturo 
of tliu Insurgent I.finder. 

Washington, March 21).—The press 
reports of the capture of Aguinaldo 
by General Funston were confirmed by 
General MacArthur, at Manila, in tho 
following cablegram to Adjutant Gen­
eral Corbin: 

"General Funston has Just returned 
from expedition to I'alanan, province 
of Isabella, where he captured Aguin-
nldo, who is now In my possession at 
Malncanau. 1'nrtlculnrs later."

TheTTGwrtrf Gemiirn "xgmnaiao's 
ure by General Funston was received 
everywhere in ofllclal circles with In­
tense gratillcation but, perhaps, no­
where did it create more satisfaction 
than at the White House. The first 
official news to reach the executive 
mansion was General MacArtliur's dis­
patch announcing the capture which 
came about midnight. *In the morn­
ing the president saw Admiral Rem-
eys telegram telling of the capture aud j 
the press dispatches. | 

The president naturally is very I 
much gratified that the chief mover j 
In tho insurrection has at last been 
taken. It bos been tho opinion of the 
military authorities for a long imc that 
Aguinaldo was doing more than all 
the other agencies combined to keep 
tho rebellion in the Philippines alive 
aud every energy was directed to com­
pass his capture. It Is rather a re­
markable tribute to the daring and re­
sourcefulness of General Ftmston that 
long before lie made the attempt lie 
was selected by the authorities here 
as the officer who might accomplish it. 

Filipinos Rncomlng Disheartened. 
Manila, March 30.—After being con­

vinced of Agulnaldo's capture, Gen­
eral Gerouimo, the insurgent leader in 
the province of Morong, Luzon, has 
surrendered with six officers, forty-six 
men and fifty rifles to Colonel J. 
Milton Thompson, of the Forty-second 
ngiineiit, at San Mateo. As the news 
of Agulnaldo's capturo spread, through 
the archipelago the insurgents are be­
coming disheartened and there is a 
marked-increase in the number of In­
dividual, surrenders. 

General (Tallies, who Is prnct'cally 
outlawed on account of his atrocious 
crimes, sent an emissary to General 
Hates, who answered that he must 
surrender unconditionally and stand 
trial. Tlie former insurgent officers 
and the Maeabebe scouts who took 
part in the capture of Aguinaldo will 
probably receive a monetary reward. 
The amount lias not been specified. 
It has also been recommended that ev­
ery man participating in the capture 
pf Aguinaldo receive a special medal.
