for woman suffrage, but also o lobby
for such a resolution when the Legisla-
ture meets next winter,

Sculpture is used in the adornment
of " the Court of IFountaing, “the ‘Tri-
umplial Bridge, the Esplanade, the
Plaza; the Electrie: Tower, the Bridge
of the Three Amerleas, entrances to
bulldings, and in:many other ways,
there belng:upward of: 125 original
groups of statuary, by Karl Bitter and
other sculptors of world repute, Over
600 pieces are used. The plastic orna-
mentation of the bulldings is very in-
tricate and beautiful. All the bulldings
are covered with staff, which is mould-
ed Into'thousands of beautiful and fan-
ciful shapes” The display of “orlginal
sculpture is the most magniticent ever
used for decorative purposes at any ex-
position.

great bulldipgs are decorated in har-

The' centerplece of the Exposition 18
an Electric Tower 409 feet high, upon
and about which will be an electrical
display surpassing any ever yet at-
tempted, More than 40,000 lamps and
a searchlight with a 30-inch projector,
capable of casting rays for a distance of
fitty miles, will be used In the i{llumina-
tion of this tower.

There are more than thirty-three
acres of beautiful courts. There are in
all the courts large pools of water into
which hundreds of fountains will throw
thelr sparkling streams. Never before
has such a work been undertaken upon
s0 grand a scale.

It
was unearthed in 1625, The Syriac
characters composing the signatures of
Oloplm and his associates ndd to its
Interest, In 1859 a Chinaman rebuilt
the tablet into the-brick wall where it
had-onee: stood outside the clty. The
material is n &arse marble. A consid-
erable contréveérsy has raged ronnd this
interesting relie, but the welght of ovi-
dence now inclines townrds the conclu-
slon that it.is genulne,
