PIPES SMOKED BY AZTECS. 

Curiou Specimens or Aaclcnt Smokers* 
Articles from Central America. 

The increasing commerce with Hon­
duras and Nicaragua is bringing to 
this country many of the odd Imple­
ments and curios of those lands. The 
Spanish population has a large admix­
ture of Aztec or other aboriginal blood 
and preserves many of the Implements 
as well as customs which prevailed In 
the time of the Montezumas. One of 
the queerest survivals lu this regard 
Is the long pipe, which Is still employ­
ed In the rural districts of both repub­
lics. It is made from a shrub or a sap­
ling which grows somewhat like the 
elder. The bush Is cut down ami the 
pith extracted from the stem, which Is 
afterward peeled, polished, dried and 
painted with primary colors in barbaric 
style. The Bluiplest form is a straight 
stem from three to six feet in length. 
A more expensive kind is made from a 
step with two terminal branches. This 
demands much more care In extracting 
the pith and enables the owner to offer 
a friend a mouthpiece on one .branch 
while he is enjoying another upou a 
second. Three-stemmed sticks are also 
made, and, very rarely, four-stemmed 
ones. These are kept as curios rather 
than as useful articles and are sup­
posed to have been employed upon es­
pecial occasions In the days, of tlie 
Incas. 

The bowl Is of red clay, gray clay or 
sandstone and the mouthpiece may be 
of bone or horn,or docornted silver and 
amber. The length of'the stem causes 

the tobacco smoke to cool appreciably 
In Its passage from the bowl to the lips 
and gives a taste almost as mild as that 
produced by the oriental narglle. The 
tobacco used with It Is of a rich red-
brown color, about Intermediate lu fla­
vor and appearance between Virginia 
and Havana leaf. These pipes make 
very pretty ornaments for a mantel or 
for a wall, being much more pleasing 
to the eye than the "church warden" 
familiar to all smokers. They ore 
strong and durable, but, unless oiled 
or varnished now and then, they are 
apt to split in a dry climate. Collect­
ors make It a rule to oil tiiein on tb* 
inside once a year. 

Blaine's Wonderrul Memory. 
Speaker Henderson told a Washing­

ton Post reporter a good story of one 
of his Initial experiences among public 
men in Washington. It was- before he 
had been elected to Congress, probably 
twenty-five years ago.

Protectioa' from Fire !*•§• for the 8tate 
—Medical Society Seeks Legislation— 
Iadlan Kill* Himaelf—Convicted of

Recent action on the part of the board 
of control denotes a chauge of policy for 
State buildings. The recent disastroux 
fires at Ames College and the State Uni­
versity are In all likelihood the cause of 
the change of front. Letters hare beeu 
sent by the board of insurance companies 
and agencfeB with a view to ascertaining 
the rates obtainable on blanket policies 
for $200,000, $260,000 and $300,000. 
Such policies would be designed to pro­
tect the State against loss by fire on any 
of the buildings or personal property of 
the institutions under the board of con­
trol. Tho purpose of the board is to as­
certain what method can be adopted for 
insuring the State buildings and *wbat the 
rate will be and incorporate the facts in 
its report to the Legislature. 

A Tama Iadlan Commits Saicide. 
Wiufield Scott, an fbdian, committed 

suicide at the Toledo reservation by 
shooting himself with a shotgun. He was 
10 years of age, married to a squaw of 
17, and from writings he left It is sup­
posed that domestic iufelicity whs the 
cause. Joseph TesRon, the interpreter, 
says this is the fifth case of suicide 
among bis people since they located in 
Iowa about forty years ago. Scott, who 
waq, alone and had no light, sat upon his 
blanket which was spread upon tbe floor, 
put the butt of the gun against the foot 
of the cook stove, pointed the muzzle at 
his breast, kicked the trigged with his toe 
and fell over dead. 

Ktil in Criminals* Marriage. 
Tbe Tri-State Medical Society, com­

posed of members from Iowa, lliiuois and 
Missouri, closed one of the most impor­
tant conventions of its history in Keo­
kuk.

INCREASED OUTGO PERMANENT. 

The Internal revenue receipts of tbe 
general government for February were 
fl,850,771 greater than for the same 
month last j-eaf. For the first two-
thirds of tbe current fiscal year tbe re­
ceipts from this source were over $203,-
000,000, Indicating a total for the year 
of about $304,000,000. 

The indications are that the customs 
receipts will reach $240,000,000 this 
Hscnl year-and the receipts from mis­
cellaneous sources $33,000,000. Tbis 
would give a total Income of $577,-
000,000 for the year from all sources, 
an Increase of about $10,000,000 over 
last year. 

Had no change been made in the 
"war" revenue law we might, perhaps, 
have looked for a like iucrease the com­
ing year and a total revenue of $587,-
000,000, though treasury officials some 
time ago gave warning that the ex­
treme limit of customs receipts under 
the existing law bad been reached. 

But Congress reduced the war taxes 
last session, cutting off revenue to the 
estimated amount of $40,000,000. The 
total income to the treasury next year, 
therefore, is not likely to exceed $547,-
000,000. Congress, however, appropri­
ated much more than that, notwith­
standing the failure of tbe river and 
harbor and ship subsidy grabs and the 
postponement of outlays on uccount of 
the translstbmian canal. 

There would be a first-rate prospect 
for a deficit, therefore, but for the 
chance that It may not be necessary 
to speiid all tbe money voted. The ad­
ministration Is much elated just now 
over Funston's latest exploit and is 
hoping that an army of minimum 
strength will suffice. If its hopes are 
realized there may be a saying of $40,-
000,000 In the military expenses. But 
we can tell better about that by and by. 

