~The Baloon Evil,
In St. Patrick’s church yesterday,
says the Dubuque Telegraph. Arch-
bishob Keane delivered another scath-
ing arraigonment of the saloon and the
evils that follow therefrom. The
greatest evil, he sald, is the saloon evil.
‘To the dram shop nearly all the misery
and sufferings of mankind are traceable.
Then followed a disquisition on the
saloon evil In general. Touching-on
local conditions the \speaker waxed
warm. He ssid that his utterances on
the saloon evil had ealled forth many
inquiries as to just What he Intended to
do in Dubuque with the saloon. It is
my intention, he said, to. talk against
the saloon all my life. My views are
set as to the saloon and the occasions of
sins surrounding it and in order to rid
Dubuque of the evil or at least to min-
imize it I shall talk frequently against
it; Ishall urge all my Catholic people
that are in the business to get out of it
—In time 1 shall use every means that
moral suasion can suggest to reduce
the number of saloons in Dubuqueand,
then, if this will accomplish nothing I
shall call into force the power that the
Catholic church gives me. The arch-
bishop sald he did not think that he
could wipe out all the saloons of Du-
buque much as he desired to do so, but
he sald he knew what he could do. He
would insist, he said, that Catholics get
out of the business, or at least conform
to tne laws of church and state if they
must needs remain in the trafic. Ly
conforming to the laws of church and
state the archbishop said that he meant
that no saloon keeper should keep his
place of business open on Sunday—not
even a back, front or side door—nor
sell liquors to any drunkard or minor.
If Catholic saloon keepers continune to
disobey me, he continued, I shall be
obliged to instruct my priests to refuse
them the sacraments of the -church.
The archbishop said he did not wish to
be understood as being unfriendly to
any saloon keeper, on the oontrary he
bore sentiments of kindness toward
them all. In preaching against saluons
he considered he said, that he was
doing his duty as a Catholic prelate, It
he shirked his duty he would suffer
qualms of consclence, Speaking of the
priests he Intimated that they had not,
In the past. talked against intemper-
ance as frequently as they might bave,
and declared that he should see to it

that they should decry the traflic with
more ardor in the future.

Goat Lairies in Athens,

There are a couple of Europesn
diiries in Athens whose jproprietors
keep cows; but they do business mostly
with the foreignera and those Greeks
who ape foreign manners. Your genu
ine Athenian believes the goat to be tLe
proper milk producing animsl, and Le
regards the cow .in this conaection
about as we - Americans do the mare,
Tne milkman takes his animals with
him, jangling their bells and, sneezing.
“Galal” be shoats, a quick, startling
ory with @ “g” whose guttural yuality
is unattainable by adult learners, and
usually unperceived by them. When a
customer comes to the door he strips
the desired quantity into the proffered
receptacle before her vigilant eyes, se-
lecting one of the goats,and paying no
attention to the others, which under-
stand the business as well as he does*
Patlently they stafid about, chewiug
the cud or resting on contiguous door-
steps. When their master moves on
they arise and follow, more faithful
than dogs. The obvious and well nigh
over powering temptation to which the
milkman {8 subjected affects him in
Greece a8 In America. In Greece it is
taken for granted that he cannot resist,
and he is therefore obliged to take his
animals with him, But even thus he is
not above suspiclon, for they tell of a
rabber water bag carried inside the
coat and provided with a tube reach-
ing to the palm of the hand. Each
time the milkman closes his hand over
the udder he presses the bag between
his arm and his body.—Seribner’s,

- Cora Breeding,

Corn can ba bred the same as cattle
It has been found that pedigree in corn
means as much as or more than'in live
stock, By careful selection the  corn
breeders are weeding. out barren, paor
and inferior stalks. ' This will mean an
enormous saving of plant food which is
now used in the production of useless
piants, a great increaie of yleld and ad-
ditional profit. In selecting seed ears
it Is necessary to be provided with a
[rule and measuring tapsline,

Look the ears over carefully for mix-
ture, yellow grains In white corn and
white caps in yellow corn. Such grains
should be picked out and discardad,
The white corn should have white cobs
and yellow corn red cobs. If this is
not true, discard the_ears, as a mixed
cob I8 an evidence of a poorly bred ear]
or a reveraion.

The ears should be from seven and &
half to elght Inches in circumferance
measured at the middle of the ear, and
10to 11 Inches in length, measured
tip to butt. The corn should shell
about 88 per cent corn to cob,

The most popular type of kernel is
the wedge shape, 80 there will be little
lost space on the ear between tho rows
of kernels.

u'.lpans a deeper kernsl, consequently a
greater per cent of corn to cob.

