than he would have felt in his new 
homein tUe New World. His death 
was not unexpected. On the 17th of 
April last year, MrB. Hutchinson, who 
had been the Captain's faithful helping 
wife for 50 years, died at tbe family 
home in this city. On tbe 17th of July 
following his wife's death, he sailed 
from Montreal for England and there 
remained until tbe time of his death. 

Before he was in England very < long 
his children were informed that their 
father was suffering from a dangerous 
dropsical malady, but the Captain him­
self would not admit that his condition 
was at all serious. His stalwart nature 
would not permit bim to make conces­
sions, even to death's messenger. The 
latter part of February his son, Joseph, 
and his daughter, Mrs. C. C. Bradley, 
went to England and helped care for 
their father until he died, and they will 
probably bring bis body home with 
them for burial in Manchester. 

Captain Hucbinson's life was an 
eventful one. His father was a wealthy 
ship builder and ship owner, of 
Saunderiand, England, and when de­
ceased was but 14 years of age he went 
to sea as a cabin boy on one of his 
father's shipr. For seventeen years 
thereafter he followed the sea, and 
sailed on every ocean and under nearly 
every sky on the globe. He worked 
bis way up by successive stepB .from 
the position of cabin boy to captain In 
the merchant marine service of Great 
Britain. 

In 1850 he married MIbs Elizabeth 
Turner, of London, England, and for 
half a century thereafter they journey­
ed their llfeway together. In 1855 they 
came to this country, and soon there­
after be engaged in the milling business 
with Judge Dyer, at Dyersville. In 
1858, the 'fall before the railroad'was 
built Into Manchester, deceased and 
his family moved here. He engaegd tn 
the mercantile business in this place 
for ten or eleven years, during which 
time be occupied a store across the. 
street from tbe present city building, 
and also a store on tbe lot now occupied 
by CarhBrt & Amsden. Ever since he 
came to Manchester this place has been 
bis home, with the exception of a few 
years following the year 1869, when he 
lived on bis farm a few miles south of 
town. 

Sometime in the seventies he com­
menced to loan money quite extensively, 
and during that decade established the 
present Banking House of Henry 
Hutchinson. During the last 25 years 
of his life he made numerous trips to 
England, crossing the Atlantic.oc^an, 
In all, more than fifty times. Deceased 
owned several farms in tbe counties of 
Delaware and Bu^han^n, and fptdtony 
years was one of Manchester's w^Sltl!. 
lest men. 

Captain Hutchinson was a useful 
citizen, Mid a true type of that ' sturdy 
rice thafhas planted and maintained 
Its standards from - the torrid sifmof 
the tropic* to the frozen? oceans of 
earth's poles. He is survived by four 
children, two sons, Joseph and William 
U. Hutchinson, and two daughters, 
Mrs. C. C. Bradley and MIbs Kibina 
Hutchinson. He also leaves a surviv­
ing brother in England.

About County Bridges. 

A Bremen township subscriber to the 
Democrat asks for information as to 
tbe cost of building tbeBoulting bridge, 
built across Bear Creek about two yeurs 
ago. 

The .Democrat Is always glad to 
have its readers apply to it for infor­
mation on matters-of public interest. 
In this case we are sorry to say that we 
cannot give a satisfactory answer to the 
inquiry. 

The Code of Iowa, Section 442, sub­
division 3, requires the Board ol Super­
visors to keep; 

"A book to tie known as. the "bridge 
book," where a record of bridges .shall 
be kept In numerical order in each cun-
gresBional township, commencing in 
section one, and numbering each bridge; 
give location in fractional parts of 
sectienB; name tbe kind of matt-rial 
used for substructure and superstruc­
ture; give length and cost of bridge, 
and, when repaired to keep a record of 
repairs and charge it to the bridge; and 
warrants drawn in payment for erec­
tion or repairs of bridges shall, indicate 
tbe number of the bridge for which It 
Is used In payment." 

Had this book been kept, we could 
have readily, by refering to it, have 
obtained the Information asked for. 
In UI97 Auditor Stetson procured a 
blank book In compliance with the 
statute above quoted, but it has never 
been used, not a single entry has been 
made in it, and tbe auditor informs us 
that he is not able to give us tbe cost of 
said bridge, there being no record in his 
office which shows its cost. 

It was the custom of. the board for 
many years to advertise for bids for 
tbe construction of all bridges built in 
the county, but that custom, as to 
wooden bridges, was abandoned sever 
al years ago. Now tbe contracts for 
wooden bridges are all let to one man 
D. H. Young was for Beveral years tbe 
county bridge builder, he was succeed­
ed by B. A. Baker, who in turn was 
succeeeed by Gub Barnd who now 
holds that position. The board, bo. the 
Auditor informs ub, claims that these 
bridges cost the county less under tbe 
the present practice, than they , did 
when they were let to the lowest bid­
der. Now tbe usual cost, we are in­
formed, Is about 85:00 per lineal foot. 
Under the former system it is said the 
cost varied, tbe bidderB frequently form 
Ing combines and making tbe cost much 
greater than under the present system. 

Wby the ISoard of Supervisors do not 
comply with the law in having tho 
bridge book kept we do no t know 
That it Is not kept is through no fault
