lies Moints, Iowa. 
The past week brought much cooler 

weather, with an ample supply of rain­
fall in nearly all parts of the state. The 
mean temperature was 2 to 5 degrees 
below normal, and light frosts were, re­
ported in all districts on mornings of 
lltb, 12th, and 13tb. In a few locali­
ties thin ice was in evidence, and pos­
sibly some danger resulted to small 
fruits and vegetables. Generally how­
ever, the damage will bo slight. The 
cool and wet weather nas been slightly 
beneficUl to small grain and grass, and 
these ero|H are now in very satisfactory 
condition. 

Some progress has been made in plow­
ing and planting, though field opera­
tions wyro delayed two or three days by 
wet weather. Reports show that from 
one-third to one-half the corn area has 
been planted, with the Boil generally in 
good tilth. From 0 to 10 days of favor­
able weather will be needed to compete 
this work in all sections. Germination 
has been retardetfdurlng the week, but 
early planted corn is coming up fairly 
well. All reports indicate an increased 
acerage being prepared for corn. The 
general crop outlook is encouraging.

Now York, May 10.—The panic In 
tlic^tock market has subsided. Secur­
ities were all higher. Tho panicky feel-
leg, wlille still noticeable, is subdued. 
It is lelt that the worst lias happened, 
that there will be no more victims to 
the sheer shrinkage In the value of 
stocks aud bonds. The shorts in 
Northern Pacific will settle at 150, as 
arranged by J. P. Morgan & Co., and 
others. 

New York, May 10.—The threaten­
ing condition of affairs which devel­
oped In the stock market Wednesday 
culminated yesterday in one of the se­
verest twists ever experienced in Wall 
street. JXlie corner Mn Northern Pa­
cific was the impelling cause of the 
crisis. Strenuous efforts were made 
by the most powerful financial inter­
ests In the country to avert the threat­
ened trouble, and almost unlimited 
supporting orders were placed In the 
market for tho opening, In anticipa­
tion of the heavy selling which was to 
come. But all precautions proved un­
availing. When Northern Pacific be­
gan selling at 200 and 300 aud 500, 
and even as high as 700 on regular 
transactions, and at 1,000 for cash, the 
appalling possibilities of the forced 
covering of the largest shortages at 
those terms weakened the whole mar­
ket and prices crumbled away with 
the utmost violence during the second 
hour. 

Brokoni Went Just About Wild. 
The volume of the blocks unloaded 

and the reckless disregard of the price 
which they brought were without pre­
cedent in the memory of the oldest 
trader. Thete was a quick rally In 
the market when the announcement 
was made that the contending inter­
ests in Northern Pacific would not re­
quire deliveries of stock at ouce. Pret­
ty -liroad intimations were also thrown 
out that such delivery would not be 
required so long as present conditions 
last. Tho exemption of Northern Pa­
cific from the usual clenrluf; house re­
quirements of delivery still further al­
layed apprehension. The quotations 
of the stock fell hack to 300, both on 
cash and on regular transactions after 
these announcements, and there was 
a scramble to cover on the part of pro­
fessional shorts.

It was 
this fear that led Kuhn, Loeb & Oo., 
ot the Harrlman interests, to seek an 
understanding with Morgan & Co. as 
to the lending of stock to shorts. To 
have loaned without an understanding 
wtis to court the danger of losing the 
stock and possibly the dearly pur­
chased opportunity to control. The 
shorts learned Wednesday that they 
were severely cornered, and made 
frantic efforts to secure stock, and thus 
developed yesterday's wild panic. 

James ,T. Hill, president of the 
Northern Pacific Railroad, took dinner 
with his son at the Metropolitan club 
last evening. When seen concerning 
the struggle In the stock market he 
said-: "When I have spoken at all I 
have tried to make people understand 
that I have had nothing at all to do 
with these market transactions. I 
have .been busy all day long buying 
locomotives for the road. I have not 
been in the street, and I have neither 
bought nor sold a share of Northern 
Pacific stock."

The state of excitement was very 
apparent all through the financial dis­
trict during the period of the panic, 
but there were few sensational scenes, 
Now and then a white-faced woman 

'would peer from a cab outside a brok­
er's office, and would be driven oft In a 
fainting condition after receiving a 
message from the Interior. The real 
stress of the occasion came upon the 
men who were shut up in either their 
private offices, or those of brokers who 
were struggling, and even fighting, on 
the floor of the "exchange. In the 
brokers' offices sat many men who 
were reduced to absolute ruin us a re­
sult of fifteen minutes' proceedings on 
the stock exchange. Some of these 
had bi'eu made opulent within a few 
weeks past as a result of the unparal­
leled rise of prices. 

With the true gambling spirit, they 
had replaced all their winning In new 
ventures 011 each successful turn. Yes 
tirday's drop, therefore, wiped them 
all out. In many cases one could see 
the gambler's fortitude with which the 
chances of gain were accepted. But 
the glittering attraction of this mar 
ltet has brought into It a constantly in 
creasing assortment of more staid aud 
lnuxpu-ionced speculators—men and 
women who have brought long-stand­
ing hoards from secret places and 
from savings bank deposits with the 
determination to make one successful 
stroke and then retire with the pro 
ccotfn. The demonstrations from this 
class, which includes many women 
speculators, furnished the hysterical 
•cones and sensations of the day.

It was a verynotable fact that 
throughout the most acute period of 
yesterday's disturbance there was 
nothing heard to hulk-ate doubt of the 
sound and prosperous conditions of in-
dustry and business at large in the 
country.
