Pure Bred Oalves.

Discussing the subject of calf raising
at the recent session of the Ohio Dalry-
men's association, L. S. McClelland,
dealing with the calf from the stand-
point of a cheese factory patron, accord-
ing to The National Stockman, said
that he prefers spring calves and if they
are not strong and all right thinks the
owner would make money by giving
them away rather than by trying to
raise them. The dam and calf should
be kept quiet for awhile after birth.
Keep the calf on cow for two weeks,
meantime teaching it to eat a little
grain, At 2 weeks substitute whey for
part of ration and gradually increase
until at 4 weeks leave off milk,
Too many dairymen think that a
dairy cow must be starved as a calf
He had seen some that looked as if
they had been raised on fresh air and
God’s love.
In the discussion following Mr, Rice
stated that most of the calves ralsed on
whey by his patrons, were Shorthorns
which ultimately went to feeders, who
now prefor  whey .raised calves. . Pas-
Houriesd whey is

They. feed lhom

fashioned  article.
and a little oilmeal ‘in connection with
whey. Some use oats unground. He
likes rye meal better than anything he
has tried; finds the calves eager for
pasteurized whey, whereas had to force
them to' eat unpasteaurized; heats to
155 or 160 degrees and doesn’t cool it.
John Fippin of Galloway discussed
the same subject from the standpoint
of a milk producer. Most milk sellers
think it too expensive to raise calves.
He thinks they are right if the calves
are not sired by a good dairy bred bull.
Give dway the weaklings—raise good
ones or none. Give good shelter and
lot to run in. He prefers to have them
come January 1 to March 1; then they
g0 to grass in good shape. Leave cow
and calf together till milk becomes
good, four or five days, then put cow in
stall and calf in crate and set behind
her a roomy crate wherein the calf can
lie down.

Give calf about two quarts of milk at
a feed, teaching it to drink, which is
easlly done in crate, and after calf
learns to drink make half ratfon skim-
milk, teaching it to eat grain, and In
five days give all skimmilk, Feed milk
at 90 degrees. Feed in stanchions after
this, keeping ecalves in stanchions
till mouths are dry after feeding. If
calves are to be milk producers, don’t
let them get too fat. Give skimmilk
and grain till 6 months old. Can raise
& better dairy calf this way tuan on
whole milk, Always feeds skimmilk
sweet,

Mr, Balley feeds calves in stalls, shut-
ting them in while feeding, which pre-
vents some hogging the whole mess.
He has narrow stalls, arranged so he
can shut in a number of calves by a
lever and as easily release them. Calves
a week old will learn to eat hay it kept
with older calves. Flaxseed jelly, a
handful in each feed, he has found
valuable for calves.

President Stratton thought calves
should® be developed for the purpose
which they are to serve at maturity.
Develop a calf into a dairy animal by
tralning it to eat liberally of protein
foods, avolding fatness,

Professor Hunt discussed this theory,
stating that it was theory only, though
a reasonable one, but exact data are
lacking. Oalves are often asked to eat
too much skimmilk; must have rough-
ness as well as milk and grain,

Mr, Johnson gives his calves 8 to 10
pounds skimmilk at a feed, all the hay,
straw, silage and bran they want, and
raises good dairy animals, He keeps
Holstelns and supplies hotels, clubs
and public institutions.

Mr, Devol advocates bran and had
records to back hig assertions, Calves
(Jerseys) gained 50 to 57 pounds in 30
days, beginning at 5 weeks old. Costs
$25 to 830 to raise a yearling, but cheap-
er to raise them well than to have
somebody else to do 80 at $12 to 814,
Calves raised by others were stunted
and timid, not in the habit of eating
liberal quantities, Keeps them In
stable all the time till a year old and
prefers not to pasture. Some creamery
men reported that their patrons pre-
ferred pafteurized ekimmilk; others
the reverse, Don’t feed sour and sweet
milk alternately, better feed sweet all
the time,

i The Cow.

We learn from sacred history and
books of anclent writers that the Ccow,
like the ox, originally was used solely
for agricultural purposes, at least for
many hundred years, perhaps before
her milk was used as u product for
household consumption. It is gener-
ally believed also, that the cow, like the
deer, buffalo’ moose and elk, gave only
suflicient milk to rear her young, from
which we see what a wonderful degree
of improvement has taken place, when
8 slngle animul {8 nowsduys made to
produce 100 pounde (50 quarts) of milk
in a single duy, or 100 pounds of butter
in & month; or ugaln, when & cow has
averaged over her vwn weight In milk
every month for s year. When we con
sider the original inferior uncesiry of
theee animals, thuse results are some-
thing marvelous

Care,climatic influences,svlection, mat-
Ing and food have been the causer, and
of these, food has played the principal
partin produciog improvements., Man,
by selecting und mutiug has taken ad-
vantage of the varlations produced by
food, or the nbnoormal characteristics,
and has gradually molded und fashion-
ed an animsl to suit his taste and ideals
as to greater production, as well as
greater beauly and symmetry of fcrm.

