States depurtment of agriculture, di-
vision of entymology. It was known
throughout the west and south west as
early as 1880. In 1894 living specimens
were received at the department in
Washington from two localities in
Pennsylvania, and shortly before this
time it had made its appearance in this
state, The box elder tree is the nor-
mal food of the species and the circular
referred to says that the bug will grad-
ually gain the wide spread distribution
of this tree, and as, when very numer-
ous, its capacity for damaging ripened
fruit has been shown, it may eventually
become a species of considerable econ-
omic importance. During the winter
the adult insect hibernstes in all sorts
of localities, It is especially abundart
in fences and crevices between the
stones of stone walls, When spring
opens and the buds of the box elder be-
gin to burst, they scatter from their hi-
bernating places and seek there food
plant. In many sections they have be-
come & plague, They enter houses, and
clothing and beds, The circular issued
by the department says: “Spraying the
trees in the early part of the eeason with
kerosene emulsion will result in death
of a few immature individuals, When
they crowd together in the fall upon
the trunks of the trees, they can be
readily destroyed with hot water, A
little industrious work at this time of
the year will reduce the number of in-
sects 8o greatly that little damage need
I be feared from them for the following

Rape For Brood Sows,

My experience with Dwarf Essex
rape last year may be of interest to
some of your readers residing in this
state, writes C, B. Jones of Minnesota
in Prairie Farmer. I selected a rather
low piece of meadow land, composed of
timothy sod, plowed it about six inches
deep, then harrowed it until I had it
fine enough for an onion bed and so it
would retain the moisture, as the first
of the season was very dry and hot, I
sowed the rape seed in drills, about two
feet apart, at the rate of about 2i¢
pounds to the acre, using the Dwarf
Essex seed. I think the drill should be
from 2!¢ to 3 feet apart. The better
the land the wider the space should be
between the drills, as rape, like most
other plauts, grows more rank on heavy
801l than on thin.

As 1 stated in the begining of this
article, the soll was dry when I sowed
theseed. I put it In sbout an inch
deep, then rolled it until it was firm,
The seed, which resembles ruta baga
seed, came up in a few days, the young
plants resembling ruta pagas very much,
but I never saw ruta pagas or any other
plants make such a growth. After the
rains came it grew about 21¢ feet high
and covered the space between the
drills completely. I comnienced feed-
ing it as soon as it was a foot high and
fed it until Oct, 20, principally to nogs
which I had in a lot near by.

They ate it greedily and made a rap-
id growth. I also fed same to the milk
cows in the fall, but they did not seem
to relish it as the hogs did, owing po:-
ibly to the abundance of other green
feed at that time. 1 do not think it a
desirable forage for milk cows, as it
imparts to the milk that undesirable
flavor that turnip tops give 1t. 1 have
never found its equal as a succuleut
food for brood sows and growing pigs.
It is necessary to keep the ground well
cultivated between thedrills until the
plants are a foot or more high.

Making Cheese at Home,
Mrs. J. A. Reeher, Oregon,

It seems strange to me that farmers’
wives no longer make the cheese used
in their families. I make all the
cheese in uee and sell all I can spare to
campers and city folks, It is no more
work to make a 10 or 121b cheese thun
it is to make that much good butter.
Here are plain directions so anyone can
make a good cheese with the ordinary
utensils found in a farm house:

Put your boller on the stove and tlll
it with milk, You can save more than)
one mlilking i1f necessary, but he sure it
is sweet and with all the cream stirred
into it. Heat the milk to 0 degrees,
stirring it all thetime, Remove to &
table and stir thoroughly through it one
small teaspoon of liquid rennet, Cover
and let it alone for 15 or 20 minutes
when the curd will be set. Then take a
long, very thin strip of wood and cut
the curd into inch squares. Again
cover and leave for half an hour, till the
whey rises to the top of the curd, Now
take a plece of cheesecloth and spread
over curd, and with a cup dip off all
the whey you can. During the process,
turn the curd over and keep pressing it
down until it is 8 hard crumbly mase
resembling Dutch cheese, Be slow and
careful, or you will lose much cream. It
takesalmost an hour to dip the whey
off properly, and get the curd into the
right condition.

When this is done, have a washtub
nearly half filled wifh hot water. I’ut
your boiler, with the curd in it, into the
tub and keep stirring the curd with
your hands until it is heated up to 110
degrees, Then cover closely and keep
it at this heat until a bit of curd
squeaks when you put it between your
teeth. Mix two heaping tablespoonfulls
of salt through the curd, tilt the boiler
and pour off all the whey you can.
Then put a piece of cheesecloth over
your hoop—a steamer makes a good hoop
—and pack the curd carefully into it.
Arrange the cloth smoothly over the
top and put a board which fits snugly
inside over it. The best way is to haye
a hoop made of galvanized iron, 8 in
across and ten in, deep is 8 good size.

Pile heavy weights, on the cheese,

the more the better. Take it out and

{ turn it the next day, then put it back
under the weight and leave another day.
Then tako it out of the hoop, bandage
it and grease it all over with butter,
Putitinacool room and turn every
day., Keep well greased and no {lies
will bother it. If mold forms, scrape
it off and grease again. In five weeks
it will be good, and will keep on getting
belter for three months if kept in a
cool place, ae warmth soon makes it
turn strong,

Rosen and Turks.
