There {8 no such thing as silence in
this world, It is an Impossibility. That
is partly the reason why sclence has en-
abled us to see it.

The explanation of the paradox Is
this: Sllence, as we understand it, sim-
ply means that there are sounds too
delieate or too loud for the ear to regls-
ter. In other words, when we can't
hear anything we call that condition
“gllence.” But wherever you are there
are sounds around you.

An instrument has
been Invented that will cateh these
sounds and permit of the vibrations be-
ing represented pictorially on n screen,
and In that way you may see silence
and properly understand what it
means.

By comparing the pictures of noises
with those of that condition of things
known as silence we gain an idea of the
difference between a nolsy night, for
Instance, and one when “absolute si-
lence reigns,” as the novelist puts it. It
Is rather surprising to find so much dis-
turbance at the time when everything
appears to be perfectly quiet.—Pear-
son's Weekly.

The
length of line and the short distance
from the point of descent after being
struck at which the whale rose to the
surface was a proof of the depth to
which it had dragged the boat.

Only part of the boat came up again
at the end of the line, and it was taken
on board when the whale had been
killed. That plece of wood was so
hard that it would not burn In a gas
jet, The welght of water bad com-
pressed it.—London Standard.

ff REVOLVER WOUNDS.

More Dangerous, For Many Reasons,
Than Those of the Rifie,

Wounds in civil life differ from those
in military Jife in the greater after dan-
ger of septic Involvement. Revolver
cartrldges are more llable than are
rifle cartridges to bave been handled
frequently, to have been carried In
dirty pockets and to have come In con-
tact with varvious forms of Infectious
materials that may prove of serlous
consequence when burled in the tis-
sues. Moreover, revolver cartridges
are covered with a coating of grease,
and tnls encourages an accumulation
of manifold microble material, some of
which may prove to be of virulently
Infectious nature.

Rifle bullets are practically always
stertlized by the Intense heat developed
by the powder at the moment of thelr
discharge. Thelr rapid progress through
the alr while In a heated condition still
further serves to cleanse them of any
extraneous material that may chance
to have accumulated on thelr surfaces.
This cleansing process Is very effectu-
ally begun by the rifling of the rifle
barrel through which the bullet forces
its way.

All these favorable factors are lack-
Ing In the cease of the revolver bullet,
and so It Is possible that In any given
case such a bullet may carry Infectious
material with It Into the tissues. If
this were in small amount, nature
might effectually wall It off and no se-
rious consequences result. On the oth-
er hand, such infectious material might
lle seemingly dormant for days, but
really slowly gathering strength by
multiplication, and when Iits toxlns
were elaborated In sufliclent amount
they might paralyze protective chemo-
taxls and produce a septic condition.—
New York Medical News.
