Substitute Fuels.

The question ot cheaper fuel, in this
climate, with anthracite coal at 88.25
8 ton, is always Interesting; and we
were forcibly struck, a few days ago
with the remark of a prominent local
fuel dealer, to the effect that the people
of the northwest were very largely
wasting one of the most valuable sub-
stitute fuels convenient to their land.
This, he went on to 8aY, was wheat
straw, which contalns more heat units,
weight for weight, than lignite or any
of the inferior kinds of coal, and could
be inexpensively compressed into bri-
quettes for convenient use,

The value of straw for fuel has been
demonstrated by its use in making
steam in the power bollers of threshing
machines. With a large fire-box it can
be used to good advantage by simply
twisting it Into ropes or tielng it into
compact bundles; but it is evident that
It would be much more effective for
household use if compactly. pressed by
hydraulic or steam power into brick-
shaped chunks of convenient size. Itis
also highly probable that its value a8
fuel might be greatly increased by mix-
g it with cheap crude or fue! oil,

It will be remembered that in the
early pioneer duy the prairie farmers
used Lo keep warm by burning hay. It
was the days before the railroads were
coavenient enough to bring in coul or
wood, and before the whea crop was
large. Special stoves with immense
lire boxes were constructed, with a
welght pressing upon the hay from the
top to keep it compact and prevent {t
from burning too rapidly. It was
clalmed that fire could be kept in these

The Personal Eleme in Farming.

Our readers can call tmind & num-

ber of their acquaintams, who, with

apparently the same Byantages and

opportunities, have wide varied suc-
cess In their farming Opeéitions. Their
lands may be of the same uality, lying
side by side, the bulldin; much the
same, anl yet one man kcceeds and
adds farm to farm, anojer merely
makes a living, and anothergoes back

from year to year until finay from a
lsndowner he becomes s tqant, and
from a tenant, & hired hand.

Esach haa apparently thelame op-
portunity, the same rotation, ge same
kind of s farm,and the same slimate,
yet one succeeds, another barel: holds
his own, and another fails, Iiis the
same in every other line of buiness.
Three merchants start side by sid\; one
gets rich, another holds his ovn or
gets ahead but a little, another !ails,
The only difference is the personal ele-
ment,

It is generally to be found that the
man who takes delight in his work,
takes a hopeful view of things, is not
given to grumbling or kicking, takes
things as they come, adapls himselt to
them or makes the best of Wem, stih
looking for better, is the man wha gye.
ceeds, while the man who does not ap-
Ply himself to the business, does ne
study, takes a dispondent view, be-
comes a Kicker or pesimist, falls, It is
not 80 much in the farm,not so much
n the rotation, not 8o much in the
man’s family, as in himself,

10 faimiug, 88 L everything else, we
are largely the architects of our own
fortunes; we are mainly what we make
ourselves. Good luck is usually good
managemsnt; bad luck, bad msnage-
ment. The man who imugines that his
nelghbors are trying to get the advan-
tage of him, or that the world le against
him, seldom succeeds, nor does he de-
serve to succeed.

Making aHotbed,

A correspondeny writes usking for
gome information /o regard to making
& hotbed, when tg put the manure in,
etc. To make a hotbed, first select a
situation Lhat isprotected on the north
and west. Muyte an excavation about
two feet deop, Six feet wide and as long
a8 is necessar/ to give the room desired,
Set stakes hylf the length of a board
apuart and beard up the excavation from
the bottow to eighteen inches above
the surfacs on the north side, and nine
inches abgve on the south side. Then
take the /manure, horse manure being
best andthat made by shesp next, and
pile it 1a & conicul ‘plle until fermenta-
tion has set up all through it. In order
that the spores of fermentativn may be
equally distributed, it should be forked
over and well mixed, and it will proo-
ably be necessary to do this & number
of imes, If a quantity of forest leaves
can be obtained, especially when they
have been used as bedding aiout the
stable, it will be & good ides 10 mix an
equal quantity of them with the ma-
nure, If the manure heate to rapidly
It must:be tramyed solid; if vot rapily
¢nough loosen it up. As soon as fer-
mentation has been established through-
out the mass equally it is ready to go
into the hotbed. Fill the excavation
with the manure to within six inches of
the top and let the fermentation be-
come quite active. Then tramp it
down and cover with six inches of good
rich soll made of one-third compost and
two-thirds good loam of rotted turf,
Then cover with the sash, which must
nave been provided to fit, and let the
soil become quite warm by fermenta-
tion 8o that all the weed seede near the
surface will germinate. When they
have germinated take off the ssash, rake
lightly to destroy the weeds, put the
sash on and the bed is ready for use,
RRemember that the heat must be con-
trolled by making the manure more or
less solld, according as the fermenta-
tion 18 more or less active. Tramping
will decrease and loosening will incresse
the fermentation and the consequent
beat. Dear fn mind also that plants
grown in the hotbed must be hardened
off by gradual expoeure to outdoor con-
ditlons before they are transplanted.—
Homestead.

