A reader of The Commoner asks for
an explanation of the initiative ana ref-
erendum. The phruse is used to de-
scribe a system employed in some for-
eign countrles, especially Switzerland,
to some extent in this country, whereby
the people can, first, by petition compel
the submission of a question, and sec-
ond, secure by petition a chance to vote
upon a measure before it becomes effec-
tive, The initiative refers to the first
process, and the referendum to the sec-
ond, Thesystem was indorsed in the last
democratic national platform and has
been indorsed by the democratic party
in a number of states. It has been in-
dorsed by the populist party and is ad-
vocated by most labor organizations,
The principle of the referendum is al-
ready recognized by the submission of
constitutional amendments, bond issnes,
connty seat removals and other import-
ant questions, to popular vote, The in-
itiative part of the system is also pro-
vided for on certain questions. There 18
& growing sentiment in favor of the ap-
plication of the initiative and referen-
dum because it protects the people trom
misrepresentation at the han is of their
public servants and makes the govern-
ment more responsive to the wishes of
the people.—The Commoner.

The Boer Peace Propositions.
The terms of peace proposed by the
Boer delegates in Holland as a basis for
negotiation in South Africa, and now
under consideration at the Klerkdorp
cenference by Messrs, Steyn, Schalk-
burger and Reitz, are perhaps at the
moment the chief subject of interest to
the whole world. They have not been
officially stated, but the Edinburgh
Evening News prints upon what it
claims to be good authority a series of
tentative propositions. The more posi-
tive and definite of these follow:
Confiscated property to be returned
to owners; private property destroyed
or taken to be pald for; state debts of
the republics up to the date of Lord
Robert’s annexation to be recognized;
the language question to be agreed up-
on later; amnesty for “rebels;” releace
of political prisoners; a fixed date for
the return of war prisoners; friendly

of the terms of peace finally agreed
upon.

There I8 nothing in these conditions
which Great Britain ought not to be
willing to accept, though London hot-
heads who never saw a warlike shot
fired may complain of granting terms to
the Cape Colonists In the Boer ranks,
But the most significant of these pro-
posals ia the statement of the Boer dele-
gates that they will not make absolute
independence the main issue if a satis-
factory arrangement can be reached for
the future government of the iwo states,
Surely when so much is conceded the
British must in their turn display the
far-seelng stateemanship of generosity
and bring to a close this dismal chapter
writ in fire and blood in the history of
South Arica.—N. Y, World.

Timely Stock Notes.

It is & good plan to have helfers drop
thelr first calf at abont two years old.

Good corn silage is highly relished by
stock, and is an economical food for fat-
tening steers,

Pulp roots or mangels, carrots, sugar
beets and the like should form a part
of each day’s winter feed.

Weed out the poor cows, sheep and
towls. They area source of loss contin-
ually, and good for nothing when spring
comes,

A ration of three parts of corn ensi-
lage, by weight, with one part of oat
straw, is adapted to maintain health in
the animal,

The temperature of the stable has
much to do with the fattening of the
beef animal or the quantity of milk
from a milch cow.

If the heifer is to freshen in the
spring, feed her well in the early wirter.
Add four quarts of bran daily to the
coarse fodder,

As the heifer nears the time of drop-
ping the calf give her a little corn meal
in addition to above and a little linseed
meal to keep digestion free.

At am experiment station in Canada
it was shown that an average two-year-
old steer would eat its welght in differ-
ent materials in about two weekes.
Don’t keep the cows in milk the year
around. They should have a month's
vacation at least, and if you can arrange
to have that month In August, do so.
It's fly time then.

1n raising calves for the dairy, com-
mence with the breeding.

Usually wean such calves from their
dams when five days old.

If horses have pin worms, try an in
jection of soapsuds and weak tobacco
tea night and morning.

When a bull’s hair is rough and looks
dead, feed a good quality of oilcake and
card him thoroughly.

Beware of disease if yon buy sheep or
swine from a distance that have passed
through stock yards and have heen
transported in the cars.

- For wounds from barbed wire, apply
carbolic acid, one part, with lard, eight
parts, Cleanse the wound first. Then
substitute another sort of fence.

Grow Early Corn This Year.

We have never heretofore advocated
the planting of the earliest varieties of
corn, by which we mean the smaller
and therefore earlier varieties than
those which produce their best develop-
ment in a given location. This year we
think it advisable for several reasons
First, corn is likely to range from 50
cents to 05 cents per bushel on the farm
all over the corn growing sections until
the new crop is ready to feed. Any corn,
therefore, that can be grown fit for feed-
ing before the ordinary crop comes In
will be worth the price of old corn, It
is really better to grow thirty bushels
of Pride of the North, or Longfellow
Dent, or any other early variety of corn
worth 50 cents & bushel than it is to
grow fifty bushels of field corn worth 30
cents per bushel. These early varieties
if planted somewhat thickly and early
will produce more than thirty bushels.
We have known them to produce fifty
and even sixty bushels, Therefore, we
would say to grow some of these early
varleties because bushel for bushel they
are almost certain to be worth more
money.

The second reason is that we nearly
always have a shortage of pasturo in
July and August. It will, therefore,
pay dairymen especlally who want to
maintain the flow of milk during this
dry season and through the rest of the
year to provide themselves with some
good, substantial early feed.

The third reason is that if the farmer
has to buy corn at fifty cents per bushel,
his pigs are not likely to get the benefit
of it, whereas If he can grow it be will
be able to make a growth on shoats that
will enable bim to put them on the mar-
ket at the high prices usually prevailing
in August and September, whereas if he
had to buy the corn he wouldn’t get them
in condition until November and at the
lowest prices to which packers can de-
press the market, We, therefore, sug-
gest to dairymen who wish to supple-
ment short pastures that they plant as
