Milk Fever. h 

We are now approaching* the period 
of the year when some of the very best 
cows on the farm are liable to die sud 
denly from milk fever, a disease which 
has taken off the majority of the phe­
nomenal butter and milk producers of 
the United States. This disease sel 
dom occurs in helters under three years 
old, seldom in a poor milker, and 
generally from a few hours to three or 
four days after the birt(R>f the calf. 

The symptoms are mainly nervous, 
The cow becomes excited, moves 
around the pasture as if in palD, lies 
down and gets up again, turns her head 
to one side, kicks at the tlank, groano, 
and grinds her teeth. Next she loseB 
control of her hind legs, staggers, lies 
down, tries to rise, and finally can not 
riBe at all. When down, usually turns 
her head toward the side or llapk, but 
may stretch it out straight. The bowelB 
and kidneys are paralyzed, leading to 
the retention of the urine and contents 
of the bowels. The eye ceBses to be 
sensitive, she Is unable to take food in 
to the stomach, the food ferments after 
awhile, and the animal seems bloated. 

The main thing to do is to- prevent 
.this .fliaeasei andih« beat...thing is- to 
put a heavy milker on short pasturage 
for a few days before calving. Do not 
keep her in the barn or stable, but let 
her out, and if her bowels are costive 
give laxative food or from one-1'outth 
to one-half a dose of Kpsom salts. 

It is now concluded by the most ad­
vanced veterinarians that the cause 
of this disease iB a poison generated in 

the udder by reaBOn of the increased 
flow of mi lk awaiting the birth of the 
calf and that this poison Js absorbed in-
to jhe_gystem; In short, that it is milk 
^ison, l3nllrvfetertnariana"goi Sold of 
this Idea, treatment was of no avalir 
but within the last year or two a num­
ber of good results have been reported 
from iDjecting into each quarter of the 
udder a solution of iodide of potash for 
the purpose of neutralizing the poison. 
This is known as the Schmidt treat­
ment and is the only treatment from 
which any degree of success has been 
obtained The following Is the treat­
ment In detail, for which we are in­
debted to Bulletin No 71 of the Missis­
sippi Agricultural Experiment Station: 

"Wash the udder, and teats of the 
animal, and hands of the operator with 
soap and warm water, so as to remove 
all dirt and trash. After this, wash 
especially the orifice of the teats with 
some strong antiseptic, say a five per 
cent solution of creolin or carbolic acid. 
From two to three drams of iodide of 
potash (depending upon the size of the 
cow) are dissolved in one quart of 
boiled water that is perfectly clear. It 
Is better to use dlBtilled water it we can 
secure it. This solution is IntuBed into 
the udder by means of a small glass 
funnel, to which is attached one end of 
a rubber tube of sufilcient length and 
one-eighth of an inch in diameter. The 
other end of the rubber is attached to 
an ordinary milk tube. Before using, 
the funnel, tube and rubber should be 
sterilized by placing them in cold 
water and boiling. Milk each teat care­
fully so aB to remove all milk from the 
udder, and then insert the milk tube 
Into the teat and pour in the lluid hav­
ing it about the temperature of the 
body; first hold the funnel on a level 
with the teat while filling it, then ele­
vate the funnel so that the potash 
solution fiows into the udder. Use 
one fourth of it in each quarter of the 
udder, liub the udder for ten or ten or 
fifteen minutes, and in about an hour 
milk'ail out that can be removed. If 
necesBary, this treatment may be re­
peated in from eight to twelve hours. 

If the kidneys are inactive, the urine 
should be drawn away with a soft rub­
ber and a vetennarain should be em­
ployed to do this. Professor llobert, 
the author of the bulletin, warns 
against trying to drench u cow when 
she Ib paralyzed. If she is bloated 
sufficiently to interfere with breathing, 
then puncture the paunch as for bloat 
on the left side at a point equally dis­
tant from the last rib, hip bone aud 
backbone with a trocar and cannula, 
if you have same, and if not, with a 
knife, first disinfecting it either by 
holding a few minutes in boiling water 
or with a Uve per cent solution of car­
bolic acid. 

Dr. Leonard Pearson, of Pennsyl­
vania, in a circular sent to veterin­
arians in reference to this disease, re­
ports that seventy-five par cent of the 
cows thus treated recover. The Danish 
authorities report ninety per cent. Dr. 
J. J. llepp, of the Iowa Agricultural 
College, reports 7U cases out of 166.

Polnta Abont Lace. 
All real lace Is handmade and Is eas­

ily detected from the machino woven 
Imitation, because the meshes in tho 
genuine are apt to be irregular, whllo 
the other is uniform in weave. 

The net of the lace !s called by lace-
makers the roseau; the pattern is the 
fleur, and it is in tho shape of these 
meshes that lace distinctions appear. 
The square or dlamo'nd shaped mesh 
Is used in valeneionnes. The six sided 
mesh Is point d'alencon. Tnt chantilly 
and point de oaris laces have an odd 
mesh of four sided big holes, with tri­
angular holes between. 

The chief difference between the pil­
low and needle laces—for real laces 
are made in but two ways, one with 
pins and bobbins, the other with tho 
needle—is in the w:iy the lleur or pat­
tern 1b worked on the net. Needle lace 
has a distlueUveniKK of outline in the 
fleur because the pattern is outlined 
by running a thread in and out of the 
meshes of the reseau. 

If the outline is to be very much In 
relief, as in point d'alencon, the most 
beautiful of ail needle laces, the*my£» 
line is corded in with horsehair and 
then the pattern made by filliug in 
the outlines with a sort of buttouhole 
stitch, making a rich and heavy cffect 
like embroidery. 

Pillow laces have a flat, smooth pat­
tern and are smooth and soft in out­
line.

per and kept from the light, also in 
glass, and a small, wide mouthed bottle 
of menthol erystals.-Ladles' Home 
Journal.
