Probably, never in the history of the county, has there been such a bitter 
political battle, as the one just closed between the two factions of the repub­
lican party, one of of them led by the Press and the other by the News.

Georgen'B majority over his competitor being only four votes, suffi­
cient however to give him the nomination, and restore Young to the leadership 
of the party for the time being, and small enough to ensure a continuance of the 
struggle for supremacy.

The merchant who 
expects to meet his customers next 
year BB well as thiByear iB the merchant 
who is going to sell good goods at rea­
sonable prices. There is only one bit of 
advice that can be given in such mat­
ters, and in all business matters, Bnd
