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-CHAPTER I. 
'jXcket a.nd spun. 

1<"EW years nno, when 
war was tlic most ac­
tive of AiiHTloan in­
dustries anil the sup­
ply of men and mate­
rial was never equnl 
to the ileinnnd, my 
friend, Charley Hraln-
ard. and 1, with a lot of 

other Suinmorton hoys, juined a militia 
regiment which had licen hastily called 
to the front. Not one of as was killed, 
nml at the end of our three months' 
term of service the stupidest of us 
knew more about military life and du­

ty than any of our oBicers when wo 
first took the flehl, so several of us 
thought It our duty to re-enter the ar­
my and help save the nation. 

We knew exactly how to do it; wo 
kneValmost everything in those days, 
for tufe-.youngost of us was fully IS 
years of age, and one was almost 20. 
On being mustered out of the militia 
service we were to enlist In the Thirty-
eighth covnlry, n regiment then being 
formed about a veteran battalion of 
troopers nenr whom we bad camped 
and whom we greatly adnjired. No 
more tramping for us, wit- a musket 
on one shoulder and a knapsack on 
both, while the nation was willing to 
provide horses for such of Its defend­
ers as kn.-w how to rldot 

Immediately after enlisting we were 
to,'<S» to recruiting. The government 
was. begging for men and, with stato 
nnd local authorities, was offering largo 
cash bounties by way of persuasion. 
Wo would do all we could to help the 
government to iucrcase the army; we 
would also do all we could for our­
selves while recruiting, for at that time 
and during the remainder of the civil 
war the only way to become a commis­
sioned officer in a new regiment was to 
persuade some men to enlist nnd then 
see carefully to it that they were mus­
tered Into the service. Although there 
was no law defining this method, there 
wns" a general understanding which 
was fairly lived up to by the authori­
ties. A man who could "raise" 50 re­
cruits might feel assured of a captain's 
commission, SO would secure a first 
lieutenancy nnd 20 a second lieutenan­
cy. Any one who conld persuade half 
a dozen men to enlist could become a 
sergeant, n position not to be despised 
In a fighting regiment could, the ser­
geant himself succeed In not being 
shot, for after a regiment got to fight­
ing the officers who were killed or oth­
erwise disposed of were replaced by 
deserving noncommissioned officers. 

I wns so sure of becoming a lieuten­
ant that I bad myself measured for an 
officer's uniform before I censed to bo 
a private In the Ninety-ninth militia. 
Bad not 27 members of our company 
promised to enlist under me If 1 would 
enter tho Thirty-eighth cavalry7 They 
did It with their eyes open, for all of 
them bad seen what there was of the 
Tblrty-elgbth nnd they admired It as 
much as I. Their willingness to serve 
under mo did not Imply that they re­
garded me as a military genius or a 
born leader of men. It meant only tbnt 
my father's little farm, at the edge of 
our town, contained the largest assort­
ment of fruit trees In all Summerton, 
that I had never said "No" to any ac­
quaintance who longed for apples, 
pears, cherries or plums, and that small 
boys have large memories. Besides, 
my cousin May, who bad always lived 
with us, was greatly admired by all 
the boys whom I knew, and it had 
long been tbe fashion to bo obliging to 
me because I was the cousin of so nice 
a girl. 

1 was not the only Summerton aspir­
ant to a commission. My special friend, 
Cbarley Bralnard, was willing to bo 
sergeant, or even corporal, under me, 
but there was Phil Hamilton, a First 
regiment (militia) man, who had left.his 
old reglmentonly because be lmd to study 
la Europe for two years, and he Joined 
tbe Summerton company of the Nlne-
ty-nlnth militia merely because his old 
regiment had not chanced to be called 
out, and bo wanted to see something 
of field Bervice. Phil was much the 
richest young mnn In town. He was 
also tbe handsomest, which really Is a 
great deal to say to any one Who 
chances to know Summerton.

••That Isn't the trouble," sukl he. 
"Tho surgeon hns rejected me. lie says 
I'm'-uniler the regulation height nnd too 
Bllfiht for aorvico anyway." 

Suddenly* the ^yhole world looked 
dark to me. Bralnard was luy dearest 
frleud. nnd my cowsln May was very 
fond of him, although I'hil Hamilton— 
handsome, rich, stylish l*liil—was one 
of#her most devoted admirers. The Idea 
of goluy to tho war ngnlu, and for throe 
years, without Urainard being where I 
could see him every day was too dread­
ful to bo thought of.

Hamilton tried to comfort 
fne by crediting me with Cruse and 
Wliyde, two of our militia comrades 
Who declared they would not have re-
enlisted bad it not been for me; but, as 
Cruse's parents refused to sign the cer­
tificate necessary in the case of minors 
who enlisted, Cruse was released from 
his promise. Whyde went swtmraing 
one day In water loo deep for him and 
was burled three days later with such 
military honors as Summerton could 
extemporize. 

For the week after my re-enlistment 
my heart was as heavy as tf it had 

'been fllled with bullets. No recruits; 
no chauco of a commission; worse than 
all, no prospect of having Bralnard 
with me during the thrco years to 
come.

I enjoyed my spurs, too, 
after 1 learned not to strike their teeth 
Into my trousers legs. Our horse Rover 
did uot agree* with me. For several 
years 1 hud found him entirely trust­
worthy under the saddle, but oue day 
when I was approaching a country 
store in front of which stood several 
men, among whom 1 hoped to find at 
least one recruit, I gave Rover the 
spurs so as to dash up to the group in 
fine style and make them fall to admir­
ing the cavalry service. Rover had

1 
rode uutil I reached a bit of wooded 
laud. There I dismounted, removed 
my spurs and burled them lu the hol­
low of a rotten stump, whore 1 found 
them after the war ended.

EORUITINQ at Sum­
