—The crop bulletin for the week
ending September 15th says: The past
week was one of the coldest on record
for the firet half of September, The
average daily deficiency was about
seven dogrees, The rainfall was very
light and widely scattered. The con-
ditions were favorable for threshing,
plowing and general farm operations.
Frosts were reported at all the stations
on the mornings of the 12th and 13th,
with temperatures below freezing in

the northefn districts. It was gen-

erally kill : yegetation In

that'corn'in the northern half of .the

state , situated on flat or low land, suf-

fered considerable damage, but the full
extent of injury cannot,as yet be estim-
ated. It is probable that this unseas-
onable frost will materially increase
the amount of soft and light weight
corn that will be harvested, With fa-
voravble weather in the future, the
early planted upland fields give prom-
ise of a large output of corn.

When tho elty council shall determine to con
struct, reconstruct, or repair any sewer within
the oity of Manchester, Iowa, it may, by reso-
lution, and in compliance witlh the “statutes of
the state of lowa, provide for the cost of any
such hnprovements by the levylng of taxes.
speclsl assessments, or otherwise, as provided
for in Title V of the code of Iowa, and all acts
amendatory thereto now In force or hereafter

SECTION 4,
This Ordinance shall be in force and effect
from and sfter its publication in the Manches-
ter Press, Manchester Democrat or Delaware
County News, weekly newspapers published in
Manchester, lowa.
