Acceptance*. 

Trusts Paramount Question. 

Would-Put Country on Tariff Revenue 
Basil-Future Welfare of People 

Demands Competlon. 

Former Govenor Boles, democratic 
nominee for congress in the Third Iowa 
district, has addressed the following 
letter of acceptance to the committee 
appointed at the convention held in 
Dubaque on September 11, to notify 
him of his nomination: 

Waterloo, Iowa, Sept. 22,1902. 
Messrs. P. J, Quigley, Henry l'arrott 
and L. F. Springer, Committee. 

Gentlemen:—Tours of the 18lh Inst, 
officially notifying me of the action of 
the recent convention at Dubuque, in 
anamimously selecting me . as the. 
democratic candidate: for congress in 
this district, and expressing the hope 
»>at I would accept the same, is re­
ceived 

In no »e«»~ nmj])ndful of the honor 
•nob a nomination confer»,-orii,c idnd-
ly feeling of those who tendered it, i 

which they contribute, thereby compel­
ling the managers of the new enterprise 
to BO conduct Its business that It will 
pay reasonable dividends at least on its 
enormously watered stock. 

A notable example of this evil is 
found in what is known BB "the Ameri­
can Steel Trust," under which separate 
properties, the original cost of which it 
is said, did not exceed four hundred 
million dollars, have been capitalized at 
the incomprehensible sum of fourteen 
hundred millions, and its bonds and 
stocks to that extent placed upon the 
markets for sale. 

At the head of that huge concern is a 
single individual whose annual salary is 
reputed to be a round million of dollars, 
with a long line of other officers and 
agents munificently compensated for 
their services, and still the business of 
this monster combination is so man 
aged that it payB these extraordinary 
sums to its officers and agents together 
with most liberal dividends upon its 
enormous volume of bonds and stocks, 

It requires little foresight to compre­
hend that in order to do this it must sell 
the output of its business to Bome of its 
customers at least, at prices enormously 
in exceBB of tbelr actual coBt of produc 
tlon. 

That this is done to home consumers 
is conclusively established by the fact 
that large quantities of its products are 
shipped abroad and sold in foreign mar­
kets at little more than one-half the 
price exacted for them here. 

The evil of exceBBive prices to home 
consumers is not the only one that is 
threatened. If reports are true, its 
watered stocks are floated in everv mar­
ket of the country and are being ab­
sorbed by small purchasers who will be 
least able to bear the loss when the 
crash comes, for, as certain as the Judg­
ment Day for ail, is the day to come 
when the American people will find a 
way to squeeze the water out of the 
stocks of every one of theBe great com­
binations, and when they do, the bonds 
and stock of each will be worth the fair 
market value of the property they rep 
resent and nothing more. 

Another and equally serious objection 
is found in the fact that if unrestrained 
and permitted to increase in the future 
as they have done in the recent past, 
they will soon be able to dominate the 
labor markets of the country and fix at 
their own sweet will the terms upon 
which workmen shall be employed and 
the wage that shall be paid them for 
their Bervices. 

It requires little sagacity to see that 
if the day ever comes when each of the 
separate lines in our manufacturing in 
dustries is controlled by a trust it would 
require but one greater combination of 
all, either express or Implied, to fix for 
each a scale of wages that would be 
paid by all. 

A forceful example of the power they 
would easily wield in this regard is fur­
nished by conditions that now exist in 
the anthracite fields of this country. 
There, one huge combination haB pos­
sessed itself not only of the soil from 
which our hard coal must come, but of 
the means of transportation through 
which it must reach the outer world. 

For a period of nearly four montbs 
the managers of that monstrous com­
bination have been at loggerheads with 
their employes over differences they are 
unable to harmonize, and although 
tbouB&nds upon thousands of their hard-
handed workmen with their wives and 
little ones are suffering for the neces­
saries of life, and the whole^country is 
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want to^nsider the question it prt-1 on the verge of a fuel panic, not a mun 
sent® from the standpoint of dutsfl"1- -* •• 
which every citizen in a government 
like our own owes to the common-
wealth of which he Is a nimiber. 

In doing ftrts l bm compelled to recog­
nize the fundamental principle upon 
whioh our institutions rest that the 
source of all official authority from the 
lowest to the highest of public servants 
is the people, and this being true, it 
seems necessarily to follow that they, 
through sources nearest the seat of 
that power, should, in the absence of 
reasonable excuse on tho part of the 
candidates, be permitted to select those 
whom they desire to represent them in 
pabllc positions. 
I beg therefore to assure you that 

profoundly impressed as I am by the 
responsibilities my nomination Im­
poses, and grateful BB I shall ever 
remain for the confidence It implies, I 
feel it a matter of duty on my p£V~t o 
accept the same regar£lggB«i«any per 
eonal desires oLaf^own 

-ttt'&glggMnsitseems appropriate, If 
ecessary, inasmuch as no platform 

of principle was suggested by the con­
vention from which my nomination 
comes, that I should express my per­
sonal views on what Beems to me the 
most important question that now 
agitates the public mind. 

