One of the very amusing features of
the campaign, now opening in earnest,
is the faltering denlals by the republi-
can speakers und newspapers, or rather,

{ organs, that the tariff is a “shelter for

Two Abnormal Seasons.

The seasons of 1891 and 1892 repre-
sent climatic ¢xtiemes of temperature
and precipitation seldon: experienced
by the people of the Mississippi Valley.
The Iows Weather Bureau has pub-
lished tables which exhibit the extreme
departures from the normal during the
past two years. The months of May,
June, July and Auguost of both vears
ehow the following extremes, The rain-
full during these monthe in 1891 aver-
aged in the state of lowa only 9.67
inches, while during the same months
this year the average precipitation of
this state was no less than 27.80 inches.
During the same months the difference
in temperature was equally mark-
ed, In 1901 the average for
the four months in question
was 3 U degrees above the normal, while
this year the nverage has been .9 below,
8D average difference between the two
seasons of nearly 5 degrees,

1n saying this we do not wish In any
way to creata feeling of alarm. In
fact we do not look for a panic such as
that of '93.

tling down of prices and a halt in the
tremendous pace we have been keeping
up for the last four years, Itis a good
time to get out of debt and stay out, or
else to limit indebtedness to & point
where it can easily be taken care of.
There is no need of alarm or excite-
ment, but there is need of making judi-
cious investnents such as good land at
reagsonable price, land that hes anormal
value because of ita capacity for pro-
ducing something that the world needs
and which will eventually rige in price,
even if it does fall or become dull in
price temporarily,—Wallaces Farmer.

HECALLING A LETTER

HOW YOU MAY GET IT OUT OF THE
MAIL AFTER POSTING IT.

The Poxinl Authorities Have n Sya-
tem by Which 2 Document May De
Reclalmed if Applleation Is Made
Before It In Dellvered.

A few days ago a young woman hur-
rled fnto the otlice of thie postmaster at
New York aud asked to have a letter
withdrawn from the malls. She had
posted it an hour previously, she said,
and since then bad learncd something
about Mr. Blauk that incensed hLer:
therefore she did not want to Keep the
appointinent she had consented to in
the letter. Could shie reclaim the mis-
sive before it reached the addressee?
she inquired.

The postinaster referred her to the
superintendent of malils, and within
half an hour the letter was picked out
from among thousands of Its mates
and restored to the claimant, who tore
It Into bits and walked out of the post-
otfice.

The authorities of the postoffice havo
made every provision for absent and
fickle minded patrons of the malils.
Awong the wost interesting and valu-
able Is the process by which a letter
may be reclaimed after it has been
posted.

Comparatively few people know that
this can be done, and fewer care to
tuke the trouble of golng through the
forms which have been prescribed—
forms which are to a degree cumber.
some and time consuming, but which,
nevertheless, are necessary to prevent
deception and fraud.

Occaslons arise when the writer of
an Important letter desires to with-
draw It before it reaches its destina-
tion. Oftentimes additional knowledge
of a proposed trausaction I8 acquired
after a letter has been sent to the post-
office, making It highly desirable that
the facts related In the letter do not
reach the person for whom they were
originally intended. In case, too, where
knowledge of the failure of a mercan-
tile firm or a banking Louse reaches a
person who has mailed a chieck or draft
to that concern it Is sometimes wise
to withdraw the letter before it Is de-
livered.

The postal authorities have a system
by which such a lettermay be reclaimed
if application Is made for It before it
Is delivered. Application must be made
in person. The government provides a
blank upon which the applicant writes
the address that Is given on the letter.
If that letter has not left the postoffice,
the superintendent of wails finds it and
compares the address on the envelope
with the address on the applicant’s
slip. If the-addresses are Identical, the
letter Is returned to the claimant and
the authorities keep the slip as a re-
cnint.

L0 recinim a letter sent out of the of-
fice the writer must fill out the pre-
scribed blank and deposit $1 for tele-
grams, The superintendent of malls
then telegrapls the postottice to which
the letter has been sent and asks him
to return it. \When It reaches him, he
compares the addresses, and If they
are alike he returus the letter to the
applicant. The expense of telegraph-
Ing Is deducted from the deposit, and
the balance is returned.

