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AB the rural free delivery system is 
extended and operated, its value to the 
country Is becoming more and more ap­
parent. In a short time men will be 
wondering why it was not inaugnrated 
years ago. There were plenty of objec­
tions to the proposition before it was 
adopted, bnt it is not on that any of 
them are being repeated today. In fact, 
tbe comparatively limited experience 
with the Bystem has already proved tbe 
objections baseless,and no one Is think­
ing of them. 

On tbe other hand, the benefits pre­
dicted as a result of rural delivery have 
been added to by others not hoped for. 
The results are better than the moat 
sanguine champion expected. The mere 
delivery of the malls dally to the coun­
try districts would easily justify itself 
by the convenience thus afforded tbe 
farming population, and to be perfectly 
frank this is all the original champlonB 
of the departure thought would be ac­
complished. 

But a vast amount of financial and 
moral benefit has resulted in which tbe 
°ntlre country participates. The effect 
on agriculture is bound to be marked, 
the teadancy of which Is already per­
ceptible, It is going to make the life 
on tbe farm brighter and more attrac­
tive, as well as add to the comfort and 
convenience of the rural population. 
Where it has been extended It has 
checked the tendency of the young men 
and women to desert the country for 
the city, and as long as this is one effect, 
it is not too much to hope that it will 
make farm lite more desirable for 
dweller* of the towns who are able to 
perform the labor and prefer the coun­
try, if they can obtain easy communi­
cation with tba towns and cities. An­
other thing noticed is tbe decline in 
number of wealthy farmers along rural 
routes who rent their farms and move 
to tbe neighboring town to spend tbelr 
old age. The daily delivery of news­
papers and letters turns the scale in fav­
or of the old home on the farm in most 
cases. 
A feature which was hardly expected 

is the large increase in tbe number of 
small postoffices discontinued as a re 
suit of tbe new system. It was thought 
at first that only a few would be done 
away with, and this added to the lorce 
of the argument against tbe plan on the 
Bcore of expenses. But the latest report 
shows tbat 1,903 postoffices were discon­
tinued last year alone, resulting in a 
net saving of Sift),807. It is now seen 
tbat this discontlnuence of small deliv­
ery is extended, and is a positive ad­
vantage in all respects—Sioux City 
Journal.

Random Notes. 

To milk a cow requires time and pa­
tience. The milk should be drawn 
slowly and steadily. Some cows have 
very tender teats, and if you want a 
well disposed cow, be gentle In your 
treatment toward her. A good cow 1B 
naturally Impatient and does not like 
rough handling. 

There are few cows that cannot be 
trained Into a longer period of lactation. 
Their milk flow can almoBt always be 
Increased by a little early attention np-
on tbe part of the feeder. Tbe prac­
tice of feeding the young heifer well, 
and all the year round, will add greatly 
to your efforts in this regard. 

Next In order after having the cow 
stable in proper shape, is a dairy or 
milk house: No one should think of 
entering the dairy business, and espe­
cially winter dairying where tbe cow 
barn is small and ill contrived, without 
making a special provision for the care 
and handling of the milk. 

Careful experiments snow that more 
than one-third of all the digestible ma­
terial contained in tbe entire corn plant 
is found in tbe fodder, and that less than 
two-thirds is concentrated in the grain. 
Clearly no one is justified In permitting 
the waste of one third of tbe crop than 
he has boen at the pains of growing.— 
Dairy and Creamery.

The Proper Temperature for the Cow 
Stable. 

For many years practical farmers 
have come to the conclusion tbat feed­
ing steers do better by being kept in ah 
open yard with the protection of a 
tight board fence on tbe north and west 
sides, than when put in basement barns 
or ordinary stables. They bave been 
told for tbe last twenty years that pine 
boards are cheaper than corn at twenty 
cents a bushel, and advised by many 
agricultural writers to stable all their 
cattle. We have never so advised 
tbem. 

The reports of the experiment sta­
tions have demonstrated quite clearly 
that tbe farmere are right .and that 
practice and science are once more to­
gether. We pointed out some weeks 
ago the reason why steers on full feed 
do not need the protection of a stable; 
namely, that the steer is burning up a 
whole lot of fuel In the shape of corn 
and hay in the production of beef, and 
that the digestion and assimilation of 
this fuel develops more heat than the 
animal needs, and hence be is really 
much more comfortable on dry, even 
frozen groucd well bedded, or in a well 
bedded, open shed during a severe rain 
storm, than he would be In any kind of 
a Btable that the farmer can construct. 
It iB otherwise with the cattle that are 
being stocked through and Insufficiently 
fed. These steers don't get enough 
feed to develop the amount of beat 
that they need and hence are In need of 
bar., protection'. In tbiB case protection 
is valuable because it saveB the use of 
corn for heating purposes. The ani­
mal that Is fed enough to make a pound 
a day will not suffer in the open in tbe 
latitude of Iowa, when there is no rain 
falling or blizzard blowing. He should 
bave a tight board fence, and the shel­
ter of a grove and some kind of shed 
protection during heavy rains or 
storms. We regard this .question as 
settled both by science and by practice. 

