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DOCTORS IN CHINA,

They Feast Themselves Defore They
Physic Thelr Patients,

When a man in China becomes 111, his
family sends for a doctor, and as no
Chinese physician of established repu-
tatlon will walk to a patient a carriage
or a donkey must be sent to feteh him,

As soon as he reaches the house he is
conducted into the best room and s en-
tertained with tea, brandy and sweet-
meats; or, if he has come a good dis-
tance, with a meal of several courses.
