that they will be fearlessly and ef­
fectively exercised."

strike here before. 

The same story comes from all over 
the country, end the following nre a 
few of the strikes Inaugurated: Phila­
delphia, plumbers; Yonkers, N. Y., 
plumbers and carpenters; Denver, 
Colo., sheet medal workers, cigar-mak­
ers and tinners; Cincinnati, architec­
tural Iron workers; Eastern Pennsyl­
vania, many towns, painters, plumbers, 
paper hangers, carpenters and brick­
layers; Schenectady, N. Y.,' electrical 
workers. 

At Stanford, Conn., 700 men of vari­
ous trades struck; Elrnlra, N. Y., paper 
hangers and decorators; Morristown, 
N. J., carpenters and h'ftdcarriers; 
Springfield, Mass., painters-and paper 
hangers; Elizabeth, N. J., plumbers. 

On the other hand several threaten­
ing strikes were settled, the most Im­
portant being that of the trainmen of 
the New York, New Haven and Hart­
ford company, which was amicably 
settled late yesterday afternoon. The 
men appear to be perfectly satisfied 
with the concessions made by the 
railroad otlicials. 

Then in the anthracite regions the 
award of the coal strike commission 
went into full effect The inaugura­
tion of tlie new conditions was gen­
erally observed as a holiday In the 
southern fields, almost all the mines In 
that district being Idle. In several 
towns, parades and mnss meetings 
were held. 

Wabash Strike Fading Away.

and Its employes.

TO AVERT BED WAK 

Commission of Minnesota and Wisconsin 
Men To Be Appointed to Patch Up 

Invasion of Territory. 

Duluth, Minn., April 3.—A commis­
sion composed of Minnesota and Wis­
consin men, to be appointed either by 
the state governors or by the mayors 
of Duluth and Superior, will be re­
quired to patch up an apparent in­
vasion of both states on each other's 
territory. The boundary between Du­
luth and Superior is the original chan­
nel In the St. Louis river, and this Is 
also the boundary between the two 
Head-of-the-Lake cltleB. 

The government in improving the riv­
er for purpose of navigation has ma­
terially shortened the route by dredg­
ing new straight channels from one 
point on the old channel to another 
point, thus throwing riparian rights in 
some instances from the Minnesota 
side to the Wisconsin side and vice 
versa. The boundary of the states is 
as usual, but property rights have 
been affected to the advantage of Wis­
consin men in some cases and Minne­
sota men In others.
