Burial waBmade 
in the cemetery about three miles soutb 
of town.

About 5:30 
o'clock Mr. Hersey was out driving in 
a single rig and had driven into the 
lawn weBt of the school house to see 
Edson Williams, who wbb plowing near 
by. After completing his talk with M r 
W., be turned around in tbe lane and 
was driving out when tbe buggy struck 
a small boulder lying in tbe lace which 
caused tbe buggy to tip up in such a 
manner as to precipitate Mr. Hersey to 
tbe ground. He fell upon hiB bead and 
shoulders and on account of his ex 
treme weight, the fall caused concussion 
of the vertebrae, resulting in instant 
death. Some boyB who were in tbe 
school yard, witnessed the disaster, and 
at once ran to him and asked him if he 
was hurt, but upon seeing him lifeless 
called help and he was removed to hiB 

home where the Btricken daughter and 
mother awaited him. L. G. Hersey 
was one of the pioneers of this county 
having come here from Auburn, Maine 
in 1804, and at lirst settled on a farm 
near Earlville. He soon moved Into 
town however, and the Arm of Hersey, 
Potter & Co. was formed, dealers in 
general merchandise and grain. Later 
the firm was changed to L. G. Hersey 
& Co., the business continuing tbe 
same. After a few years in tbis occu­
pation, Mr. Hersey sold out bis bus! 
ness and started to dealing in live Btock 
He followed this for a number of years 
and only gave it up about five yearB 
ago when, on account of rheumatism, 
he was compelled to retire from active 
business. There are few farms 
within a radius of 15 miles of Earlvl lie 
that have not been visited by Mr. 
Hersey on his stock buying tripB, and 
all who have bad business dealings 
with him acknowledge that a fairer 
minded, more bonest man never lived 
Kind and pleasant to an extreme, and 
admired, honored and reBpected by all 
who knew him, bis sudden demise 
causeB the entire community to mourn 
Mr. Hersey was born in October 1828, 
in Maine, and was in hiB 75th year, 
His near relatives are his wife and 
daughter Grace of this piBce, Mrs. Buth 
Cattron, now making her home 
Beloit, Wis.; Mrs. Gertie Knowies of 
Chicago; Mrs. Nellie Bush of DeKalb, 
III.; Prof. S. F. Hersey of Cedar Falls 
and J as. E. Hersey of San Angelo, 
Texas. All of these are here except 
James, who is on hiB way from Texas 
and will arrive Tuesday. The funeral 
will be held at tbe Congregational 
church on Wednesday at one o'clock 
and interment will be made in Fair-
view Cemetery.
