The 
birthplace ol Col. Clark, M. Carr, 
and General Eugene Carr; of the 
great inventor, Elias Howe, of sew­
ing machine fame; the home ol tho 
Drakes, related to Sir Francis: the 
Lockwoods, who in later years tur-
nished a mayor for tho city of Buffalo; 
the Rockwoods; tho Whitings; who 
arc prominent in Rochester, Minn.; 
the Brittons; the Ayers; the Skin­
ners; the Chaffees; the Bumps; the 
Pounds; the Morrises; tho Currans; 
Churchills; Southworths; Algers; 
1 laches; Glaziers; Jenks; Capt. Tor­
rey,' of whom it was told that he was 
neardeath; old Elder Carr came to do 
duty; (Torrey, the jolly story-telling 
tavern waiting man, and Elder 
Carr, the sanctimonious old Pharisee) 
Carr said to the dying man, "Well, 
Neighbor Torrey, how stands the 
account?" Torrey said, "I liavo 
figured up the account debtor and 
credit and find a small balance in 
my favor." "Well," said Elder Can 
"I don't find it that, way." . Said 
Capt. Torrey, "I think that's the 
opinion of all your neighbors," and 
was dead. After forty years I visited 
this Boston Valley to find it greatly 
changed.
