About the time this cold wave start­
ed on itB eastern trip, another of the 
the numerous ^rain storms which 
have spread over Iowa during the 
past summer started northward from 
the gulf of Mexico. The rain storm 
reached here first and for several 
days past has been holding the cold 
wave in check and reducing its 
virulence to a certain extent. Ac­
cording to the predictions of those 
who send out the weather reports, 
the fate of the corn crop in north 
eastern Iowa will be determined 
about the time this paper is dis­
tributed. If the storm from the 
south can hold possession of this 
part of the state until Wednesday 
evening, it is believed that the dan­
ger of a killing frost in this locality 
will be passed for the present, and 
that means a good deal for everyone 
as well as the farmers.

lndktmentB Miyn: "Tbe indictment 
against Beuvers, Machen aud Erwln 
ajlogcs In substance that the Postal 
I>evlce and Improvement company, of 
San Francisco, formerly the Montague 
Indicator and Letter Box coinpun}', by 
resolution of Oct 0, MOO, set aside 1,. 
000 shares of Its stock to be used la 
any legttlmate'way Its presldietn might 
think proper In forwarding the Inter­
ests of the company. Armed with this 
authority tho president, Daniel 8. Rich­
ardson, aceompunledjjy Erwln, camo 
to Washington. Erwln was then a 
postofllce Inspector, and tho company 
was composed almost entirely ot post-
offlce employes In the west. 

Beaver., Machen ud Heath In. 
"Erwln Introduced Richardson to all 

tho postoffleo'officials at Washington, 
and Beavers, Machon, Heath and oth­
ers examined tbe device. As a result 
an order for equipping 2,089 letter 
boxes with the device was secured. 
About this time, on a suggestion from 
Beavers concurred In by Machen, the 
name of tho company was changed, 
and lt was arranged tflint all postofflce 
officials should disappear from Its 
management Beavers and Machen 
became the owners of blocks of tbo 
stock, both under assumed names. 

Made It Easy for the Company. 
"The company was then systematic­

ally relieved of Its obligations In tbe 
way of paying freight, crating, paint­
ing and printing cards for the dovlces 
lt was furnishing. Put of 1,000 shares 
of stock set aside as above mentioned 
most all of it went to different postof-
fleo officials. The president of the com­
pany afterwards came to Washington 
again wltti tbe request that an ln-
craise be made In the compensation 
the company was receiving for lis do-
vk'P. This request was granted.
