Chairman Jackson of the
state committee will devote his en-
tire time to the work after the first
of October. The state committee has
started out in better condition this
year than for many years to " make a

campaign. Chairman Jackson

t year'devoted much of his Time
through the campaign to prelimi-
nary organization and to getting the
district and county committee in
shape for permanent and lasting
work. As a result of this work the
usual time taken in organization is
unnecessary and the campaign has
been started off promptly. Before the
first of next month the state com-
mittee will have everything hum-
ming for the hottest politi cam-
paign that has been held in the state
of Iowa for many years.

Thus far the principal speakir
has been done by Hon. J. B. Sulli-
van, of Creston, the candidate for
governor. “Jerry,” as he is famili-
arly known by his thousands of
friends, entered at once into the
campaign and is daily demonstra-
ting that he is fitted to be a great
leader of the party in this state.

Then it exerts some
foree whereby it keeps the shell nbove
the soll and uses its body to propel it-
self nlong the bottom Jjust in the same
way a8 a land snake gets over tho
ground. If the sand Is examined after
the mussel has taken one of these
strolls, It will be easy to see two paral:
Icl lines cansed by the edges of the
shell tonehing the ground.
