Woe refer to the packers’ combine.
It is surely one cf thex most vicious-
combines known to trade. It ought
to be wiped out at all hazards, even
though other than strictly legal
methods must be employed. The
Standard Oil trust, the steel trust.
or any other trust, appears -innocent
and virtnous when set along side
of the cold-blooded diabolism of this
meat trust. It has succeeded in get- |
ting a grip on both the buying and
selling price of live stock and meats, |1
and the way the gri is being tight-
ened up on bhoth eénds is a terror to
all outside of the combine. When
meat went up ‘two years ago the
packers ex J)lumed that live stock was
scarce, and that pnces were adjust-
ed to suit the sitnation. Now, how-
cver, when live etock’is plenty and
low, they can hardly explain the big
advance in dressed meat. A co y
of the agreement, signed by
combine, however, has been un-
earthed at Omaha, by which it a
pears they agree to refrain from bid-
ding till prices are pressed down
to the lowest possible limit, while at
the same time* and in the same agree-
ment, they advance the price of
dressod meat to consumers. It is

‘sliewn by freomparison of (e mar-

cattle than a year ago, andat the
same time charge the retail dealer
from 10 to 20 per cent more for dress-
ed meats. They rob the farmers at
one end and the consumers at the
other, Their plan is to depress
prices for live stock to a_ point just
above utter ruin of the stock busi-
ness, allowing the producer no pro-
fit; at leasi, no living profit. There
must be some method by which such
brazen piracy in trade can be stop-
ped, but the government, which has
been working on the case for some
time, has up to date failed. However,
if the matter is continually kept be-
fore the public a way will eventually
be devised to circumvest their wick-
edness.—Homestead.

Is the Low Price of Hogs Forced?

There is a very strong suspicion
among 4 great mary farmers that
the rapid declinein the price of hogs
is due not 80 much to natural con-

ditions as to the  manipulations
of the packers. We are not
surprised at this. The packing

industry is now in the hands of a
very-few men, who can, for the time
being at least, put the price about
where they want it. All that is
neccessary to dois to have a tacit
anderstanding between themselves
and bid a low price and wait until
the shipper gets ready to take it,
which he will sooner or later. The

'nlv thing that can possibly prevent
"putting down the price under these

conditions would be a very brisk de-
mand for hogs from eastern ship-

pers. 'ng:xs human nature.
Whenever a few men have the

| business so thoroughly under their

control that they do not have to - bid
against each other they are not very
likely to doit. Few men do “what
they “don’t. have to.” The prin-
ciples of ' the Sermon on the Mount
are notrecognized by large corpora-
tions.

There are but two remedies of
which we know; one, the strong arm
of the law denhng with the conbina-
tion as a trust, which it evidently is

ceptible of legal proof or not is
doubtful. The other is competition,
which will come sooner or later.
Packing house will spring up if not
i the great cities then in smaller

cities the size of Des Moines, Cedar
Rapids, Ottumwa, and a dozen other
places which now pack not far from
a third of the hogs. The movement
of the National Live Stock Associal-
tion to establish compejitive plants
may prove successful. We hope it
will.

Itis a big problem and will have
to be worked out,or, rather, will
work itself out in time. Great cor-
porations like the packing combina-
tion always'in the end over-reach
themselves, and while the farmers
suffer lost the combination itself suf-
fers in the end. Itis everlastingly
true that “‘If one member suffers dl
the other members. suffer with it.”
If the packers are to be permanently
prosperous, the farmers who' raise
the stuff must be prosperous.
