Christopher Stanger

Christopher Stanger, one of the
old and highly esteemed residents of
Union township, died last Friday
morning, January 8, of heart dis-
ease. The funeral was held on Sun-
day afternoon, Rev L. N. Green
pastor of the M. I, church at Delhi
and Buck Creek officiating, and in-
terment took place at the Buck
Creek cemetery. The r8mains were
followed to their last resting place
by a large concourse of neighbors
and friends.

Christopher Stanger was born in
[Elsas, Germany, (then a provence of
France) December 14, 1814, and
thus was a little over 89 years of
age. He came to the United State:
in May, 1832, locating at Warren,
Pa., where he spent two years. But
believing that the then compara-
tively unknown west presented
greater advantages for the poor man,
he shouldered his pack of personal
belongings and started on' foot to
seek a location. He arrived at Chic-
ago after having walked all the way,
and here he took a squatter’s claim
north of that place. In 1834 Chic-
ago wasan insigniflcant village in
‘the region of the Indian country,
While waiting for the public land
to come into market, Mr. Stanger
went to northeastern Missouri fora
time, where he accumulated a little
money by hard work, which enebled
him to secure his claim. 1n the
days of the gold excitement in Cali-
fornia he caught the fever along
with the thousands of others, and
in 1851 he went to the coast and
was successful in a moderate degree.
He returned again in 1853, and in
1854 he came to Delaware county,
settling in Union township, which
¢ ntinued to be lis home to the time
of his death. My, Stanger was
married to Margaret Trier at Des-
Plaines, I1l., June 8, 1841. His wife
died 14 years ago. Of this union
eight children were born, six sons
and two daughters, only four of
whom are now living, They are
A. O. Stanger, who has for several
years been superintendent of public
mstruction at Falmouth, Mass., Solo-
mon Stanger, a farmer near Sebeka,
Minn, and J. E. and L, B. Stanger
of Union township. All were pre
sent at the death and funeral except
A. O., who was unable to get lhere
on account of the great distance.

Mr. Stanger was a man of sterling
integrity. Early in life lie became
a member of the Evangelical church,
and though he was not an enrolled
member of a church organization
here in.profession and sentiment he
affiliated with them and was always
ready to assist all christian enter-
prise.” He lived a christian life, and
I during his last sickness he frequent-
1y was heard to say, “My work here

is done, I know in whom 1 have
trusted, I am not afraid to die.”
