Manchester Lodge No 149 was 
organized on the 29 of March, 1807, 
being the second secret organization 
instituted in Manchester. On the 
charter appears these names; Ray 
15. Griffin, M. A. Newcomb, Egbert 
Hoag, Thos. W. Robinson, Jacob 
Philips, EdmondGardner, William 
Gilson and Edwin Fales. A num­
ber of initations, however, occurred 
at the first meeting of the lodge so 
that this was the first years roster:

The Past grand masters would 
make a list of nearly or quite forty 
in all, each one of whom has served 
the lodge in a forceful and satisfac­
tory manner. 

From a charter membership of 
eight, through the usual vicissitudes 
that beset all like organizations, 
the growth has been steady until 
the present membership of Manches­
ter Lodge No 149 numbers one hun­
dred and eleven. Very few of the 
brothers have been removed bv 
death, these being all the name's 
found on the roll of honored dead 
Vincent Childs, A. Gateley, J. D.