Be that as it may, there will be no 
money to spare. More money Is likely 
to be wanted wben the next Congress 
takes care of rivers and harbors and 
begins to spend money on the trau-
slstbmian canal. The army is more 
than doubled at the least, and that per­
manently. The same and more is sub­
stantially true of the navy. 

There is not going to be any return 
to the scale of expenditures to which 
we were accustomed and which we re­
garded as extravagant before the war 
with Spain. We have never yet bad a 
war without a great permanent In­
crease in expenditure. No exception to 
the rule is in sight But we shall get 
used to It.—Chicago Chronicle. 

Jealous of Fniuton. 
About the only persons who appear 

to object to the appointment of Fun-
ston to be a brigadier general are the 
members of the bureaucracy at Wash­
ington. The objections which those 
persons urge nre clillillsli aud their 
animus Is plainly that of jealousy. The 
fact that he is not a West-Pointer is 
what sticks iu their craw.

The housekeeper who' has trouble 

irith sagging clotheslines will appre­
ciate the merits of tbe clotbes dryer re­
cently Invented by (irnnt E. Hoover, of 
Freeport, III., as shown herewith. It 
has two great advantages over previ­
ous devices for this purpose, in that It 
can be .lowered tvlthln easy reach of 
the layndress when hanging tbe 
clotbes, and is then raised far enough 
above the ground to lift the washing 
ont of reach of the dirt. It will be no­
ticed that tbe uprights nre jointed and 
pivoted near tbe base, with a windlass 
mounted on a short post at one end, to 
which a rope Is attached. By releas­
ing the ratchet and unwinding tbe rope 
a short distance, tbe posts tilt down? 
ward by their own weight until the 
line Is couveulently low for hanging 
the wash, the weight of the posts and 
cross-pieces keeping the line tant 
mcnnwhile, or a coiled spring can be 
used to attach the opposite end of the 
dryer .from the windlass' to Its posts.

A Wrinkle in Cooking Steak. 
The proper way to cook a beefsteak 

is to broil It, but oftentimes It may 
happen that it Is not convenient, and 
the steak must be fried. Tbis may hie 
done very satisfactorily if a little 
thought Is given to the matter. Put an 
Iron saucepan over (he fire and let It 
become very hot; then rub the pan with 
a piece of butter and put in tbe steak 
and quickly brown one side; then turn 
it and brown tbe other side. Tbis will 
keep in the Juices. Cover the pan and 
cook the steak three minutes; again 
turn It and cook it tbree minutes 
longer. If the steak Is not of extra 
thickness, the meat will be cooked suf­
ficiently In thut length of time. Place 
the steak on a hot platter, spread It 
with butter, season wltb salt and pep­
per and serve. 

Cleaning. .' 
There Is nothing like kerosene oil for 

some sorts of cleaning. A much-used 
sewing machine, for Instance, wbeu It 
becomes gummy and sticky from dust 
and oil, needs' to be gone over thor­
oughly. A flannel cloth and a little 
kerosene oil will do wonders in the 
way of renewing the youth and fresh­
ness of the machine. In applying any 
kind of polish to furniture, do not make 
tbe mistake of using too much. In 
most cases a little will go a long way. 
Do not put the oil or polish directly 
upon the wood. Rather put it on a 
cloth in strictly limited quantities. A 
soft woolen cloth, plenty of rubbing 
and a mixture of tbree tablespoonfula 
of linseed oil with one tablespoonful 
of vinegar will make a mahogany table 
shine like a mirror. 

Five O'clock Tea Cakea. 
Beat four eggs very light, whites and 

yolks together; add two cups of brown 
sugar, four bars of grated chocolate, 
one teaspoonful of cinnamon, one of 
salt, tbe juice aud grated rind of one 
lemon, two cups of chopped almonds; 
mix thoroughly, add two cups of sifted 
flour to two level teaspoonfuls of good 
baking powder; drop In tablespoonfuls 
on buttered pans; press a whole 
blanched almond in tbe center of eacli 
cake; bake in a slow oven until tbe 
cakes are crisp, about one-half hour; 
these cakes are delicious also served 
with brandled peaches or sliced or­
anges for luncheon or dessert. 

Celery Sonp. 
A delicious soup, which has tbe fur­

ther merit of being cheap and easily 
prepared. Enough for four people costs 
about tell cents. Take half a bunch 
of celery, using root and outer stalks, 
which are tbe strougest In flavor. Boil 
these about three-quarters of an hour 
with a little chopped onion. When 
soft, press it through a sieve and add 
a pint of milk. Wben about to boll, 
add a tablespoonful of flour and cook 
till it thickens, stirring air the time, 
aud at the last add a tablespoonful of 
butter. Serve with croutons of bread 
or oyster erackers. 

Cnrriel Oyatera. 
Fry two or three slices of Spanish 

onion in plenty of butter, for five min­
utes or so, without letting tbe butter 
brown. Then take out the onion and 
gtii* In a littlerturry powder, or in the 
quantity you like. Add to this a half 
pint or so of good white stock. Let 
this boil well, and then thicken with a 
little flour braided with butter. Sea­
son with salt and' pepper to taste. Men-
while have blanched in a little tomato 
sauce a pint of oysters, and over these 
pour the curry sauce. Pour over toast _ 
and serve. '

All the furniture aud fittings of a 

kitchen should be of a substance which 
may be readily washed. The all-pene-
tjatlng steam of cooking and the efflu­
via arising from the waste of vegeta­
bles, fruits and meats, though left 
standing but a few moments, require 
that the place m which- culinary opera­
tions are carried on should be nonal)-
sorbent, aud the modern kitchen, with 
its glazed woodwork, tile papered walls 
and polished oil finished floorb, attains 
this end.