The tip thould be filled over with
M@rnels in straight, regular rows, and
the butt kernels should swell out about

A IN NEW YORK.

Ghinese Restnurants There Tolerate
W Free and Easy Etiqugtte, and Ev-
«rybody Doecs Just About as He or
She Pleases.

zethe last few years a surprisingly
la number of Chinese restaurants
hae made thelr appearance in up town
districts in New York. The tawdry
outward decorations of red and blue
lights and huge gilt Chinese characters
are In every case the same. The same,
too, are the unattractive entrances, the
walls decorated with colored plctures
of pretty Chinese girls and marvelous
specimens of landscapes, the little ta-
bles covered with white ollcloth, the
general dllapldation of the establish-
ment. Nothing about them scems at-
tractive, and yet these places thrive,
ang thetr number increases with aston-
ishing rapidity. The reason I8 not far
to seck If one Is at all familiar with the
facts. There arc several characterds-
tics of the Chinese restaurant which
recommend it highly to certain classes
andscem to Indicate that its popularity
18 nét a mere fad.

In.the first place it should be under-
stood that most of these places are
really what they are supposed to be,
eating houses carried on under Chinese
management. The cooks are invaria-
bly true Cclestials, and In only a few
cases are the' proprietors Americans.
The food is prepared, therefore, accord-
Ing o the most approved methods of
the Middle Kingdom, with the result
that In cheapness and savoriness (If
you like it) it can easily outclass simi-
lar places run by American cooks. The
Chinese 1s a master of the art of mak-
ing palatable dishes out of next toj
nothing or rather a little of everything.
Not ‘even the. French cook can rival
him. ' The insipidity of cheap chop-
houses and the samencss of the dairy
lunch counters are thus escaped by
frequenters of these restaurants. More-
over, In spite of appearances the food
is :prepared In an extremely cleanly
manper,, No one i1s debarred from en-
tering tbe kitchen, and a vislt thither
sends one back with renewed appetite
to-the untidy eating room. So many
who while possessed of a small share
of this world's goods still affect “sport-
Iness” frequent the restaurant for its
cheapness and grow to enjoy the highly
flavored dishes.

There 18 also a free and easy atmos-
phere about the Chinese eating liouse
which attracts many would be “Bohe-
mians” as well as a goodly share of a
class below the lowest grades of the
city's many graded Bohemia. Visitors
Ioll about and talk and laugh loudly.
When the walter 1s wanted, some one
emits a shrill yell which brings an an-
swerlng whoop from the kitchen, fol-
lowed sooner or later by a little Chl-
nese at a jog trot. Any one who feels
like It may stroll Into the kitchen and
try a little pigeon English on the cook.
The proprietor will teach anybody to
use the chopsticks and roar with laugh-
ter over the fallures of the novice. Ev-
erybody does as he or she pleases with-
In certain very elastic bounds. The
llmit ireached sooner In some places
than lu others, for while some of the
houses are before mldnight at least
perfectly well conducted others are of
more than questionable respectabllity.
It is curlous and Interesting to note
that under Amerlcan management the
tone of thesc places is lower than when
the Chinese are In sole control.

These new up town places are not so
good, either In a moral or a cullnary
way, as those down In Chinatown. It
I1s usual to speak as if Mott and Pell
streets were the city’s sink of Iniquity,
and so they are In some respects, but
there are no Chinese restaurants in the
nelghborhood as disreputable as one or
two up town. The clientele of the
down town places Is above suspicion as
& rule. Chinese drop In for thelr meals,
and dwellers from up town come elther
from curiosity or because they have
learned to llke good Chinese cooking.
Up town the bills of fare are more lim-
ited. “Yockaman,” “chop suey” and
“chowman” are the pleces de resist-
ance. . They answer the purpose cer-
tainly, for 25 cents' worth of some
kinds of chop suey served with rice
will make a toothsome dish for two
people. Tea is served free of charge,
and the quantity ls not limited. But
no one should judge the Celestlals’ cu-
linary skill by these up town houses.

AMany of the guésts In these restau-
rants come regularly. Frequently men
and women come with palls to buy the
food and take it home. Negroes are In
disproportionately large numbers. They
seem to llke the Chinese,.and Indeed
the nolse in the kitchen reminds one of
the similar condition of southern kitch-
ens under negro management. How-
ever solemn the Chinese may seem to
be In publie, he Is & cheerful creature
In his own kitchen. Talk and laughter,
even musle during “off” hours, float out
to the dining room. All the servants
seem ready to break Into smiles at the
smallest provocation. They are always
ready to exchange jests with thelir pa-
trons, but famillarity never becomes
Impertinence. The Chinese doesn't
care what happens so long as be I8 left
unmolested. He llkes everything to be
slipshod and merry.—New York Trib-
une,

Why “Wedding Breakfast?”