Profit on One Oow.

F, H, Schribner of Rosendale, Wis.,
tells in American Cultivator how he
managed and fed the Jersey cow Ida of
Glendale, with the cost of food and
record for a year. She came fresh Oct.
20, having been dry 62 days, About a
month before she was due to calve he
began to give her five pounds of bran
a day, wnh all the hay and corn en-
silage she/would eat. As soon as he
dared he began to increase her teed,
adding toghe bran a mixture ot two
parts grognd vats to one part gluten
feed untifshe was eating five pounds
of bran, elght pounds ground oats and
four poumh ¢lnteu. On this she did
not seem to gain or lose any flesh,
Having ihlo ration 180 days, she ate
1,440 pounds of the oats, costing $10.80,
and 720 pounds of gluten, costing 85.40.
During the year she ate 1,825 pounds of
bran, costing $12.75, one ton of clover
hay worth 87 and six tons corn ensilage
valued at 89. Add to these items 20
weeks in pasture at 25 cents a week, 85,
and the cost of & year’s keeping was
$49.25. She gave 134748 pounds of
milk that made 740 pounds of bulter
worth 20 cente & pound, 8148, leaving
profit ovt cost of food $98.75,

WHERE COLORS COME FROM

Africa lu A Bird Whose Plamage
Wﬂl Not “Wash.”

Ll ,gohdﬂml .his life to tho
"lﬂ)ﬂy 1ts -remarkable
phases occaalonllly COmes ACTVES some
queer facts,” recently =ald the senfor
.partner of a well known (irin of artists’
eolor men. ‘*“The printing of a newspa-
per color supplement sets thousands of
unsuspected tollers in motion. The nat-
ural earth of Sienna and Umbrla, in It-
aly, produces the raw colors, and the
same material fused the familiar ‘burnt
slenna’ and ‘burnt umber.’ “Turkey red’
gomes from the Indian madder plant.
‘Oarmine’ and the ‘lakes’ are squeezed
cochineal. ‘Sepia’ is, of course, taken
from the cuttlefish. ‘Gamboge’ is the
yellow sap of a Siamese tree. 'Ultra-
marine’ Is, or should be, made from the
priceless lapls lazull, while ‘prussian
blue,’ which was stumbled upon by ac-
cldent, 1s the burat product of horses'
hoofs and impure potassium carbonate.
‘India Ink’ Is made In China, ‘blue
black’ I8 the charcoal of the vine stalk
and ‘bister’ is made from ordinary
wood ashes.

“As you are probably aware, the dis-

tinguishing feature of Indla Ink is its
refusal to ‘run’ when subsequently cov-
ered with tinted washes. It is what the
drapers call a ‘fast’ color, and for this
reason Is exclusively employed by en-
gineers, draftsmen and others.
“Most persons Imagine that all nat-
ural colors, such as those of birds’
plumage, are ‘fast’ This is erroneous.
The well known African touraco (plan-
tain eater) I8 a case In point. If this
bird 1s caught in a shower of rain, the
brilllant crimson found in his plumage
will ‘run,’ leaving the erstwhile crim-
son feathers a species of dirty white,
notwithstanding that his green feath-
ers will remain perfectly ‘fast.’ Inquiry
into this curious ‘running’ trait reveals
a marvelous provision of nature. A
careful analysis of the crimson feath-
ers shows that the brilllant coloring is
due to the presence of a large quantity
of copper.”—Fiber and Fabric.

HARD TO PURCHASE.,

Peculiar Red Ribhom of the
French Legion ot Honor,

The pecullar red ribbon which mem-
bers of the Legion of Honor of France
are entitled to wear s to be had in
New York at one establishment, which
{8 ‘naturally sought out by Americans
honored with this decoration. But
they never have the satisfaction of get-
ting the ribbon until the firm that has
the exclusive sale of it has recelved
official notice that the persons applying
have the right to display it.

“I know It sald one of the clerks
the other day to a would be purchaser
of the ribbon. *“I know that you are a
member of the leglon and have a right
to buy the ribbon, because 1 read your
name in the paper and know who you
are. But we have tlot recelved official
notification of your appointment and
you have not your diploma. 8o I could
not sell you any of it.