Range Cattle Falling Off.

Only about 140,000 head of cattle
from the western ranges reached Chl-
cago last year, This is the smallest
number received in twenty yeurs, belng
6,000 less than last year. The high tide
of the range cattle trade was reached in
1805 when 430,526 head were received.

This is pot a surprise to those who have
been familiar with the great change
that was taking place in the west, Far-
ther and farther west has the man with
the hoe gone each year, encroaching on
the range and driving the cattlemen off
his old range grounds. As Irrigation
becomes more general under the care of
the government, this will still further
curtsll the ranges, and the range cattle
will continue to become less and less
each year until as range cattle they will
be a history, And cattle ralsed and fed
on the small farms and ranches will
take their place. They will probably
never get back to theoid range number,
but they will produce a much better
grade of cattle which will probably
bring a8 much money to the western
country ae did the old range days.
These figures mean much to the cattle
raisers of the corn belt, and they must
supply the shortsge from the farms of
the western states. It means a greater
demand for food cattle at a much high-
er price, And the cattle raisers should
improve their stock and get better
blood, 80 as to reap Lhe advantages
which this changed condition will cer-
tainly bring to them.—Prairie Farmer,

MERIDIAN OF GREENWICH.

An. English Town Which Is the

Hendquarters of Father Time.
Greenwich, as an English town, is
nothing very remarkable, but as the
headquarters of Father Time it is the
most important spot on the earth. Its
tim&is in every longitude of the globe,
and ‘every land, excepting Spain, Por-
tugel and Russia, measures the hours
from its meridian. No navigator on
duty 18 without Greenwich time in
sight, and exery town and geographi-
cal point {8 ktown by its distance east
or west from the Greenwich observa-
tory.

Ask the time, amd the answer is al-
ways in even howxg ahead or behind
Greenwich or else 'the exact Green-
wich time, In Great Britain, Belgium
and Holland you get the Greenwich
time. One hour before Greenwich time
rules in Germany, Ausiria-Hungary,
Denmark, Italy, Sweden, Norway and
Switzerland.

Two hours ahead of Greenwich is
adopted in Bulgaria, Roumania and
Turkey in Europe. Eight hours ahead
of Greenwich applies in the Philip-
pines. Nine hours before the Green-
wich time is used in Australia.

Ten hours ahead of Greenwich is offi-
cial/in Victorla, Queensland and Tas-
wajla, The United States, Canada and
Metico have adopted the fitth, seventh
ard eighth hours after, %

There Are Two Kinds of Mustard.

There are two varieties of mustard
—black and white. Black mustard is
the most valuable for commercial pur-
poses. Its seeds are very minute,
weighing not more than one-fiftieth of
a grain each, Its pungent taste is
caused by an essential oll. This oll
can, like fruit flavors, be exactly iml-
tated by the chemists. Both as a table
condiment and as a medicine mustird
has been known from a very remote
perlod.

As now found In our grocery stores
this splce conslsts of white and blawk
mustard seeds, wmixed and ground fine.
The white mustard keeps better than
the black varfety and {8 not so bitter.
A good deal of the mustard sold is
adulterated, sometimes with wheat
flour, but more often with tumeric, the
pulverized root of a common East In-
dian plant.

Buch candlies as peanut brittle are far
less Injurious than fancy mixtures, as
they are made by simply melting sugar
and are without aclds. Acid In the
presence of heat splits ordinary sugar
into two forms, dextrose and levulose.
These are both deadly sweets and much
more prone to fermentation than real
sugar. This is the reason why so many
lousewives cannot make good cranber-
ry or other jelly.