This is my judgment is the nation's 
duty in dealing with the great combi 
nations of capital that have been and 

'are still being rapidly organized in 
many of our Industrial pursuits, and 
which have come to be generally known 
as "trusts, 

It is no exaggeration to say the mass 
of oar people are profoundly diet orbed 
by what Beems to them the impending 
evil of this new departure in BO many 
of our business enterprises, 

The serious question that confuses 
and hopelessly divides us is the remedy 
that must be found for the dangers 
they threaten. 

In approaching a solution of that 
question we should endeavor to cor­
rectly comprehended its exact nature. 

To do this It is necessary to first un­
derstand of what a trust In the ordi­
nary acceptation of that term, consists. 

In its most objectionable form, it is a 
combination of the properties of consid­
erable numbers of individuals or cor­
porations, originally operated Independ­
ently of each other, into one larger cor­
poration controlled through Its officers 
by a single manager. 

The dangers which result from these 
greater combinations are more than 
one. 

The mere statement of their constitu­
ent parts demonstrates that they must 
0f necessity limit if they do not destroy 
competition in every line of business in 
which tbey are organized. 

Another Is the established fact that 
separate owners of distinct properties 
who consent to merge the same in the 
common property of a great combina­
tion, and accept in lieu thereof, as IB 
usually done, the bonds of stock of the 
new corporation always Insist upon ex­
orbitant estimates of the values of that 

c\e ot that soulless combination Is 
moved wind ut conciliation 
escapes the lips of its managers. 

These men have formulated the terms 
on which their workmen may return to 
their roll. They can accept or starve; 
that is tbelr only choice. 

What I have said of the two exam­
ples to which I have referred is largely 
applicable to nearly three hundred sim­
ilar combinations of greater or less de­
gree. 

As heretofore stated, while all Beem 
to reall/.e the danger to the great mass 
of our people which this new departure 
In our business methods threatens, we 
are hopelessly divided In seeking a rem­
edy for it. 

For generations the American people 
have been divided on the question of 
the right or the wrong of a protective as 
distinguished from a revenue tar.IT, but 
it• is only In recent years that the trust 
evil has entered Into a diBCUBsion of that 
question 

The teachings of democrats logically 
lead them to believe that our protective 
tariff system has made the organization 
of these trusts possible, and BO long as 
it is continued, they also believe it will 
furnish a defensive breastwork behind 
which they can find shelter from every 
shaft that could reach a vital part. 

The course of reasoning by which 
this conclusion is reached is easily un­
derstood. They say, truthfully, that 
the conceded object of a protective tar­
iff is to exclude from our market goods 
of foreign manufacture which, if per­
mitted to be Imported, would be sold in 
competition with home manufactures 
and hence reduce the price of these to 
the same level at which foreign goods 
of like quality could be bought. That 
BO long as we maintain a tariff wall that 
shuts foreign goods out of our markets 
there is no possible way to prevent 
home producers from combining by 
either express or implied agreements 
and fixing the price at which their own 
products shall be sold. 

The futility of legislation other than 
tariff reduction In restraint of such ac­
tion iB to them demonstrated by the 
fact that the great bulk of our trusts 
have been openly organized In the face 
of anti-trust lawB, carefully prepared 
and Incorporated into the statutes of 
the nation and many of the states. 

They insist therefore that inasmuch 
as the plain object of these combina­
tions is to destroy competition among 
themselves and thereby become able to 
fix their own prices upon whatever they 
produce, there Is but one remedy for the 
evils they threaten, and that is to take 
down the wail that shelters them and 
compel them to compete with the world 
at large. 

In this view I heartily concur, as I 
do in the old and revered democratic 

come, it must be interpreted in t f i e  

light of conditions as they exist when it 
to be applied. 
In the absence of circumstances re­

quiring a different Interpretation, a de 
mand for an Immediate reduction of 
our tariff system to a revenue basis 
would naturally be understood to mean 

demand for a general revision of our 
tariff laws, and a reduction of all their 
schedules to a common level that would 
produce needed revenue only. 

This, however, is not as I understand 
the interpretation democrats at the pres­
ent time put upon that demand. 

It must be remembered that it is 
made in the presence of new conditions, 
in the bright glare of which it muBt be 
construed. 

To the mind of a democrat at least, 
hiB country Is threatened with unique 
and overshadowing evils. 