This Involves a study of handwrit-
Ing. If there is a noticeable difference
in the little things which are charac-
teristic—the manner of crossing the
“t's” or the dotting of the “I's" or the
peculiar little flourishes which are
made after a name—the letter is not
delivered to tbe claimant. In cases
where letters are addressed by type-
writer it is Impossible to identify the
applicant In this way.

When the claimant is a well known
business wan, however, personally
known to the postal authorities, let-
ters are sometimes returned upon his
ere request, a receipt, however, being
asked.

At the New York postotlice, accord-
ing to the first assistant postmaster,
the average number of letters with-
drawn each week s ten.  Most of these
are from the domestic malls. Few are
from the city malls, because the let-
ters are collected so frequently and
delivered so quickly that there is little
chance of “catching” a letter in the
oflice.

Occuslonally letters which have been
addressed to foreign countries are
asked 10 be returned. In such a case
a deposit of $25 Is required to cover
the expense of telegraph and cable
tolls. Letters addressed to points in
almost every country on the face of
the earth may be reclalmed in this way
it appllcation Is made before the mis-
sive is delivered to the addressee.
Great Britain, however, takes the
stand that a letter when once dropped
In a mail box becomes the property of
the addressee, but makes exception in
the cases of the Cape and Australian
colonies. Why this exception the local
postal authorities do not knew.—New
York Times

ENTIRELY TOO CLEVER.

Experience of a Doctor In Prescrilbe
fug For a Patlent,

An anonyteous physician who has
written some “confessions” for the In-
dependent tells this story about him-
self:

“1 received a request to call from
an old patient who was afrald she was
tuking scarlet fever. [ responded at
once. The patient was one of two
clderly sisters whom I had attended
for many years.

STEEPLE CLIMBING.

It Is a Dark as Well as o Dangerons
Basiness,

Steeple climbing Is in truth “dark
business,” says the Boston Transeript,
for it is the custom of experts to make
the firat ascent and place the rigging
at night. Then, when the townspeople
wake, they are amazed at finding the
the steeple conquered. The man who
makes a success of steeple climbing
must be determined, persistent and
Ingenious. He must solve many a
practical problem in holsting great
bodies aloft. He must know how to
fasten n hook over the top of a sky-
scraping chimney. He must have the
nerve to paint a steeple that sways
like a pendulum at the slender top.
He must be able to tear down, build
up, gild, paint, place electric wires and
do many another task that would be a
problem on the solid earth.

There are many ways of getting up
a steeple, and when all others fail the
man will tie a rope round it and then,
with a coll on his back, walk round
and round it until the entire steeple Is
covered with rope and he has probably
been round it fully 300 times.

But a steeple is not the most difficult
height to climb. Straight, tall chim-
neys are the hardest of all. There a
man has to work with might and maln
to lift himself fnch by inch from the
grourd te the top. Sometimes the top
is 300 feet high. When it is reached,
a hook Is placed over the edge, a pul-
ley is made fast. the swinging chair Is
bauled up and work begins,
When the chair is near the top, it Is
easler to work, because the ropes are
short; but when they lengthen, as the
grouud I8 approached. there is a tend-
ency to swing, and the wind gives
Impetus.
The man's safety depends upon the
hook, and until he has raised himself
almost to the top it is impossible for
him to see whether or not the hook
has been properly adjusted. More than
once a steeple climber has seen when
within ten feet of the top that corro-
slon of the iron and the collection of
soot have so thickened the wall that
the hook is merely balancing on the
top, so that the slightest pull in the
wrong direction would drag It off.
Again, the bricks are often loose at
the top, and the hook is likely to tear
them away.
One of the natural dificulties to con-
quer is the swaying of all high stee-
ples and chimneys. In a gale a stee-
ple point will sway a foot and a half,
Usually it sways from seven to nine
Inches. Palnting it means reaching
for a spot on the right side and finding
it on the left, and when making a dive
for it on the left to see it sway back
to the right. Yet in spite of the con-
stant danger a born steeple climber
exults in his work and is at home only
when high above the world. He can
stand triumphant at any height it he
can have two and a half square inches
to bear his weight.