ThTTquestion now ariBeB: How about 
the dairy cow? Does Btae need to 
be Btabled and kept warm?. Dairy men 
have alwayBtoid us that we can't expect 
any flow of milk from a cow that is 
shivering, in which they are exactly 
right. Hut will the cow that Is fed, as 
as all cows ought to be fed, pretty near-
lv up to tbe measure of tbelr capacity 
for milk production, need as cloBe stab­
les as we are in tbe habit of giving 
them ?

NoTVSgatherlng, not fighting, Is the 
trade of tbe war correspondent.

One njorning after the siege of Paris, 
when the city was believed in London 
to be still in the hands of the com­
mune, Sir John Robinson, manager of 
the Daily News of London, reached 
his office to find the late Archibald 
Forbes lying on the floor asleep, his 
head on a postofflce directory, while 
the printers were hard at work on his 
manuscript, the story of "Pai^Is la 
Flames," a most vivid description of 
the last days of tbe commune. 

"Forbes bad telegraphed from Dover 
announcing his coming," said Sir John 
Robinson, "the printers had been wait* 
tag, and thus the. country heard of 
those terrible days for the first time. 

"London was ablaze with excite* 
ment. Bouverie street was impassable 
through the newsboys shrieking for 
copies, and in parliament Mr. Glad­
stone was questioned that afternoon 
and could only say he hoped tbe story 
was exaggerated. 

"When Forbes wakened from his 
slumber amid all this turmoil, what a 
spectacle he was! His face was black 
with powder, his eyes red and In­
flamed, his clothes matted with clay 
and dust; he was a dreadful picture. 
He had been compelled to assist the 
communists In defending a triangular 
space upon which three detachments 
of the Versailles troops were firing, 
and fyid actually taught the citizens 
how to build a barricade." 

By aid of dummy dispatches ad­
dressed to Lord Granville and the 
queen, Forbes escaped from this 
threatening triangle and wrote all the 
way to England, being the solitary 
passenger on the mallboat — Youth'#

COLLISION i t , A COMET. 

What Sncli a OmnutrejiUe Would 
Mean FA." ijje Earth. 

Although it is exceedingly Improba­
ble that the earth nuiy be destroyed bv 
collision with a cotuet or souie huge 
meteor, still the fact that such a con­
tingency is possible is sufficient ground 
for discussion on the subject aud for 
Imagining what the result might be, 
says the Woman's Home Companion. 

The earth is moving around the sun 
at a velocity of eighteen miles a sec­
ond, while the sun. with ail Its attend-
ant planets, Is being hurried on toward 
the great fiery constellation of Hercu­
les at a far greater velocity. Tbe very 
fact that small meteors exist proves 
the possibility of the existence in space 
of meteors of inconceivable magnitude. 
Even great black dead worlds may lie 
In our path, like breakers In the path of 
a ship. Fifty miles a second Is not an 
unusual velocity for heavenly bodies, 
and some are known to move at a 
speed even in excess of a hundred 
miles a second, five hundred times tho 
speed of a rifle ball. Small meteorites, 
which reach the earth at a velocity of 
from twenty to thirty miles a second, 
are Instantly consumed by the friction 
generated with the atmosphere. Large 
meteors, however, occasionally reach 
the earth, escaping destruction from 
their size, but are found to have their 
surfaces fused from heat generated by 
the passage through the atmosphere. 

Although it Is not probable, still it is 
possible, that the earth may some time 
encounter such a shower of small me­
teors, perhaps in the form of a comet, 
that the heat of combustion from fric­
tion with our atmosphere and the poi­
sonous gases thereby generated might 
destroy all terrestrial life. 

Ancient Lightning Rods. 
The ancients did not have lightning 

rods constructed as ours are, but they 
had lightning conductors, which shows 
that they knew how to protect them­
selves from the danger that lies in a 
thunderstorm. Even so long ago as 
the tenth century lightning was divert­
ed from fields by planting in them 
long sticks or poles, on top of which 
were lance heads. It is said that tbe 
Celtic soldiers used to try to make 
themselves safe from the stroke dur­
ing a storm by lying on the ground 
with their naked swords planted point 
upward beside them. 

There was long ago on the shore of 
the Adriatic sea a,stronghold known 
as -Dunie castle, on the highest tower 
of which there wa$ au iron rod that 
was used as a means of telling when a 
storm was approaching in summer. A 
soldier was always stationed near the 
rod when the sea had a threatening 
look, and it was his duty to frequently 
put the iron point of his javelin close 
to the rod, watching for the spark that 
would tell him it was time to warn the 
fishermen by^ringing a big bell.