“In all my experience of wedding
breakfasts, 'sald a glest at a wedding,
“l have pever understood why the
feast was called a breakfast and not a
luncheon. Now'I have learned. Itis
from the custom In the Church of Eng-
land, where the bride and bridegroom
always recelve the holy communion be-
fore the ceremony, recelve It fasting
and remain fasting until after the wed-

THE FRENCH SOLDIER

SOME OF THE BRUTALITIES TO WHICH
HE I8 SUBJECTED.

Hasings and Other Puaonishmenis
Which Sometimes End In the Vie-
tim’'s Death That Are Winked at, it
Not Ordered, by the Oficers.

Soldlers in the French army are not
subjected by law to corporal punish-
ment any more than it has been a part
of the regulations governing the Mili-
tary academy at West Point that ca-
dets should “brace” or “qualify” on
molasses and prunes. - Nevertheless
the French soldier is put through d
hazing process which is most severe
and several times has eaused death.
The French soldler 18 known as Picton
or Dumanet, just as the English soldier
Is known as Tommy Atkins, Dumanet
finds when he joins the colors that life
Is not all skittles for a soldier,

The thing which distinguishes the
hazing In the French army from the
hazing {n American colleges and uni-
versities is that it i1s suggested and al-
most ordered by the commissioned offi-
cers. An officer will say to a corporal
or a sergeant, "You have a man here
who has done so and so0,” naming some
trivial offense, more than llkely to be
some neglect of the deference dve to
the officer. “It would do him good if
he were tossed in a blanket.”

The officer turns on his heel and
walks away, while the unfortunate sol-
dier is placed In a blanket, with saber,
spurs, jack boots, bayonets and such
pleasant bedfellows, and the combina-

‘tion s tossed until the hazers are too

tired 'to continve. This Is great sport
for the man's comrades, especlally if
they are half drunk, which they are
likely to be. This diversion has rather
gone out of favor just now, because
several soldlers who bave been tossed
had the bad taste to die after the discl-
pline.

In some of the French barracks a
favorite method of punishment is to
hang the offending soldier up by his
heels and then to spank him with a
sword bayonet. In Alglers, where the
men dre far removed In the outlying
garrisons from the central authority
and at the mercy of thelr tormentors,
they are subjected to many forms of
hazing at the suggestion of the officers.
At one time the “vilo” was much m
favor ameng the hazers {n the Algerian
army of occupation. It consisted in
putting a man In a deep hole made In
the 'shape of a reversed funnel dug by
the Arabs In the ground as a place for
the storage of corn. The unfortunate
man was left there sometimes for days,
with hardly anything to eat or drink
and exposcd all thé time to the beat of
the sun, while at night the place was
cold. Many died from hunger, thirst
or cold, while many others became in-
sane.

The military authortties when they
became aware of these tortures issued
an order prohibiting such a punish-
ment, but it is still practiced In isolated
parts of Algiers where no eye can see
of which the officers are afrald.

Beveral years ago Prince Piguatelll
d'Aragon, a young Spanish noble, ran
away from his home and went to Al
glers to joln the forelgn legion, the
refuge for men “with a past” His
friends announced to the French mill
tary authorities that the prince had
gone to join the legion, but the authori-
ties were able to get no word of his
arrival. At last a soldier suggested
that perhaps a stranger who wandered
into camp and had considerable Aiffi-
culty In speaking French might be the
prince. Theé sergeant to whom the
prince had spoken was drunk at the
time and became annoyed at the Span-
lard’s broken French, so he ordered
that the stranger. be placed In the
“vilo” without mgre ado. Here the
miserable yompg man remained for two
‘days withou¥ eating or drinking, and
then ‘a good natured sentry broke the
rules and gave him food. As soon as
be was rescued from the *“vilo” the
‘young man started for Bpaln, having
most thoroughly reconsidered his de-
termination to enter the celebrated
foreign leglon.

Anothep form of punishment which
used to be popular in Alglers was the
‘carcan.”” A plece of wood, usually
the trunk of a tree, was used. The
man was laid on it, usually bound so
that the middle of his back would be
resting on the wood, with his head and
feet hanging down to the ground. . His
feet were tied to an iron bar and his
hands to another, and, left lying face
upward, he was exposed for hours to
the terrible heat of the sun. Some men
bave survived 12 hours of this torture.

A form of punishment still popular
among the French colonial troops—that
is, popular with those -who inflict it and
not with. those who suffer It—Iis the
“‘crapadine.” It consists of throwing
the man face downward and tying his
wrists and ankles behind his back so
that his wrists and ankles are brought
together.—New York Press.