‘We had to make this rule first be-
cause the French government required
it of us when we recelved the agency,
but we also realize the necessity of it
All kinds of persons who have no right
to this ribbon try to get hold of it. All
of them pretend when they find that
we sell it only to persons entitled to
wear it elther that they are members
of the legion or that they are buying it
on behalf of persons who do belong to
the order, The ribbon is not like any
other, and we know that if any of this
ribbon i bought in New York that it
comes from us. For thatreason we are
particular to the extent of requiring
documentary proof from every appll-
cant unless we have recelved official
notification of his right to wear it."—
New York Sun. o

ARTISTS WHO DEVOTE THEIR TAL-
ENT TO ADVERTISING PURPOSES.

Some of Them Have Had Years of
Tralning In Drawing and Color
Work, and Some Have Studied In
Famous Old World Ateliers,

Although the vivid advertisements of
the excellences of foods, ointments,
clothing, all mechanical appliances
known to man and a thousand other
things never dreamed of (n the philoso-
phy of a hundred years ago are contin-
ually catching the eye and possibly
shocking the artistic sensibilities of the
beholder, few of the ordinary observers
glve a moment’s question to the mak-
ers of advertisements. The advertis-
Ing craze has grown of late to such
huge and unlovely proportions that any
brief account fails to explain its work-
ings. The office of a large advertising

; concern s one of the busiest places in

town. Artists are constantly appear-
ing with designs for the firm, a small
army of men with paint pots and brush-
es are hovering about waliting to be
sent out, and everywhere are gay evi-
dences of the results of all this labor.

“Who are the men that paint these
‘heroic’ plctures one sees on unused
walls and' lofty fences?” asked a re-
porter of one of the men who keeps
these subordinates busy.

“They are not the people you think
them, I fancy,” was the answer. “In-
stead of belng daubers, with about the
abllity necessary to wicld a whitewash
brush, our best men are real artists.
By this I mean ‘that many of them
have had years of training in drawing
and color work. Several of them have
studied abroad in the atellers of well
known men. A man whom I saw paint-
ing & head on a wall yesterday is a
night instructor in a Brooklyn art
school. Recently one of our men paint-
ed on a large wall the biggest portrait
ever attempted. He had studled five
years in the Paris art schools.”

“Why do they take up this work?”

“The other doesn't pay. It's a case
of ‘commerclalism in art’ They find
that they can't make the real thing
pay, so they come to this common
calling. There's money in it. Why,
our star painters get $50 a week, The
daubers, who put In backgrounds,
don’'t earn more than $10 or $15 a
week.”

The men who paint the designs In
various | ible and picuous
places have with them small coples
‘of the designs to be reproduced. Long
experience makes them expert In ac-
curately tracing the design upon the
chosen surface, Although the familiar
advertisements scattered over the city
seem exactly allke and one face seems
the exact counterpart of another, yet
closer inspectlon will show varlous
points of difference. In the case of a
yery famlllnr plcture which is display-
ed from one’end of the United States
40 the other..xhen it ‘was first brought
out one man was hired. for the sole

and to do this he traveled from Mafne
to Cailfornia.

“Not the least of our difficulties,”
said the advertising man, “is finding
places to put our signs. We hire men
who da nothing else but go about and
obtain permlssion from owners to put
up blllboards on thelr premises, uso
a vacant wall or decorate a fence or a
roof. It ueeds great tact to do this.
When there are objections, they must
be overcome, and after this Is done
the owner often gets the idea that his
avallable space I8 worth thousands of
dollars to us and to him. The expe-
riences of advertising men among
farmers and tramps would make a
mighty Interesting book.”

“Why do you say tramps?"’

“Oh, the tramps are our worst ene-
mies. They bulld fires behind our
billboards and burn them or else tear
them down out of sheer wantonness."

When asked about the price a blank
brick wall In a consplcuous part of
New York would bring to Its owner if
he let it for advertising purposes, the
advertisiug man laughed and sald he
could not tell that, but be did not mind
saying that he was now paylng $6,000
a year rent for a wall In the middle of
the shoppling district. *“This Is not an
unusual sum to pay,” he added, “for
such prominent positions.”

Advertising firms are liberal sub-
scribers to all art magazines, particu-
larly to those French art periodicals
which display the newest drawings of
the still popular poster. The Ideas of
‘the forelgn artists are taken freely and
converted Into gaudy designs for ad-
vertising the latest song or n new cigar
without the least compensation, since,
as lbe advertisers assert. American
{deas ‘are assimilated abroad just as
unceremoniously.
~*Not all the large reproductions of fig-
ures and faces on our streets and along
the roof tops are handwork. Many of
them are machine made. By a process
akin to that of making lithographs ma-
chines bave been Invented to lay the
colors automatically. The finished
product, quite devold of personality,
presents accurately a copy of the work-
ing design.—New York Post.