In the presence of the great combinu 
lions that have been and are being or­
ganized in our industrial pursuits, lie 
readB the downfall of independent ef­
fort; the crushing In the youth of our 
future of a manly hope to stand at the 
head of some business enterprise and 
with brain as well as brawn lead it up ­
ward to success; the withering away of 
a great army of leaders who have stood 
at the pilot-wbeelBof our industries and 
made the whole world wonder at Amer­
ica's business success, and looking on 
Into the future, he sees in the place of 
these a single individual whom the 
world duba a captain of industry, be­
decked with emblems of authority that 
cost a million a year to Bupport, leading 
behind him great columns of dejected 
men who never dream of a better place, 
but come and go at one man's beck. 

And turning from visions like these 
be sees the wealth that millions are 
made to earn emptied at the feet of 
men whose hands were never stained 
by toil, and then is it any wonder that 
he asks, is this the reBult of law ? 

And who are the men that see and 
speak like this? You, who would lead 
or drive them, call them the common 
herd, but among them are millions of 
men who drank from their mother's 
breast the milk of human klndnesB that 
makes every man a brother, who learned 
at their father's knee his liible faith— 
the equality of man before the law. 

To the worshippers of protection let 
me say, it is not the fetich you have 
made your God, these men are after 
now. An evil greater than that must 
be dealt with first. It is the heart of 
the trust they would reach. To do this 
they know the wall that shelters it must 
be battered down, at the place where it 
is concealed. 

If this should reduce our tariff sys 
tem below a revenue basis, tbey would 
help to build it higher whenever or 
wherever a trust is not sheltered behind 
it. 

This is the present day doctrine of a 
tariff for revenue only as I understand 
it, and as I shalMriterpret it if I go to 
congress. 

Do not understand me that I would 
do nothing more. There is not a mlB-
sie any human being can invent I would 
not help to use if I could, to drive these 
monsters from every inch of our soil 
and scatter them at once in their com­
ponent parts. 

Every measure, whatever it may be 
and wherever it may originate, that 
would help to accomplish this would 
have my utmost and never-ceasing sub^. 
port. 

It is unnecessary to extend this letter 
farther. The creed of Iowa democrats 
to plainly written In their state plat­
form. With every line and letter of that 
instrument my heart and conscience 
alike are in full accord.

Night Alorinn In the Military Cnmp—

At 12:80 yesterday morning a shot 
was lieurd on a hillside near the camp, 
and a searchlight which Colonel 
Watres had just gotten into working 
order was turned in the direction 
whence the shots came. A man with a 
gun was descried rushing to the cover 
of the woods. The rays of the search­
light were kept upon him, and after a 
short chase a couple of soldiers from 
the outpost on the hill ran him down. 
He proved to be Michael Gaughan, the 
high constable of Olyphant borough. 
The only explanation lie vouchsafed to 
Colonel Watres was: "I wanted to try 
out your soldiers and see if they were 
to be depended upon." The colonel con­
cluded to let the county court deal with 
his case. The gun was confiscated.

JOHN MITCHELL'S STATEMENT 

He Replies to llaer's Allegations Relative 
to the Coal Strike. 

Philadelphia, Sept. 29.—John Mitch­
ell, president of the United Mine 
Workers, has written a statement In 
reply to recent utterances of Baer, 
president of the Heading railway. 
Mitchell says in part: "Mr. Baer states 
that 'the wages paid in the autliracite 
coal regions are, compared with the 
wages paid in like employment, fair 
and just/ By 'like employment* Mr. 
Baer must refer to bituminous coal 
mining. 1 am williug and prepared to 
demonstrate that wages in the bitumin­
ous coal fields are from 20 to 40 per 
cent higher than those paid for simi­
lar classes of work iu the anthracite 
fields." He then present figures to 
prove that assertion, and adds that 
the danger in anthracite mines to life 
is greater than in bituminous. 

Mitchell says: "There are other 
statements of Mr. Baer which arc 
equally incorrect; among these Is his 
assertion that 'the miners only worked 
from four to six hours per day,' and 
his further assertion 'that the lowest 
scale of wages was 85 cents for boy 
slate pickers.' If Mr. Baer desires I 
shall gladly furnish him with the 
names and addresses of thousands of 
slate pickers, each of whom received 
much less than S5 cents per day, and 
I shall be willing to lmve the returns 
verified by tlie companies pay rolls. 

"The next misstatement of Mr. Baer 
to which I shall give notice is that 
which claims tliut 'for some mysteri­
ous reason' the miners restricted the 
output of the mines. Mr. Baer claims 
'that in this manner the product of 
the collieries has been reduced about 
12% per cent, and that in the case 
of the Heading company it amounted 
to more than 1,000,000 tons.' " 

Mitchell then quotes .figures from of­
ficial reports and The Engineering and 
Mining Journal to show that this 
statement is wide of tlie truth, and 
that even the per capita output was 
increased, not diminished. 

He also denies that the United Mine 
Workers seeks to interfere with the 
management of the coal propt>rtles, 
that the organization Is lawless, and 
that the companies cannot pay the in­
crease demanded, lie declares that 
the hired guards are lawless, how­
ever, and that their acts are charged 
to the miners. lie declares tlie state­
ment that the 40 per cent, of the coal 
rnlne't being less In the market than 

the case or mining misleading, be­
cause it leaves out of account the coal 
that is sold, for which the miners re­
ceive no pay.

BASED ON CHAVL1VS THEORY 

Receiver Is Asked by Hotton Citizen* for 
the Anthracite Properties. 

Boston, Sept. 20.—A committee of 
citizens, headed by the publisher of a 
Boston newspaper, Saturday sought re­
lief in the courts from the present 
coal shortage and high prices by ask­
ing for a receiver for the coal com­
panies and coal-carrying roads. A 
bill inequity was filed in the supreme 
court against the corporations involved 
in the anthracite strike. The petition­
ers ask that a receiver be appoint­
ed for the bencCt of all concerned, 
upon such terms ami in such manner, 
and with such agents and servants, 
and with such rates of wages aud oth­
er conditions of employment, and at 
such prices for goods produced and 
sold, as the court shall from time to 
time adjudge proper. 

The bill is based upon the legal the 
ory of the coal situation given by H. 
W. Chnpliu, a lawyer. Chaplin says 
in support of bis position: "Since the 
public have a right in the mines—a 
right to have conl forthwith mined for 
immediate consumption—and have 
right to have that- coal immediately 
transported out of the mine regions 
by (lie coal-carrying roads, a court

Celebrated Novelist Had Retired 
.Good Health—Rumors of Sui-

. clde ami the Cause. £ 

in 

Paris, Sept. 20.—Emlle Zola, the 
novelist, who was born in Paris, April 
2, 1840, was found dead in his 
house from asphyxiation. His wife is 
gravely 111. Zola was asphyxiated by 
fumes from a stove, the pipes of which 
are said to have been out of order. 

At the same time it is stated that 
there nre hulicatlnos of suicide. It 
is hoped that Mine. Zola will survive. 

Retired Rt 10 O'clock. 
Zola returned to his Paris home 

from his country house at Medan, and 
owing to a sudden spell of cold weath­
er here, he ordered the heatiug stovo 
in his bedroom to be lighted. The 
stovo burned badly, but Zola and his 
wife retired at 10 o'clock at night, and 
the servants, not hearing any move­
ment in the apartment in the morning, 
entered the bedroom at 0:30 aud found 
Madame Zola lying on the bed, inan­
imate. Zola was lying half out of 
bed, with his head and shoulders on 
the floor and his legs on the bed. Doc­
tors were summoned but they failed to 
restore Zola to life. After prolonged 
efforts they resusclated Mad#pie Zola. 

The rumor circulated regarding 
Zola's supposed suicide from poison 
was based on the fact that ejections 
from his stomach were found on the 
floor, but the doctors say they came 
from Zola's dog, which was also in the 
bedroom and which did not suffer as­
phyxiation. K; 

Notlitnsr Uiintual Heard. 
Zola dined with a good appetite In 

the evening and the servants of tlie 
household ate of tlie same dishes. 
Nothing unusual was heard in the bed­
room during the night. 

Some workmen arrived at the Zola 
residence at tl:30 in the morning in or­
der to make some repairs In Zola's 
bedroom, but the servants had already 
become alarmed at hearing no sound 
from the room, decided to enter it, and 
burst open the door. A slight odor of 
carbonic gas was at once noticed and 
the bodies of tlie novelist and his wife 
were found In the positions already de­
scribed. Zola had evidently been 
awakened by a choking sensation, 
tried to rise, but was overcome by the 
fumes, which apparently escaped from 
the defective stove. The windows were 
immediately opened, doctors and com­
missary of police were summoned, and 
tlie utmost efforts were made to revive 
tlie novelist and his wife, but the for­
mer had already succumbed. 

Give Money to Boers. 
London, Sept. 20.—An American Is 

the first to respond to the appeal of 
Generals Botha, Dewet aud Delarey 
for funds for the Boer widows and or­
phans and for the rebuilding of Boer 
homes. Henry Pbipps of New York, 
a director of the Carnegie Steel com­
pany and other largo interests, has sent 
bis check for $100,000 to General 
Botha. 

The gift is announced simultaneous­
ly with the manifesto signed by the 
Boer generals. It is also understood 
that Mr. Lehman, publisher of the me­
moirs of former President XCruger, has 
given Mr. Krugcr $150,000 to be de­
voted entirely to the Boeir funds.
